The Country Bred Boy.
From the Des Moines Registor and Leader,

President John H. Finley is not
a believer in the country-born boy.
This is the more remarkable because
he is himself the product of an
Illinois farm. He says the chances
of the city-born are greater than' the
country-born, and then he draws
this picture of life on the farm:

“If you know about the life of the
country boy, how he has to sleep in
an unheated room in winter with

They tell you that the hard work of
the country boy makes him a splen-
did man physically. Of the _country
boys I knew fully one-half are under
the sod they plowed or are old men
in the village streets at the age of
forty. 1 believe that the best man is
developed through association and
struggle, and not in the country
solitude. The farmer's Doy - is
caught in the endless circle where
he raises corn to feed hogs, more
corn to feed more-hogs.  Of course,
the city-born may substitute stocks
for crops in an endless chain
of anxiety, but the city boy of New
York has at hand the history of the
world, as a lesson, and the voices of
the greatest men within the reach of
his ears rather than the cricket and
the country night sounds. There
are dirty streets and dark rooms in
the city, but they are illuminated by
ambition, and even these dirty
streets are as dear in after years as
the country is to the successful
farmer’s boy.”
That there is
gestion of truthfulness, in this
portrayal of the hardships of
farm life, no one who knows the
prairies can deny, but over against
it must be taken into account the
substantial fact that the men who
rule today in politics, commerce,
law, the pulpit and the press were
country born.

Purpose of Pruning Grapes,

The purpose of pruning is to leave
only a suflicient number of buds on
canes of the current season’s growth
to give such an amount of fruit the
coming season as the age and
strength of the vine can support.
Pruning should be varied somewhat
to suit the habits of the dlfferent
varieties, The stronger growing
sorts should have more wood allow-
ed them than the weaker ones.
The vines should not be allowed to
bear much fruit until strong enough
to grow vigorous canes with srtong
laterals. Thrifty laterals develop
fruit buds near the base. These
laterals are cut back to from four to
six buds depending on the age and
strength of the vine. Allow as
much fruit to set as the vine can
support and grow - to perfection—
Farmer's Review.

These are the days when our
farmer and garden friends are pre-
paring their hotbeds, and we have
seen 80 many suggestions as to how
these may be built inexpensively
that we can not refrain from telling
of thisone. It wasin a sheltered
spot, open to the sun; two sixteen
foot boards being mnailed to end
pieces the size to accommodate the
sash used in this instance, the frame
sloping to the south six inches or
more. Outside of this frame and
placed there to prevent it from
spreading, drive stakes were driven
every two or three feet. This case
was filled with green horse manure,
wetted down, and seeds-radish, let-
uce, tomato. cabbage, etc.—were
planted as soon as the ground had
begun to heat.

of them, are being used to-day for
making paper, and the growth of
the new industry is proving a boon
to the western farmer as well as to
the ynan who conceived the project.

Some Ilinois farmers have had
their fields harvested for them by
a company, which hauls its machine
to a farm. shucks the corn, deposits
the grain in boxes, bundles the
stalks into great rolls ready for
shipment, and leaves the husks aund
fodder prepared for use as cattle
feed on the farm—all in a fraction,
of the time it formerly required the
land owner to gather in his crop. The
farmer pays the machine man $1
an acre, and the latter can clear up
six acres a day. The stalks become
the property of the company and
are shipped to its paper mill,

It is estimated that a mill with a
daily capacity of 100 tons of the
finished paper will require 60,000
tons of stalks annually, and that the

FANTASTIC TOPS.

Queer Spinning Devices Used by the
Little Moro Chapns.

In my service as a soldier with Cap-
taln Pershing’s column in the Minda-
nao campaign of 1902-03 I had a very
good opportunity to watch the little
Moro lads in their games. Their tops
were of peculiar ingenuity and Interest.

Fig. 1 I8 a drawing of their simplest
form of top. The Moro Ind sclects a
plece of hard wood with smooth and
even grain and proceeds to cut out a
block of the material. Then he gradu-
ally works the plece of wood to a cone
shape and often devotes several hours
a day cutting, chipping, smoothing and
shaping the top until he gets it into the
form desired. Usually the malogany
wood is used.

The boy makes slots in the clrcumfer-
ence of the top and inserts little ears
of wood. When the top Is spun, these
ears muke humming sounds. The point
of the top Is a bit of metal properly
worked down and a point ground there-
on. The Moro lad uses hemp, rawhide
or catgut for his top cords,

" Oue curious style of combination top
Is shown In Fig. 2. It consists of the
main portion, about which the cord is
wound—or hemp, rawhide or catgut—
and the several separate sancer shaped
parts. These parts are set one In the

+:thor, and when the top is thrown and
all spin together the centrifugal force
causes the upper saucers to lift and
float off two or three yards before they

fall to the ground. The saucer-like
forms are tediously worked down from
bard wood by the boys during the long
hours of the day.

Another strange style of Moro top is
represented In Fig. 3. It Is an egg
shaped affair, cut out of boxwood ma-
terlal, with a furrow in the middle.
The top is spun upon the pointed end
of a metal shaft which runs vertically
through it. This Is called the fighting
top, as the boys use it with great force
upon other tops, throwing it so hard
as to split them with the point.

The snake top is represented in Fig.
4. It is made from roots which grow
In this form. Much skill is needed to
obtain the proper balance. Usually
the native lad has the top with him
for weeks, working it down, playing
with it and adjusting the balance be-
fore he can spin it.

The top spins only a little while be-
fore it topples _over, but I noticed that
the youngsters had -more fun with
these awkward long necked tops than
with any others.—Ex-Soldier in Youth's
Companion.

A Bit of Self Defense.

Here is a little bit of strategy that is
at once the most harmless and amus-
Ing as well as one of the most effective
things in the way of self defense: Let
the opponent with whom you are prac-
ticing reach out for you with his hands
or else ask him to attempt to strike
you. Thrust both arms between his,
take a firm grip upon the lapels of his
coat and pull his coat off and down-
ward over his shoulders until the
sleeves are brought down so that the
shoulders of the coat are held securely
Just above the elbows. So simple Is
this trick that any boy can hold at utter
disadvantage a fellow contestant who
possesses twice his strength.—St. Nich-

Trick With a Penny.

To plerce a penny with a fine sewing
needle does not at first seem an casy
thing to do, but it is really very simple
when done in the following manner:
Stick the needle lengthwise through a
cork, allowing the point to project a lit-
tle. It the needle is longer than the
cork, cut off the head with nippers.
Place thie penny and the cork on a soft
board and hit the cork sharply with a
hammer. The needle is kept by this
from slipping aside, and as it is harder
than the copper of the penny the coin
is easlly perforated even by the finest
point.
