Postmaster Edward H. Miner of 
Burrville,near Waterbury, Conn, has 
plunged liis community into excite­
ment by announcing that he intends 
to build a new house, the first to be 
erected in the place for thirty-eight 
years. Miner, besides being post­
master, is station agent and store­
keeper for the village, where he has 
lived since 1866. 

A statement was made by both 
Don Zeitz of the New York World 
and John Norris of the New York 
Times, to the effect that two com­
panies, the General Paper company 
and the International Paper comp­
any, have divided the United States 
between them in the control of news 
print paper. Tho International 
controls all that territory east of the 
Indiana line and tho Goneral paper 
company all the territory west of it. 
They report that tlie price of paper 
has raised §4 per ton in the last 
four years and §5 during the past 
year and that the product .is sold in 
London at 30 per cent less than in 
New York.—The Commoner. 

William A. Wiley has been reelect­
ed to his fortieth annual term as sup­
erintendent of schools in Terre 
Haute. When he first took charge 
there were sixteen teachers; now 
there are 212. For thirty-nine 
years, through all the many exciting 
contests for political party supre­
macy in the eehool board, which is 
chosen by the city council, Mr.

A Letter from Hon. R. W. Tirrill. 

SINGAPORE, 3-14, 1904. 
FHIEND PIERCE: 

We reached this port at nine o'clock 
to-day and leave at five p. m. We 
have taken a ride over tlie city and 
have seen all of interest. Ships are 
in the harbor from all part of the 
world. It is the half-way point 
around the world and this letter is 
liable to go either way - to San 
Francisco or New York. 

We leave this ship, the Australian, 
at Colombo five days from here" 
We are both well. 

Mercury 90 to 100 all the time in 
the shade. We are only 50 miles 
from the.Equator and of course wo 
are under tho tropical sun. 

While I am writing, tho natives 
are diving in the water for coins 
that the passengers are throwing to 
them - they seem to be as safe in the 
water as out of it. 

This place is called the Straits 
Settlement - it is in the Malaysian 
straits and is really a part of India 
belonging to the English. The 
greatest curosity is the diversity of 
tongues and people, and peculiar 
looking bullocks used on carls for 
transporting freight etc, in China 
and Japan. All freight and luggage 
as well as people, are transported by 
coloies, man power. 

Mrs. Tirril joins in kind re­
gards. We have as yet received no 
mail. Can hardly tell you where to 
write. We now expect to get through 
India to Bombey, after 1600 
miles by rail through tho heart of 
India, abotit April 1st to 10th. 
From Colombo we go to Kandy, 
thence to Madras, Calcutta, Benares, 
Lucknow, Agra, Delhi, and Bombay 
from which last city we sail for Port 
Said via the Suez canal. From there 
I think we will first go to Spain, 
Russia, Norway and Sweden, reach­
ing the North Cape about June 20th. 
As we shall go to Copenhagen, Den­
mark, I think you had better write 
us there, care of U. S. consul. 

We have now been on the water 
over fifty days and have not lost a 
meal, so you can see we are pretty 
good sailors. 

We have on board a large num­
ber of Russian officers returning 
from Japan. Some of them talk 
English and they claim the Japs 
have gained no special advantage 
yet. They are fine looking men and 
from what I gather, there will be no 
let up by them. They are a deter­
mined lot of fellows. Can not quite 
understand why they are returning, 
however. Of course, they all belong 
to the Navy and presume they are 
waiting for repairs or new ships. 
•foriyMs supplying them some battle­
ships.. _Tliejact,is4_ we _ areJn the 
midst and with many of the soldiery 
of both countries and the sympathiz­
ers of both countries. The French and 
Germans are unquestionably with 
the Russians, and English and many 
Americans with the Japs. Ours are 
with the Russians just now as we 
are going there.

Miss Anna Kate Strong. 

Miss Anna Kate Strong was born 
near Winthrop, Iowa, March 4th 
1882, and died at her home one and 
one-half miles southeast of Lamont, 
oar Sunday morning April 3rd 1904, 
Aged 22 years and 30 days.

Ghe never thought of herself but al­
ways looked to the comfort of those 
about her. She was a young lady 
whom to know was to love. It 
seems doubly sad to part with this 
yOung life as it was just budding 
into womanhood and a life of useful­
ness. 

The funeral services were held 
from the Campton Church on Tues­
day, at eleven o'clock A. M. April 
5th. The church was very tastily 
decorated with lilies, roses, and car­
nations and the elegant casket was 
covered with lovely flowers gi.-en 
by the Rebekahs, Royal Neighbors 
and the Lamont Baptist Sunday 
School.

Supreme Court ;4 

Decides For Hearst 
The Trust Must Produce Its Con 

tracts and Show Its Books, Say 
Eight of the Nine Justices of the 
Court. ' * i t 

Washington, D. O—The Hearst suit 
has been won and the coal trust beat 
en. By its decision against the trust 
the United States supreme court has 
decided that there is a limit to the 
power of the trusts, grteat and power­
ful though they be, and the law of the 
land is still mightier. ' 

The decision of this same court In 
the Northern merger case was con­
sidered a staggering blow to one kind 
of trusts, but the decision of the court, 
rendered as a result of Representative 
William Bandolph Hearst's suit against 
the coal trust, sounded the death knell 
of every predatory trust in the country, 

It means that the interstate com­
merce commission can compel trust 
magnates to bring out their books for 
inspection and disclose their unlawful 
methods for doing business. 

It means that the millionaires of- the 
criminal trusts can be compelled by 
the commission to make confessions 
which will bring them under the operu» 
tion of the Sherknan antitrust act. 

It means that the fence of technical­
ities behind which the trusts have been 
hiding has been broken down. 

It means that Attorney General 
Knox has been deprived of the last 
shred of pretended excuse for not act­
ing upon evidence of the coal trust's 
guilt with which lie was'furnished by 
Mr. Hearst a year and a half ago, 
which evidence will now be furnished 
to him again by Baer, Truesdale and 
other 'managers of the coal. carrying 
roads when they unwillingly remount 
the witness stand and hand to the in­
terstate commerce commission the con­
tracts which they so desperately and 
unsuccessfully endeavored to shield 
from view. 

If in the face of the supreme court's 
decision and thiB evidence President 
Roosevelt shall permit his attorney 
general to abstain from doing his 
sworn duty it wilt be for one of tho 
two reasons plain to the whole coun­
try: ---

First, that the administration is 
afraid to ofTend the coal trust and its 
allies in a presidential year; or, 

Second, that Mr. Roosevelt cannot 
bring himself to be ungrateful to the 
coal trust, which in 1900 yielded to the 
demands of the miners in order to pre­
vent the strike from spreading to West 
Virginia, Indiana, Illinois and Ohio 
and arraying the labor vote of the na­
tion against the Republican national 
ticket. 

Now fhat the supreme court has sus­
tained the rights of the interstate com­
merce commission to prosecute the in­
vestigation begun on the petition of 
Representative Hearst nothing can 
save the cool trust from swift destruc­
tion except the defiant refusal of the 
attorney general of the United 6tates 
to apply the laws of the United States 
to proved extortionists and criminals. 

The decision of the supreme court 
almost took away the breath of all 
Washington. Representative William 
R. Hearst's victory over the coal trust 
wus the only topic of discussion. 
Members of both bruuehes of congress 
left their scats to attend the supremo 
court and listen to the reading of the 
decision by Justice Day. Senators, 
representatives and distinguished ju­
rists lingered in the corridors after the 
last words of the decision had been ut­
tered to comment upon the successful 
termination of a case brought in be* 
halt of the most powerful trust* In 

tfie country. 
It was conceded that the New York 

representative nud editor had accom­
plished more to .tmforce the antitrust 
and interstate commerce laws than 
the entire staff of the department 

With but one dissenting oplnlop— 
Mr. Justice Brewer—the supreme court 
reversed the Unltpil Stnles circuit 
court for tlu* tumtlicru district of New 
York and rule;! thnt the coal oper­
ators must bring their contract* with 
the railroads before the Interstate com­
merce commission when ».rilerc<l to do 
so. Recnlcltrjuit. witmxsos. members 
of the cor.l tiTst. who Uelied ihe au­
thority of tlie com mission «!»d refused 
to testify, can- r.lso ho comivl'ert by 
this decision to go upon the witness 
stand and answer qvivth*::}:.-

President Baer ami hi* trus; associ­
ates liavo been hronjrht within the op­
eration of tho federal lawn which they 
repeatedly and Insolently del!eu by the 

, unrelenting perfiistenee of \v. . U 
Hearst, who instituted prooeej.intr? un 
der the interstate commenv hr.vs ii; 
behalf of tho people, who were com­
pelled to pay unjust exactions in pur­
chasing fuel. 

Following tlie big coal strike of 100'J 
W. R. Hearst brought the now famous* 
coal trust case before the interstate 
commerce commission on a complaint 
alleging that the coal companies and 
their allied railroads were unjustly 
discriminating against consumers. Dur­
ing the hearings trust witnesses re­
fused to produce their contracts and 
also declined to answer questions by 
Clarence J. Shearn, attorney for the 
complainant, W. R. Hearst. 

Hiding behind the great power of 
their wealth and depending upon offi­
cial friendliness, the magnates and 
their agents obdurately flaunted the 
authority of the commerce commis­
sion. The commission carried the mat­
ter to tho United States district court 
of New York, and Judge Lucombe sus­
tained the trust magnates in their de­
nial to let any light be thrown upon 
their unlawful methods. 

The effect of the Hearst victory can­
not be overestimated, for under the 
opinion of the court the interstate com­
merce .commission can now proceed 
with Its investigation of tucroal trust. 

When during the Investigation of tho 
coal carrying roads before the inter­
state commerce commission the coal 
trust magnates refused to answer ques­
tions and produce certain books and 
contracts culled for by counsel for .Mr. 
Hearst,the commission carried the mat­
ter before Judge Lacombe of the Unit­
ed States circuit court of the southern 
district of New York, and Judge La­
combe sustained the contention of the 
coal trust magnates, holding that the 
questions asked by counsel ' for Mr. 
Hearst were "irrelevant" and were not 
permissible under the interstate com­
merce act, but would be under the 
Sherman antitrust law, and with this 
latter act the commission has no juris­
diction. 

From this decision the interstate 
commerce commission appealed to the 
Bupreme court of the United States, 
and the supreme court has now decided 
In Mr. Hearst's favor. Not In many 
years has a case<80 Important to the 
people been decided by the supreme 
court of the United States so soon after 
the argument. **
