Washington, May 28.—A telegram, 
dated Tokio, -May 27, lias been re­
ceived by the Japanese legation here 
which gives the report of the com-
mainder of tho Japanese army on the 
Lino-Tung peninsula of the capture of 
Kin-Cliow.

great particularity tho guns tlie Rus­
sians had in position the report says 
that a reconnnissancc was made on 
May 23, which developed the Itussian 
strength In men and guns, and then

"On the morning of May 25 ourforces 

nttackd Kin-Chow, engaging with the 
enemy's artillery on Sanshnn hill. At 
dawn of Mny 2(i we commenced can­
nonading, which lasted flve hours, while 
three Japanese warships assisted the 
land forces from Kin-Chow bay. The 
-enemy's gunboats attacked our left 
wing from Tallenwan. We took Kin-
Chow at 5:30 a. in. of the same day, 
and after Beverc flghtlngoccupied Nan-
shan hill and pursued the enemy." 

Fight Lulled Sixteen Hoars. 

The Japanese legation has received 
the following details of the attack on 
Kin-Cliow: "The enemy built several 
covered trenches around the fort nnd 
Naushan hill and held the place stub­
bornly under strong defensive works. 
Nevertheless, after several attempts, 
the Japanese linaliy succeeded in tak­
ing the enemy's position by storm, and 
in driving tlieni toward Nan-Kue-Ling, 
Tills severe fight continued for six­
teen hours. 

Terrible Los* or Life, 

London, May 28.—A dispatch to the 
Central News from Harbin says the 
Japanese losses during the lighting at 
Kin-Cliow are said to be 12,000 men 
killed, rt is said that these figures 
li»ve been conlirmed by an official dis-
putch. Fighting, it is added, is still 
going on ill the vicinity of Kin-Chow. 

POSITION ALMOST IMI'IIKGNAIH.K 

Somo Details of the Vortiflcutious Stormed 
by the Japs. 

London, Mny 28.—A Tokio dispatch, 
da tod May 2i, siiys: Tlie Jujmnese 
army nwept the Russians from Kin-
Chow yesterday morning, and in a des­
perate nifcht attack stormed the almost 
impregnable position of tlie Russians, 
on Natishan hill, west of Talionwan. 
The bnttleragedin the hills all through 
the night. Tlie ltussians had made 
elaborate preparations to cheek the 
Japanese movement south on the Liao-
Tung peninsula toward Port Arthur. 

They had fortilied the high ground 
on the south shore of Tallenwan bay, 
their works extending to the east and 

the west. Tlie extreme Russian right 
was at Iliishangtao and tlie extreme 
left at Nanshan lilll. This hill was tho 
strongest part of the line; a series of 
batteries, strongly emplaced, crowded 
its crest, while riile pits extended 
around Its sides. Minesliad been placed 
lower down on this hill, and around 
tlie base 011 the northern and eastern 
sides were stretched well-made wire 
entanglements. 

Another line of defenses, also pro­
tected with win; entanglements, ex­
tended from Yen-Chia-Tung near the 
head of TiiJlenwan bay, duo north of 
IJu-Cbia-Tieii, which lies south of ICIn-
Chow. Tho ltussians apparently at­
tempted to draw the Japanese attack 
last Saturdayjortheir batteriesopened 
fire slowly on the enemy on that day. 
The Japanese, however, refused to bo 
drawn until the positions of the Rus­
sians, their guns and their strenglh 
had been fully developed. 

to the Russian position to draw tho 
enemy's lire. They thus secured frag-
{bents of shells for the purpose of as­
certaining the caliber of.the Russian 
guns. During these reconnaissances 
4hc Japanese discovered that west of 
TJii-Tieu iheRussians had 110 defenses. 
This gap in tlie defense was a fatal 
defect in the Russian position, and 
when It was peivclved the Japanese 
extended the right to the north artd 
oast, enveloping Kin-Chow and tho 
Russian extreme right. 

Tlie Japanese left also was extended 
to WangChla-Tiing, on the shore of 
Talienwan bay, and the center moved 
forward. Wednesday morning at r>:J10 
the Japanese attacked Kin-Chow, and 
for three hours they had an artillery 
duel with the batteries on Nanshan 
hill. The battle was resumed at dawn 
on Thursday. Three Japanese gun 
Ixiats then entered Kin-Chow bay, and 
in co-operation with the artillery on 
shore shelled tlie Russian positions on 
Naushan hill. A Russian gunboat in 
Tallenwan hay steamed close to the 
shore and shelled the Japanese left. 

At an early hour the Japanese in­
fantry moved forward, and at fi:20 
on Thursday morning they entered 
Kin-Chow, tho Russians retiring to the 
south. The Russian resistance at Nan­
shan lilll was stubborn. The Japanese 
made a series of assaults before the 
Russians Dually yielded the position. 
The Russians abandoned this hill at 
S o'clock in the afternoon, retreating 
toward Nan<]uan-Ling, where it is un­
derstood a second line of defenses ex­
ists. 

OP TUB ACHIEVEMENT 

Statement of a Japanese Ofllccr— Admiral 
Togd'M lleport. 

A Japaneseotlicer of high rank made 
the following statement to the corre­
spondent of the Associated Press: "The 
Japanese in attacking Kin-Chow and 
Nanshan hill had to tight against great 
odds. The Russians were In full com­
mand of the strategical advantages nf-
forded hy nature,and these advantages 
were augmented by tho newest inven­
tions for delense.

"Our army deserves great credit for 
having driven the Russinus from this 
stronghold: it was a feat previously 
considered to have been impossible. 1 
fear our losses have l>eon*heavY, but 
wc have gained the strongest point 
barring our way to the investment of 
Port Arthur." 

The following report has been re­
ceived from Vice Admiral Togo: "Tho 
gunlwats Thukishi, Ilelyon, Amagi and 
Chokai. and the lirst torpedo boat 
flotilla, under Captain Nishlyamn, 
reached Kin-Chow bay 011 the evening 
of Wednesday. From dawn of Thurs­
day the vessels co-operated with the 
army In bombarding Suchaton. 

"Tho Amagl and the Chokai went 
tn close and bombarded all day. At 
11 o'clock in tho morning the enemy 
retreated from Suchaton, but they con­
tinued to fire from a position behind 
Suchaton. Our casualties were ten, 
including Captain Hayashi, of the Cho­
kai, who was killed." 

The Japanese troops are now with­
in twelve miles of Tort Arthur, and it 
is reported now that the Russians suf­
fered heavier casualties than the Jap­
anese, who havo taken many guns and 
other material and a few prisoners.

HAD BEEN ILL FOR A TEAK 

Tried to Fight OfT Death by hiving 
Outdoors, but Knew He Hud

Bearer, Ta., May .*50.—Colonel Mat­
thew Stanley Quay, senior senator 
from Pennsylvania, slept peacefully 
into death at 2:-J8 p. 111. Saturday aft­
er an illness which had been more 
or less persistent for tho last year, 
which took a turn for the worse ten 
days ago, nnd which the doctors diag­
nosed as chronic gastritis. The fu­
neral will be at 2 p. m. tomorrow, and 
the-remains will be Interred in the his­
toric family burial plot lu Reaver cem­
etery. Senator Quay's illness began 
about a year ago. It was a recurrence 
of the trouble that beset him during 
the latter part of 1900. and the early 
days of January, 11KJ1, when he was 
undergoing the strain of aSlesperate 
Jlght for re-election to the seuatc. 

Outdoor Exercise IVaa VMIIU 
For a time he seemed improved, nnd 

gave much of his time to outdoor ex­
ercise. Colonel Quay, in health, was a 
great eater, and his troubles of later 
years dated from overdraughts on his 
vital system due to heavy eating, smok­
ing nud the great nervousstrains which 
he underwent. Ills belief in outdoor 
exercise took him to Maine last sum­
mer, and to Florida later, but he got 
no better. He continued to lose weight 
and strength, and he returned to 
Washington and later to Pennsylvania. 
Senator Quay 'constantly expected 
death, and told his friends so. The 
last call he made at the White House 
he told President Roosevelt that he ex­
pected never to recover, and would 
hardly see him again. For a time lie 
stayed with his brother Jerome at 
Morganza, but death had its grip on' 
him and he went to his own home at 
Beaver. 

Wanted to 8oe Ills llooks Once SI ore* 
After he went back to Pennsyl­

vania he began to prepare for the 
inevitable, and arranged his personal 
affairs, the last papers being duly 
signed Friday morning. Thursday last 
too weak to walk, he was carried at 
his own request to his library. "I want 
to see my books once more," he said. 
Up to the time of entering the uncon­
sciousness that meant the end lie re­
tained a bright and active mind. On 
Thursday night his friends were sent 
for. Friday night it was plain the 
end was near, and at 2:48 p. m. Satur­
day ho pussed away.

DESCENDED FltOM GOOD STOCK 

Dlfttlngulsticri In Thrco Wars—IIIK Career 
tn 1'olltics Sketched. 

Senator Matthew Stanley Quay, wh« 
maintained his leadership 111 Pennsyl­
vania politics for thirty years, is 
descended from good old lighting stock. 
Three generations ago his ancestors 
came as immigrants from the Isle of 
Man. They fought Indiaus In the 
primeval forests, and distinguished 
themselves in the war of the revolu­
tion. 

Senator Quay was born at Dillsburg, 
Pa., iu 1S&J, his father being Itcv. An­
drew Quay, a Presbyterian clergyman. 
At tho age of 17 the son was grad­
uated from Jefferson college and began 
the study of law with Penney & Ster-
rett, in Pittsburg. He wearied of 
study, and toured tli«i country with a 
magic lantern show. He returned to 
his father's home in Heaver, Pa. He 
was admitted to the bar in 1854, hav­
ing just attained his majority. 

Governor Pollock appointed blin 
prothonotary of Heaver county, which 
was Quay's Initiation into politics. In 
18U1 the war broke out, and young 
Quay, as lirst litcuteant in the Elev­
enth Pennsylvania reserves, marched 

to the front. He was made colonel 
of the One Hundred and Thirty-fourth 
Pennsylvania. While under fire in the 
battle of Fredericksburg he carried In 
his haversack $an.0<)0 which his sol­
diers had intrusted to him to take to 
their homes. For his bravery at this 
battle he>vas given a medal of honor. 

After serving as military secretary 
to Governor Curtin, the famous "war 
governor" of Pennsylvania, Quay was 
elected to tho legislature of his state 
in 18(H. Under Governor Ilnrtrunft, 
Senator Quay twice received the of­
fice of secretary of the commonwealth. 
Tn 1885 he was elected state treasurer, 
and two years later he was made sen­
ator. His last notable tight In the 
senate was in the effort to secure state­
hood for Oklahoma, Arizona, New 
Mexico and Indian territories. In this 
he was defcutud hy Senator Haiina, 
aided by Senator Ueveridge. 

There was hardly a political crime 
that was not charged against Quay. 
He was weuscd of treachery to hia 
fWendK, fcettiag rich too fast while in 
office, whleh latter charge was a di­
rect rcllectionon his personal integrity,

Pictures never do full justice to 
Quay's appearance. lie has been well 
described as "a little shrimp of a man 
with a pauncli." In the senate lies 
seldom spoke, and then it was merely 
to make some perfunctory motion, or 
to direct his legislative campaign. 
About the only exception to this la 
his famous tariff speech, when to com­
pel the adoption of certain schedules 
on steel he spoke night and day until 
he had wearied his colleagues into sub­
mission. Ho leaves a widow and flve 
children.
