Beware of Land Shark*. ' 
Throughout those sections of the 

country where new land is being 
opened up for entry there are a lot of 
land sharks who have no established 
business and no legal responsibility 
but are making a good deal of money 
by fleecing settlers and purchasers. 
The following dispatch from Wash­
ington explains their method of 
operating: 

"An organized band of swin­
dlers is actively at work in several 
Western states, notably Utah, North 
and South Dakota, and also operat­
ing to a lesser extent in the east. 
These sharpers have selected as easy 
victims prospective homeseekers 
who are greatly interested in the 
various reclamation projects under­
taken by the government. 

"By means of advertisments clev 
erly worded, in which they claim to 
have secured inside information re­
garding the planB of the engineers, 
and by the display of alleged copies 
of government maps and surveys, 
they have been successful in duping 
many unwary homeseekers. For 
consideration of from $50 to $2C» 
these swindlers guarantee to locate 
settlers upon the best irrigable lands 
under the government works. 

"Notwithstanding that the govern 
ment sometime ago issued a circular 
warning the people against being 
taken in by just such frauds, the 
swindling goes right along and the 
sharks are reaping a rich harvest. 

"It should be clearly understood 
that these sharpers have no inside in­
formation. Their maps are mere 
township plats or rough drafts such 
as can be obtained from the land 
office. The swindlers have no data 
other than any intending settler can 
obtain upon request of the depart 
ment. 

'The lands under these govern­
ment projects are withdrawn from 
all entry except homestead before 
any actual work of construction is 
ordered, and the secretary is by law 
required to outline the size and 
location of each farm. Until the 
plans are completed for construction 
and THE^ contract has been let for the 
works it is impossible to state with 
any degree of accuracy what the 
cost of the water will be or what 
lands will be irrigated. 

"Settlers who make filings based 
on tho information received from 

swindlers will not onl: 
the money paid

, paid out but are liable 

later to find the lands are not in­
cluded in the government's proposed 
system, and thus will have exhaust­
ed their homestead entry upon 
worthless land. When the proper 
time comes for throwing open the 
homestead entry lands under these 
great irrigation projects the secre­
tary of the interior will give due 
notice through the public pr 
Until such announcement it \^ILL not 
be safe for. settlers - to locate'upon 
these lands."—Wallace's Farmer.

LONDON DOCTORS. 

Vhv Have a Stricter Etkastte Haa 
«awrissa Mallcal Itea. 
few people.outside of the pro> 

».nai:, knawnt-Bngtoh 
phyMelon recently, have the slightest 
idea bow medical men are hedged 
round by etiquette until they can 
scarcely take a step, however innocent 
toward procuring a patient without a 
serious risk of putting their foot in it 
with the medical council. 

Bo fearful are the authorities lest any 
member of the profession should be 
suspected of such a horrible thing as 
s&lclting custom that the very, letters 
of the name on his doorplate may not 
exceed a certain size. If he moves/ 
from one bouse to another be mustn't 
proclaim the fact, and he must at once 
remove bis plate from the bouse be is 
leaving. 

He should not allow his namo to ap­
pear In the papers if be can {ielp it, 
and Indeed the editors of the leading 
newspapers have been requested by the 
authorities to suppress any reference 
to doctors by name as far us possible. 

These ere but samples of the Jealousy 
with which bonor Is guarded until the 
modest violet that blushes unseen is an 
audacious flower compared with the 
doctor who has his bread and butter to 
make, but mustn't show a sign of it 

Of course there are heaps of doctors 
Who do advertise In spite of all these 
restrictions and the penalties for defy­
ing them. There Is the man who can­
not take his seat once a week in church 
without being summoned away by a 
perspiring messenger to an imaginary 
patient and the man whose carriage 
you are always meeting driving furi­
ously as if on a life or death errand. 

Then there's Dr. Blank, whose, wife 
and relatives advertise his "wonderful 
skill" In- the most unblushing way, and 
Dr. Dash, who gets sa. desperate that 
he takes .the bit in his teeth and de­
liberately tonts for patients. 

But when a man is caught offending 
his shrift is short, for be is quickly 
summoned to appear before the tribu-
nai 'to. account for his delinquencies. 
This tribunal Is the doctor's court mar­
tial and holds Its sittings periodically 
tn an impressive court 

The court consists of members of the 
general medical council, all doctors of 
eminence, who sit around a long table, 
at the head of which is the president 
on a raised seat Facing the presid­
ing Judge at the lower end of the table 
is the happy culprit whose case is be­
ing investigated and who generally 
feels-Just about as happy as If he were 
being tried oa a capital charge. And 
little wonder, for on tbe verdict of the 
court depends whether or not ho leaves 
tbe aourt a ruined man. 

The. trial Is very similar to those 
beld in an ordinary court There is 
tbe prosecutor, an official of tbe coun­
cil;- there ate witnesses to be exam-
ined, cress examined nnd re-examined, 
and there -Is tbe defendant's counsel, 
often a: well known barrister. When 
all the evidence has been taken and 
slfted,'the room Is cleared of all but 
the Judges, who decide oo their ver­
dict while the defendant and his 
friends wait outside. 

At last thd signal Is given, the door 
is thrown open, and the verdict of the 
court Is read out It may be an ac-
qultal or a, severe reprimand or even 
a suspension for a time from, practice, 
or, if the offense, has been'great it 
may be a sentence of expulsion from 
tbe profession—that the defendant's 
name be struck oft the register—and 
this1 means nbsolute and hopeless ruin. 
Is' it n wonder that With such an ordeal 
and penalties .in view English doctote 
are, as.a rule, such models ot profes­
sional propriety?—Chicago News.
