Tariffs and Tariffs. 1 *

for protection without regard to 

. revenue and tariffs for monopoly 
only. 

For manv years the tariff barons 
have made large contributions tore-
publican campaign fluids, with the 
understanding that they would be 

' •permitted to shape the tariff sched­
ules affecting their interests, and 
they "have so shaped our present 
tariff schedules IhatTve now have a 

• close approach to tariff for monopoly 
only. Free trade, or a tariff law 
prepared without any regard for 
incidental protection, is impractic­
able to Bay the least, while tariff for 

• monopoly is robbery. 
If tariff rates could be adjusted 

jtiong a line about midway between 
the two extremes, consumers would 
be greatly benefitted, and the tariff 
beneficiaries would still have all the 
incidental protection which any 

• honest industry could ask for. 
. Sooner or later the radical free trade 
.element in the democratic party will 
be completely overborne, and the 

^democrats who favor a tariff for 
revenue with incidental protection 
will be empowered to revise the 
tariff. 

The consumers have nothing to 
;* expect or hope for from the republi­

can party. The republican party 
never revised the tariff, except to 
raise it and make it a greater shelter 
for monopoly. 

Men like Governor Cummins may 
"protest ever so much, but they will 
inever be able to accomplish any­
thing inside the republican party,

Ctacfoo, Sept. 2G. — As a result ot a 
battle before Tort Arthur which be­
gan on Sept. 10 the Japanese succeed-
ed in capturing several important posi­
tions, and now the Russian tenure of 
the big forts guarding the north, north­
east and northwest sides of the town 
Is seriously threatened. Chinese . In­
formation places the Japanese losses 
under 3,000 for three days' fighting,

"We shall briefly notice some of 

the leading symptoms of rabies in 
the dog and horse.

day he dies. The principal post­
mortem appearances are these—en­
largement and increased vascularity 
of the salivary glands, inflamed con­
dition of the base of the tongue and 
fauces, epiglottis, and stomach, 
which last organ almost invariably 
cdfttafinasuchindigestible substances 
as Btraw, hair, offal, etc The symp-
ffims in the horse, which become 
a^pS5nt>itfH,lBTr'"weq|8, are those 
of extreme irritability. He trembles, 
heaves, and paws, staggers and falls; 
a-fla/aftertf seveire struggle, he sud­
denly rises again, And appears set-
tled~and' collected, when he will 
again exhibit the- usual distressing 
symptoms. He is sometimes mis­
chievous, bites, foams, and snorts; 
and generally in three days he dies 
paralyzed and exhausted."

SELECT HERRICK 
FOR GOVERNOR 

New York Democratic Leaders Pick 
Albany Judgo and Conveu-
: tion Ilatlltes Choice. 

Saratoga, N. Y., Sept. 22.—The lead­
ers resumed conferences on the Demo­
cratic nomination for governor, the 
night's conference haviug been with­
out result. Finally, after prolonged 
discussion Justlcc D. Cady Herrlck of 
Albany was agteod on. The conven­
tion was called.to order by Temporary 
Chairman Honiblower, who, after the 
report of tho committee on permanent 
organization jtfd been adopted, gave 
way to the permanent chairman, Dun­
can Campbell Lcc of Tompkins county, 
who addreBsed^the convention. 

George Haines of Rochester, chair­
man of the committoo on resolutions, 
read the platform, which was adopted. 
Ex-Govemor-Hill then took the plat­
form amid cheers to present the name 
of Justice Herrlck for governor. After 
Mr. Hill bad presented the name, W. 
I'ourke Cock ran and Luke D. Staple-
ton of Brooklyn seconded the nomina< 
tion of Justice Herrlck. 

Herrlck was then nominated by the 
secretary casting a single ballot for the 
convention. ^ ^ 

WRECKERS DERAIL 1 

DIAMOND SPECIAL 

Fast Train Tnrown from Track and 
Fireman Killed—No Pas-

-sengers Hurl. 

Chicago, Sept 22.—The Diamond 
special through passenger train on the 
Illinois Central road was derailed by 
train-wreckers at the Barclay Cool and 
Mining company's mines, fifteen mlloa 
north of Springfield, at 8«5 o'clock In 
the morning, while running forty-fiv* 
mtles an hour. 

Fireman George Ooncannou of Deca­
tur was killed. Engineer Walter 
Hayes of Clinton wos badly Injured. 
Qls leg was broken, and it is thought 
he was Internally hurt. All the 
coaches but the rear sleeper left the 
track. None of the passengers was 
seriously hurt, although many were 
slightly Injured and badly shaken up. 

A switch ot Barclay wos found 
thrown and the switch lamp gone. The 
sidetrack led uuder overhanging chutes 
from the cool mines. It is believed the 
engine struck one of these'obstructions 
and Jumped the track. The motive 
of the men, who evidently had planned 
to wreck the train and commit whole­
sale murder, has not been fathomed.

Japi Control the Snppljr, 
Possibly the most important capture 

during the three days' flghting~waB 
that of Fort Kuropatkin, which while 
of minor value with regard to prevent­
ing the entrance into the town of the 
Japanese had been constructed for the 
purpose of protecting the source'of the 
garrison's water supply. The control 
of this water supply Is now in '.the 
hands of the Japanese. 

Battle Began Sept. 19. 
Hie battle began before daybreak 

on Sept. 10. During the day and nlght 
of the 19th, aind until noon of the' 20th, 
the bombardment continued without 
cessation, and the many shells falling 
from quarters which previously had 
been silent made it obvious that the 
Japanese bad at last succeeded either 
In mounting many heavy guns in new 
positions or in strengthening their old 
positions. At noon on Sept. 20 the Jap­
anese right and center commenced the 
advance. The troops made use of the 
trenches and Infrequent natural cover 
that lay in their way. 

Capture of Fort Knropmtitin. 
The small forts to the south of 

Bhushlyen resisted, this advance 
briefly, their garrisons not being strong 
numerically.' Then' came Fort- Kuro­
patkin, wiiioh is situated to the south 
of Pallchuang, and to the northeast 
of the parade ground on a low' hill, and 
after severe fighting it fell into the 
hands of the Japanese. At 5 o'clock 
of the afternoon of the 20th the Jap­
anese captured a supplementary fort 
which from the lower ground threatens 
the fort on Itz mountain. This ended 
the heavy fighting for that day, aL 
though the Japanese later were com­
pelled to resist several sorties. 

ThrMteaa Two Big Ponttlouu 
All night and part of the next day 

(the 21st) the Japs poured shells into 
a supplementary fort 8,000 yards west 
of the fort on Itz mountain. Then 
they assaulted the fort. The fighting 
was fierce, but the Japs won their way. 
into the fort, where they-met the Rus­
sians, who refused to surrender, band-
to-hand, resulting in the annihilation 
almost of the- Russian garrison. The 
capture of the fort Is a menace to both 
the Itz and Anshu mountain forts. 

The foregoing information was ob 
talned from a Chinese of unimpeach­
able trustworthiness. 

MEAH8 A FIGHT TO A FINISH 

Alw Glvea t Black Kje to Anybody* In­
tervention. 

St. Petersburg, Sept. 20, 2:30 a. m. 
— The division and reorganization of 
the Manchurlhn army, regarding which 
there have been rumors ever since the 
battle of Liaoyang, has been officially; 
announced In an imperial rescript apt 
pointing General Grippenberg, com' 
mander of the Third army corps in 
the province of Vilna, commander of 
the Second army now being mobilized 
for immediate dispatch to the Far 
East, leaving General Kuropatkin in 
command of the first army, and, it is 
understood, with no control over Grip­
penberg, the latter being entirely his 
own master so far as Kuropatkin is 
concerned. 

The emperor is personally convinced 
that the political as well as the mili­
tary prestige of the empire Is at stake, 
and that every other consideration 
must give way before the exigencies 
of war. The resources of the empire; 
in men and money must b£ drained, if 
necessary, in order to turn the scale' 
and vindicate the power of Russla.-
The reorganization amounts to formal 
notice to the world—as the emperor 
frankly explains in his rescript—that 
he intends to vastly Increase the num­
ber of troops at the theater of war in 
order to force the struggle to a sue-, 
cessful issue in the shortest possible 
time. It Is Intended to silence def­
initely all talk of foreign intervention 

oy tne announcement tnat ttussia 
means to fight out the issue with Ja­
pan on the field of battle. 

Probably 800,000 additional men will 
be placed in the field. Five corps are 
already destined for the front, and th« 
talk Is that five more corps will be 
sent forward. Eventually the creation 
of this second army Involves the se-: 
lection of a commander-in-chief. In the-
best informed circles there Is little Idea-
that Viceroy Alexieff, the present nom­
inal commander-in-chief, will exercise' 
the actual functions of commander of 
the 000,000 or 700,000 men that Russia: 
has resolved to put in the field; It Is: 
the best opinion that Grand Duke 
Nicholas Mlchaelovltch, Inspector gen­
eral of cavalry, will attain the high 
command, occupying In the war with 
Japan the position held by his. fathers 
In the war with Turkey. 

The reorganisation will swell the. 
Russian forces In Manchuria to over 
600,000, and special plans have been 
made to overcome the deficiency in 
guns under which the Russians have 
been laboring. Over 000 additional 
field and rApld-fire guns are to be sent 
to tho front. The great struggle for 
tho masteryln the Far East now seems 
deetlned to assumeTltanlc nronprtions.J 

DASH FOR OPEN SEA 

ttcmnant ijf I'oiL Arthur Fleet to 
Millar it at First Chance. 

Chcfoo, Sept. 23.—With 6team up. 
and tlielr decks cleared for action, the 
remaining vessels of the Russian fleet 
In Tort Arthur are stationed at the 
moutli of the harbor awaiting a favor­
able opportunity to dash to the open 
sea. The news is brought by reliable 
Clilnnmen who ran the blockade ot the 
port and arrived here. 

They declare that the Incessant bom­
bardment from both land and sea has 
made the harbor untenable, and that 
the Russian fleet is determined to 
make a sortie at the first opportunity 
and make a desperate effort to reach 
Tslngtau, the. German port on the 
8hantung"fyeninsula. ^ . 

Japs Take Da Pnss. 
St Petersburg, Sept. 24.—Da pass, 

one of the most strategic spots in the 
siege of Mukden, has fallen to the 
Japanese, after repeated assaulfs. The 
Russian Cossacks, who held the pass, 
were routed, and fled in uttter defeat 
They left 280 dead on the field. This 
is the report which has Just reached 
the war office here, and officials' are 
plunged In the deepest gloom. The 
news, while official, has not been con­
firmed by messages from Kuropatkin, 
and until he reports to the czar It will 
not be known how the Japanese were 
able to defeat the Russians at the pass, 
which has been considered Impregna­
ble. »

MAIN HAPPENINGS OF A WEEK 

Japs Take Another Fort. 
Toklo, Sept. 28.—While official con­

firmation Is lacking. It seems certain 
that the Japanese possess a fort on an­
other height westward of Itzslmn, 
which they carried by desperate as-
soulf and .have since resisted all at­
tempts to recapture by_Jhe Russians.
