Biennial Election in Iowa. 
The decision of the Supreme court 

in the biennial elections amendment 
oase was so clearly foreshadowed by 
Judge Evans at the original hearing 
in the district court at Nevada, that 
its announcement will occasion 
no surprise, not even to the attorn­
eys who made the argument lor the 
appellant. 

With this dicision, Iowa, after 
eight years of effort, joins the thirty-
four other states that have abandon­
ed annual elections. There are but 
ten states left that cling to the time 
worn ilictiom that there cannot be 
too many campaigns for the good of 
the people. Even with these there 
is agitation for change; 

And yet there has been something 
to be said for the annual election. 
In another column we reprint from 
the New York Tribune the argument 
against it. But Secretary Shaw 
made a plea for annual political dis­
cussion that was very attractive. 
There are many who believe, after 
all the agitation for change, that the 
state is making a mistake. 

But the prevailing sentiment is 
without question with the amend­
ment. The people are weary of 
never ending campaigning. 
are willing to.take the chances and one 

Vaccinating the Soil. 

Vaccinating against smallpox has 
saved a countless number of lives. 
Vaccination of tho soil bids fair to 
have an even more beneficial 
effect on human life by increasing 
the food supply that can be obtained 
from impoverished soil. Tho pro­
cess is the result of the inventive 
genius of Dr. George T. Moore of 
the United States Department of 
Agriculture, and how it operates is 
described in the current Century 
Magazine. 

The new vaccination is not a 
method for tho prevention of a dis­
ease of the soil, but rather for sup­
plying the soil with elements in 
which it is deficient. It is a pro­
cess by which the soil can be made 
to take a big supply of nitrogen 
from the air at an expense that is 
almost nothing at all, thus obviat 
ing the necessity of using costly 
fertilizers. 

Some time ago German scientists 
discovered that the nodules on the 
roots of leguminous plants, such as 
beans, peas, clover and alfalfa, were 
really colonies of millions of bac­
teria, whoea nctivity consisted in-
taking nitrogen from the air and 
accumulating it. In soils that do 
not contain such bacteria the 
legumes will not grow at all, but 
where the bacteria abound the 
nodules accumulate very much 
more nitrogen than the legumes 
need, with the result that the soil is 
enriched for a crop of a different 
kind, such as corn or wheat, the 
next year. That is the scientific 
basis of rotation of crops, though 
nobody knew it before. 

Now what Dr. Moore has done is 
to devise a way to grow these bac­
teria by the billion and fix them so 
that they will keep in a dried state 
for months. He makes little cakes 
of them which the farmers can use 
on their bad soil, and the coat to 
the government is less than a cent an 
acre. He has patented his process 
and made a free gift of the patent 
to the American people. 

Experiments show that vaccinated 
soil will produce from eight to 
twenty times as heavy crops of 
legumes as unvaccinated soil will 
produce. Moreover, the crop of 
cotton, or wheat the year after vac­
cination will be from fifty per cent 
to three or four hundred per cent 
larger than it would otherwise have 
been. 

The farmers on the worn-out land 
of New England have special and 
immediate reason for thanking Dr. 
Moore for the work that he ha3 
done, and the demand for his bac­
teria cakes is sure to be heavy the 
coming year.—Record-Herald.

Care of Brood Sow*. 

Farmers Tribune: The time 
when spring litters will begin to be 
farrowed ia not far distant, and 
hence, a few remarks concerning the 
care and management of the brood 
sow are timely. Brood sows are 
often injured, first, because a too 
heavy corn ration is fed, and second, 
because too littfe exercise is given 
prior to farrowing. This can easily 
be remedied by a little fore-thought 
and care. In the first place we all

corn, and corn is deficient in both 
protein and ash as -compared with 
carbohydrates and fats, fat- formers, 
and consequently, we need to pay 
special attention to the brood sow at 
this time of year. Bran, shorts, oil-
meal, ground speltz, barley, wheat 
or rye, all make excellent grain feed 
and may be fed in the form or a 
slop together with corn. During 
the first half of the gestation period 
a ration containing one part of pro­
tein and 7 or 8 parts of carbohydra­
tes is narrow enough, but during 
the last six or seven weeks one part 
of prolein to five parts of carbohy-
drUes may be fed to advanlage. In 
ninnoL'tion witli tho grain ration 
roots or silage are most valuable feed 
for brood sows; Some succulent food 
of that kind ought to be provided 
for them. Even if such foods can­
not conveniently be fed during the 
whole gestation period it would 
prove of great valuo during tl.e last 
month before farrowing, as it keeps 
the bowels in a laxative condition. 
Where these foods are not available 
cut clover and alfalfa hay soaked 
are splendid foods, and since they 
are rich in protein are especially 
valuable at this time. The brood 
sow needs a bulky ration and bulk 
is supplied by this roughage. 

Feed is not all that is needed, ex­
ercise is also an important consider­
ation. When hogs are confined 
rather closely during the winter 
motiths the necessity of exercise is 
often lost sight of. The brood sow 
is prone to take as little exercise a.s 
possible. Usually the less she is 
made fo take the less she ftill take, 
gillie it is preferable to have warm 
winter quarters for hogs, the fact 
that exercise is important to the 
brood sow should not be overlooked. 
Such exercise should be taken in 
the open air. 

Charcoal, wood ashes and salt 
should always be available to the 
brood sow. These substances not 
only aid in warding off disease but 
they also supply the body with ash 
ingredients especially needed for the 
growing litter at this time. 

It is also of great importance, es­
pecially with young bows, to have 
them on friendly terms with their 
attendant. They should be tamed 
so that they may be approached in 
farrowing time. The experienced 
hog raisers appreciate the value of 
this fact, but he inexperienced 
man often overlooks some of these 
apparantly small, though really im­
portant factors.

The northern povtlou of tho Colorado 

desert is paved with tho most wonder­
ful pebbles in tho world, in many parts 
bo exquisitely laid as to defy success­
ful imitation by the most skilled worker 
in mosaic flooring. Tbeso pebbles are 
made of porphyry, agates, carnellan, 
quartz, crystals, garnets* chrysolite 
and other socb beautiful materials. 
Thoy are packed together so that the 
surface composed ot them is like a 
floor, and thoy look as If pressed into 
It with a roller. As a rule, they are 
of nearly uniform size, and each one is 
polished brilliantly, as if oiled and rub­
bed. Most of them are porfect spheres, 
and the reflection from tbem of the 
sun's rays is gorgeous beyond descrip­
tion. Each convex surfneo gives back 
a ray of light, and the ground for 
miles seems as if literally paved with 
gems. Thus the wholo surfaco of tho 
plain is a combination of myriads of 
reflectors, each pebble being so highly 
polished that It Is llko a mirror, and It 
te believed that the lakes of the desert 
mirage are produced by this means. 
The pebbles are polished by tho loose 
sand which is blown hither and thither.
