M’GAHAN AND SCOBLELEFF,
The Newspaper Man's Pleture of the
Grent Russian Genernl,

MeGahan was the correspondent who
first deseribed o BEurope the Bulgn
rlan atroclties,  What a brilliant crea-
ture he was, with his steel hiune eyes,
his face as delieately  chiseled as
though it were of marble, his lithe,
light frame and that suggestion of ab-
solute courage, Iron resolve, under-
peath the almost feminine tininess of
the features. He was one of the in-
timates of ScobeleM—indeed, the men
were 80 attached to cach other that
Scobeleflf nearly always insisted that
MceGahan ghould share his tent with
him, and McGahan was in the tent of
Scobeleft the night after the disas-
trous assault on DUlevna,  Scobeleff
was, sald McGahan, o wonderful ple-
ture of the horrors and terrors of war,
Nis face was black with powder, his
uniform was in rags, and his sword
was twisted like a corkscrew. It is
evident from this deseription that Sco-
beleff took part with his own hand in
some of the work of the day. There
was 1 sequel, by the way, to this ple-
ture. I am not quite sure whether
MeGahan published it, but he told it
to me. Scobeleff was always a dandy.

A Well Conducted Itiot.

In 1707, Irritaied by the Ligh price
of provisions, the poor people of Eng-
land rose In many parts and seized the
corn from the flour mills, which they
sold at reasonable prices, giving the
money to the rightful owners—a well
conducted rlot that caused a law to he
passed against the cighteenth century
cornering of wheat. But, a severe
winter following, the distress became
80 great that the London common
council ordered $5,000 to be subseribed
out of the clty funds and that “a sub-
seription book should be opened for the
donations of all well disposed per-
sons.” “By this noble plan,” says a
writer of that time, “great numbers of
people were happily relleved from the
most abject state of distress.”

Wax Mnatches,

Wax matches, so called, are made
by drawing strands of fine cotton
thread, twenty or thirty at a time,
through melted stearin, with a small
admixture of paraflin, The wax
hardens quickly upon the threads, and
the long tapers thus produced are
smoothed and rounded by pulling them
through Iron plates perforated with
holes of the desired size. IPinally the
tapers are cut Into match lengths and
dipped.
