Renewing Strawberry Bea. 

I set out a strawberry bod in 1898 
which has continually improved, 
both in fruit and plants, each suc­
ceeding year under my system of 
cultivation, says II. Seaver in Farm 
Journal. I keep the soil well en. 
riched and free from weeds. As 
soon as I finish picking tho fruit, J 
mow the vines closely aud rake them 
off. I then rako the bed thoroughly 
with an iron tooth ralio, making the 
whole surface of tho bod fine and 
clean; then mark the bed crosswise 
of last year's rows, leaving the row 
strips about eight inches wide. I 
thoroughly, but carefully, hand cul­
tivate Tjetween these strips, so as 
not to injure the roots of the plants 
in these strips. In a few days the 
best and strongest plants will be up 
and running. I leave enough of the 
best and strongest plants to run and 
cover about one-half or two thirds 
of the bed; carefully hoe out the 
plants not needed, and keep the soil 
clean and fine about these running 
plants. When the runners have 
covered the amount of space wanted, 
I cut off all runners as they appear, 
keeping the open space well hoed. 
If needed, I apply a dressing of good 
fine manure before mulching the 
bed for winter. I set only perfect 
flowering kinds. I have had good 
success with Corsican, Mead, Jessie, 
Bniuaywine, Clyde, Gaudy and 
Parker Earle.—Farmers Tribune. 
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Tlie U. S. attorneygeneral has ren­
dered an opinion sustaining Sec­
retary Wilson of the Agricultural 
Department in his contention that 
the law requiring stock in transit to 
be unloaded, fed aud watered at in­
tervals not greater than twenty-eight 
hours, applied to terminal railway 
companies as well as to through 
lines. Tho secretary says that his 
efforts to enforce the twenty-eight I 
hour law lias rosulted in 400 viola­
tions of the law having been reported 
within the past three months. The 
violations are being investigated 
with a view to the institution of 
prosecutions. Certain large railroad 
companies have informed the sec­
retary that a plea of guilty will be 
entered by thorn in these cases, and 
also that arrangements have been 
made by them looking to a strict 
compliance with the law in the 
future.

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It would not be surprising if there 
was a revolt some time against the 
retired list of the army and navy. 
Through recent legislation and rapid 
promotions the retired list has 
become topheavy. There are now 
three lieutenant generals, twenty 
major generals and 250 brigadier 
generals on the retired list of the 
army. In the navy of the three 
highest grades there are 123 rear 
admirals, eighteen commodores and 
fifty-four captains. The act of con-
gress two years ago raised many 
men on the retired list one rank if 
they had seen service in the civil 
war and had not been advanced 
grade on retirement. This swelled 
the list of brigadier generals a great 
deal; but 250 brigadier generals on 
tho retired list is entirely out of 
proportion to the size of the army 
either now or what it has been 
during the past forty years since the 
close of the civil war.—Washing­
ton Post. 

A yotms doctor beginning to practice 
1« terribly handicapped by the rule 
under which any medical man who ad­
vertise.* is expelled from tho profes­
sion, s:iy« the Leeds Mercury. He 
may be an extremely gifted physician 
or Mivgenn, ami yet if he has not cap­
ital lo buy a practice or interest with 
the governors of Rome hospitals he 
does not succeed In earning enough 
during tlio lU~.it few years to keep 
Itody and soul together. 

Of course thfc result is that nil sorts 
of do<lgox are adopted to evade and de­
feat the rule against advertising. It 
Is Well known in the profession that 
reputation and it large clientele depeud 
more on the swvess with which this is 
accomplished than on real scientific 
ability. A celebrated London surgeon 
once admitted to tlie writer that ho 
rose to the top of the tree by getting 
into his carriage several times a month 
and driving at a terrific pace through 
a half dozen streets. Sometimes he va­
ried this by forgetting to take a neces­
sary instrument when visiting a patient 
and then sending his driver back for it 
hot hnste. Naturally people were much 
Impressed by tho procedure, believing 
that Surgeon D. must bo an excellent 
surgeon since he was so often called to 
desperate cases. 

Another London JEsculapIus owes an 
Income of £10,000 a year to an Ingen­
ious stratagem, on which he risked the 
last couple of hundred pounds ho had 
in the world. Having a very intelligent 
sister who was desirous of helping him 
he explained to her the diillculty of 
making a practice by simply putting a 
brass plate on tho door and hanging 
out a rod lamp and induced her to bo 
his accomplice in what was not far re­
moved from a fraud on tho public. Her 
part in the plot was to take a drug 
which paralyzed her limbs and gave 
her the appearance of being In the last 
stages of fatal illness. Then sho was 
taken In an ambulance to apartments 
In a fashionable west end street, in or­
der, so to speak, as a forlorn hope, to 
place herself under tho caro of Dr. X. 

Dr. X., her brother, had meanwhile 
taken rooms In a neighboring street, 
put up his brass plate and hired a car­
riage with a spanking pair of horses. 
Threo times every day he spent an 
hour with tlie Invalid, while the car­
riage drove up and down the street, 
lie cleverly managed to have it report­
ed that his patient had been given up 
as a hopeless case by all the big med­
ical men of London." At the end of two 
monUrn ho had cured her, and patients 
began to pour Into his waiting room. 

But the most successful method of all 
is to write a popular medical book or a 
semimedical magazine article or even 
a letter to tho dally press. One medical 
man found that a religious poem which 
he sent without any ulterior motives 
to a widely circulated church magazine 
proved better than a Klondike gold 
mine. It Is also known that the be3t 
paying patients, are not the really sick, 
but those who lmaglue they are. 

These foolish people devour dictiona­
ries of mediclue and medical journals, 
and no one knows this better than the 
pushing doctor. In fact, tho aicdlcal 
Journals are more exteusively read by 
the laity than by the medical fraternl-
ty, and the doctor who can get a clever 
article published In one of them is sure 
to draw patients. Letters to the news­
papers on occasions such as an epi­
demic, the vivisection agitation and. 
.the like arc equally effective. And no 
doubt they would be more numerous 
but for the curious fact that the study 
of medicine seems to destroy tho power 
of writing well. 

But probably the best advertisement 
a doctor can have is to be employed in 
some cause celebre. This is partly the 
explanation of the extraordinary spec­
tacle now aud then witnessed In the 
courts of three or four medical men 
swearing that a certain wound could 
easily bo Bdf Inflicted or that death 
was undoubtedly due to arsenic, while 
three or four more pledge themselves 
that the wound' could not by any pos­
sibility be self infilcted and that ar­
senic had nothing whatever to do with 
the death. Great is the scheming to 
get engaged in one of those trials, for 
the publicity Is worth a* diamond mine. 

Still another plan is to get up a hos­
pital for tho cure of some special dis­
ease. For this purpose several doctors 
often club together and with funds of 
their own, plus what they can get from 
the charitable public, open a hospital 
for skin diseases or deformities or ail-
meuts of any and every organ. Their 
names are not ouly advertised in the 
press, by circulars and at all kinds of 
dinners and annual meetings, but often 
they are put up on a largo board out­
side the hospital, and they who would 
otherwise remain obscure become fa­
mous and get patients from tlio four 
corners of the kingdom. 

One of tho most famous ways of ad­
vertising Is the issuing of bulletins 
about the health of some man of note. 

provincial aa well as the city doctor, Is 
to send testimonials to some wine or 
mlueral water importer or to a manu­
facturer of sanitary clothing and occa­
sionally to- a quack medicine vender. 
In this way they get their names con­
stantly In the local papers without In­
fringing the rule against advertising. 

The worst of It all, from the public 
point of view, Is that it Is not the best 
physiciau or surgeon who gets tho 
greatest reputation, but the best man 
of business. And while patients crowd 
to the fashionable houses of mediocre 
doctors who have cleverly advertised 
themselves the most skillful physicians 
and surgeons of all grow rusty and all 
but starve in back streets. 

MIDDLE AGED FOLKS. 

The Chnime Whleli IIIIM Come Over 
the Spirit ot the Times. 

In tlie middle of the nineteenth cen­
tury a man of forty-five was regarded 
almost elderly, and a woman of the 
same age was expected to have long 
since cut herself adrift, from all ties 
binding her to her youth and to assume 
the appearance aud deport meut of a 
staid, exemplary matron. All this has 
changed in a particularly Interesting 
way, of which tlio prominent feature is 
a seeming contradiction. If tho throe-
year-old child of toduy is as knowing 
as was the six-year-old of half a cen­
tury ago, and the ten-year-old boy of 
today Is in many respects quite as 
much a man as was his grandfather at 
eighteen, one might naturally expect 
that In due gradation tlie modern mid­
dle aged man should be old beyond his 
years. But such is uot the case. 

Middle age, so far from hurrying on 
into senility, so far even from stauding j 
still, would seem actually to have step- i 
ped backward and marched alongside ' 
of youth. There Is a jauntluess, a 
buoyancy, an elasticity, about the mid­
dle age of today at which our fathers 
would have shaken their heads as un­
seemly. The gulf which once separat- j 

ed the middle aged parent from his ; 
children has been filled up. The cur- I 
talu which shrouded the middle aged 
man generally from the eyes of youth 
and which caused him to be regarded 
with respect if not with awe has been 
lifted, and In obedience to the same In­
fluences which have made the school­
master the friend of the schoolboy and 
the regimental officer almost the com­
rade of his men the middle aged man 
of today is never so happy as when 
working or playing upon an equality 
and actually in competition with youth. 

As with men, so it is with women. 
Social statisticians tell us that the age 
at which women are considered most 
eligible for marriage has been very not­
ably advanced of late years, aud we 
know that tho lament of many a match­
making mamma is that the most dread­
ed rivals of her darling arc not to bo 
found so much among the glrlB of her 
own age as among women Tvho not 
many years ago would have been rele­
gated to the ranks of hopeless old 
maidenhood. The fact that the middle 
aged woman of today is much younger 
in manner and tastes is, of course, not 
the only reason for this, but It is among 
the most potent.—London Spectator.

Making Good Roads. 
G. V. Fowler last Friday complet­

ed one of tho split log drags recom­
mended by the promoters of the 
King good special which is touring 
the country this spring in the inter­
ests of better roads. • Mr. Fowler 
used this drag from three to four 
hours on the sketch of road from 
the barn on the Grout farm to the 
Illinois Central track east of the city 
and finds that it gives more satis­
factory results than anything of the 
kind he has ever used before. 

Mr. Fowler states that the appar­
atus used was built by his employes 
at a cost of only ijO, and results 
secured from its use in smoothing 
roads are far ahead of those secured-
by the use of any expensive machin­
ery he has seen used. One of the 
good features of this apparatus is its 
cheapness. Every farmer in the 
country can afford one. Mr. King 
has not been through this portion of 
Iowa, on his lecture tour but a great 
many have had the privilege of read­
ing in which the method of con­
structing this drag is fully explain­
ed He also outlines the plan of 
farmers where this instrument is 
used. Each constructs a drag and 
cares for the portion of the road be­
tween his residence and tho one 
next to him toward the town at 
which he trades, and it is found by 
this system the roads are always 
kept in excellent condition at par-
tically no expense. The time which 
can bo devoted to this road work 
can be found when the farmer is not 
busy with his regular work, tho best 
time as far as results are concerned 
being just after a rain.
