The charities of Miss Helen Gould 
amount to about §500,000 annually, 
and while this amount seems small 
in comparison to the greatsums given 
away by Messrs. Rockefeller and : 
Carnegie, it must be borne in mind 
that Miss Gould's donations are 
nearly all of a personal nature. It 
is said by authorities on the subject 
that Miss Gould contributes to more 
individual charities than any other 
person in the world. Through her 
secretary more than §3,500,000 has 
been distributed to thousands of 
beneficiaries. About 200 personal 
letters asking for help are sent to her 
each day, but they are thoroughly 
digested before Miss Gould sees them 
most of the applicants proving un­
worthy. In one week requests 
amounting to $1,500,000 have been 
made.

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W. E. Corey, president of the 
United States Steel Corporation, is 
little known to the general public, 
although he is at ihe head of a con­
cern that employs 165,000 men, and 
the welfare of millions therefore de­
pends upon him. He is in his office 
every morniug at 9:30 and there he 
remains while there is work to do-
sometimes until .7 or 8 o'clock in the 
evening.

Twenty-
three years ago he was earning $15 
a month, now his salary is something 
to make that of President Roosevelt 
look small. 

Fertility ot Eggs. . ! 
A correspondent from Fulton, 

county, Ohio, writes as follows: 
"How long after a male bird hasl: 

been removed from the flock will the! 
eggs remain fertile?" This is a 
question to which apparently no 
definite answer can be given. . Some 
experimental work has been carried 
on along this line at several of our 
stations. The Ohio station, for in­
stance, some years ago found that 
after a male bird was put with a 
flock of pullets tho latter began lay­
ing fertile eggs tho second day after 
the introduction of the male and by 
the 12th day tho flock as a whole 
laid 95 per cent of fertile eggs. 
This is probably as high a per cent 
as may be expected under tho most 
favorable circumstances. A few 
months after this experiment the 
male bird was removed and ths 
hens continued to lay fertile eggs 
for 12 days, but a comparatively 
small per cent of them were fertile 
by that time. The experiment was 
discontinued and consequently it 
cannot be stated definitely how long 
some of them may have continued to 
lay fertile eggs. Some of our poul­
try breeders consider it a good plan 
to change the male bird from one 
pen to another about once per week. 
It is claimed that- -this insures* & 
high per cent of fertile eggs. As a 
rule it is considered that one male 
bird to twelve hens is the correct 
proportion to maintain. If the eggs 
are not intended for hatching it is 
better not to allow male birds with 
the hens. The New York experi­
ment' stations were investigating 
this a few years ago with a flock of 
pullets and came to the conclusion 
that the pullets without a male bird 
among them produced egg; 30 per 
cent cheaper than did the flock with 
a male bird.—Farmers' Tribune

A. Linklater, a graduate of the 

Iowa State College in 1903, has just 
been appointed head of the Animal 
Husbandry department in the Wash­
ington State Agricultural College at 
Pullman, Washington. The posi­
tion is one of the best in the west 
and Mr. Linklater is exceptionally 
well fitted to take up the work. 

As a student he was one of the 
strongest of hia class, being a mem­
ber of the 1902 student judging team, 
which not only won the "Spoor tro­
phy", but also the major portion of 
all the money prizes at the interna­
tional student judging contest held 
in Chicago, in competition with 
representetives from the leading 
American and Canadian agricultural 
colleges. Since graduating, he has 
very ably filed the position of chief 
examiner in the Sioux City Corres­
pondence Agricultural college. 

Mr. Linklater's appointment 
makes a total of some fifteen import­
ant positions filed by graduates from 
the Animal husbandry department 
of tho Iowa State College, during the 
past two years.

ain owes "Itule, Britannia" to tho sug­
gestion of a prince who had few Eng­
lish sympathies and no lovo of tbo sea. 
Frederick, prince of Wales, when r.o-
shllng at Cllfden House wfcbod to 
tjavo a mask performance there on 
tho 1st of Angust, 1740, to commomo-
rate the accession of George I. ami the 
birthday of Princess Augusta. Tho 
prince commissioned Thomson to write 
something for the occasion, and the 
words of "Rule, Britannia" were the 
result. Dr. Arne sot them to the fa­
miliar air, which became so popular 
that nandel used the openlug bars in 
his "Occasional Oratorio," 1740, to the 
words, "War shall cease, welcome 
peace." In 1751 Mallet produced a 
new version of the words, 'Improved" 
by Lord Bollugbroke, who substituted 
three 6tanzas of his own for tho fourth, 
fifth and sixth of tho original. Of thlJ 
mutilation Sir George Grove says, MIt 
failed, as it deserved to fail?*
