For tho week ending June 

1901. The week ending the morn­
ing of tho lltli was warm, and 
generally favorable for cultivation 
of corn and growth of all crops. 
The showers that fell on the after­
noon and night of the Oth were very 
beneficial in three-fourths of the 
state, bxit considerable damage re­
sulted from extremely heavy down­
pours in the Mississippi valley from 
Clinton to Keokuk, in a largo part 
of tho southeast district, and in 
scattered localities in the central 
and south central counties. Tho 
principal damage to crops resulted 
from flooding tho lowlands and 
washing the cultivated slopes. The 
general conditions of corn outside 
of the flooded portions of the state is 
fairly good. Numerous reports in­
dicate that the small grain crops are 
making rank growth on rich and 
Hat lands. The clover crop is also 
becoming bulky, and haying opera­
tions will begin..juite early. Pota­
toes, garden vegetables and small 
fruits are doing notably well. The 
apple crop is still promising a fair 
yield in the northern half of the 
state, and more than half a crop in 
the southern half.
