A Clever Swindle,
The Jefferson Bee gives an expose

of one of the cleverest swindles
going among the farmers. It says:
Here is the story. A few

weeks ago the farmer received a
letter from a northwest lowa real es-
tate firm, asking him certain infor-
mation about his farm, whether it is
listed for sale with us or not."”
The information was desired in
just that form; so that the real
estate dealer could file it for ‘“‘ready
reference’”  This ready part looket
like the important portion of the
blank sent out, but it wasn't. The
real essence was contained in a few
lines at the bottom, which read inno-
cently as follows: “Please tiy to
find a purchaser for my farm by
advertising the same for....'months.
Upon the fulfillment of your part of
the agreement, I agree to pay you a
commission of 50 cents per acre, and
to allow you whatever sum in ad-
dition thereto the purchaser may
agree to pay. Signed......... %

From a careful reading of the
above it will be observed that all the
dealer agrees to do is to ‘“adver-
tise” the farm. Having advertised
it, he has fulfiled his part of the
contract, and fifty cents per acre is
due. The method of advertising is
not specific. He may do it by posting
a notice on the buck wood lot or he
may cause notice to be printed in
the chief daily paper in Timbuctoo.
Inasmuch as there is really no ob-
ject in his selling the farm, the
more obsecure mediums of adver-
tising he used the less apt he would
be to be bothered with a customer.
His commission was sure in any case,
sale or nosale.

Per-
haps ere long, he will discover that
lowans recognize the peculiar merits
of the squab and instead of seeking
a market in New York the market
will seek him right hLere at home.
The only reason why lowan's do not
eat squab is because as o rule there
is none to be had: so this would be
a case where the supply would cre-
ate and stimulate the demand. No
doubt the Fort Dodge man has a
very good proposition.—Burlington
Hawkeye.

State Fair Notes.

A new feature of the cattle exhibit
at the lowa State Fair this year is
the test for milch cows, in which is
offered four premiums amounting to
3100. The cows entered for this
contest may be fed and handled at
the option of the owner except no
condiments, condition powders, or
drugs of any kind shall be given to
the cows during the test, but com-
mon salt, sulphur or ashes may be
used. The rules further providing
that only water may be given the
cows to drink and that they shall
not be milked more than three times
during each twenty-fonr hours of
the test. which continues three days.
The scoring of the milk . will be on
the basis of twenty-five cents a
pound for butter Yat and two and
one-half cents per pound for
solids other than butter fat, or by
rating butter fat at twenty-five
cents per pound, and by pro-
ducts at twenty cents per hun-
dred pounds.

The annual exhibit of swine at
the Towa State Fair is as large as
the combined exhibits of all western
state fairs and expositions. Last
year there were over twenty-five
hundred entries in this department,
and the prospects at this time are
that the coming exhibit will show
an increase of several hundred en-
tries. In order to give greater re-
cognition to this enormous display
the lowa State board of Agriculture
decided at its annual meeting, to in-
crease the prizes offered nearly fifty
per cent more than those offered at
the Fair of 1904. Fourth and fifth
cash prizes were added in every
class, and two ribbons of “Highly
Commendable” and *“Commendable”
offercd in addition.

The display of butter and dairy
products at the lowa State Fair
gives promise of surpasing any for-
mer exhibit made in this state. For
creamery butter alone prizes aggre-
gating $535 will be awarded, and
in addition the maker of the high-
est score butter will receive a hand-
some gold medal. Diplomas will
also be given to exhibitors whose
butter scoxes 95 or better. Hon. 1L
R. Wright, State Dairy Commission-
er has charge of the dairy exhibit at
the State Fair.

Fifty dollars is a fabulous price
to pay for one ear of corn, but that
is the amount of the prize which
will be awarded to the exhibitor of
the best ear of corn on exhibit at
the coming lowa State fair. A sim-
ilar prize offered last year created
much interest throughout the state,
the premium being awarded to Her-
man Lohman of West Point, Lee

County, on an ear of corn which is

Cow on exhibition in the rooms of
| the Department of Agriculture at

the State Capitol.  Fifty dollars is

also offered for the best ten ecars,
with an additional $25 to the ex-
hibit scoring second.  For the best

artistic display of corn  premiums to
the amount of $150 are offerred and
$130 for the best artistic display of
grains and grasses. In addition to
these prizes offered of individual
displays other premiums are offered
on agricultural products too numer-
ous to mention. ‘There is a total of
745 offered in prizes for county ex-
hibits. The state is divided iuto
three distriets for the awarding of
the connty exhibit prizes, $200 he-
ing olfered in each distriet, with an
additional 525 t) the exhibit from
each district scoring the highest.
As there is a liberal increase in the
premiums offered  for this display,
which is one of the most inlcrcslil;g
and educational at the fair, it is ex-
pected that a great many counties
will compete for these prizes.

The pantry and  kitehen depart-
ment at the Towa State Fair  will be
largely increased this year, if added
premiums is any incentive. The
premium list shows a long list of
prizes for exhibits, which include
special premiums to girls under six-
teen years of age. In this depart-
ment is also included a number of
substantial prizes for the exhibit of
bees and their product.

HOW IT IS MADE BY UNCLE SAM’S
EXPERT WORKMEN.

The

the Engreaving

Manafacturing FProcess From
of the Steel Lle to
the Finished Gummed, Pressed and

Perfornted Printed Sheet,

The first mechanieal process in the
muanufacture of o postage stamp is the
cutting, or engraving, of the die, This
IS & piece of steel of the finest quality,
on the polished surfuce of which a man
slowly and patiently cuts, line by line,
the portrait or other cmblem which
has been adopted for this particular
stamp. A steel engraving s what I8
called an Ineised plate—that I8, every
line ghich Is to show in the finished
print is cut into the surface instead of
being left in relief, as in wood engrav-
Ing.

The die which the engraver cuts I8 o
“negative;” in other words, a reversal
of the design which the stamp will
show. The reason for this soon be-
comes apparent,

When the die is finished and proofs
shiow It to be satisfactory It Is hard-
ened and fixed In the bed of a powerful
press. Over It Is then passed a steel
roller, the cireumference of which is
several times, perhaps four times, the
dinmeter of the die. Immense pressure
I8 applicd, so that every line on the
surfuce of the die is impressed upon
the surface of the roller as many times

as the clircumference of the roller Is
larger than the area of the die. In this |

way four perfect copies of the dle are
reproduced on the rolier, but reversed.

The reason for all this preliminary
work I8 most interesting., In the first
place, printing could not be done from
a single die beeause of the vast quan-
titles of stamps required. In the sec-
ond place, It could not be done from
the roller, beeause on that the lines are
In relief Instead of being Inelsed, and
In the third place, it would not be
feasible to have several dies or a large
number of them engraved, both be-
cause the expense would be prohibi-
tive and because no two would then be
absolutely alike. The present system
makes It certain that every stamp of
a certaln lot Is exactly like every oth-
cor of the same lot—a great safeguaid.
against counterfelting.

When three printing plates have been
made they arve all fastened to the bed
of a speclal printing press. When the
machinery Is started the first plate Is
inked, then automatically wiped until
it Is like a mirror. #'he wiping removes
all the Ink except what clings in the
lines of the 200 duplicate engravings
which dot the surface,

Over the plate is lald a sheet of
dampened paper, the plate is slightly
warmed in order to permit the Ink to
swell, and heavy pressure Is applied.
Meanwhile the second plate Is recelv-
Ing its Ink, and then the third comes
into play, so that, although all three
are on the same press, ench Is at a
given moment undergolug a different
process from either of the other two.
This has wrought a great saving of
time over the old process of printing |
by hand. When the printed sheets are
dry they go to the gumming machine,
In which they pass between a dry
roller on one side and one molstened
with mucllage on the other. From
these rollers they are cact out, wet
side up, upon an endless web, which
carrles them through a steam heated
box.

They cowme out dry, ready for the
perforations, which permit them to be
torn apart easily, These are very easl-
Iy made by passing the sheets between
one cylinder studded with steel pins
and another perforated with holes to
mateh the pins, The two together act
like the jaws of a conductor's punch.

The last process Is pressing the sbeets
by hydraulle power to counteract the
tendency to curl, which Is imparted by
the mucllage.

The printing of stamps, like the print-
Ing of gold and silver certificates and
bank notes, Is subject to the most care-
ful and constant Inspection,

Every sheet of paper is counted be-
fore It is delivered to the printer, and
before he goes home at night he must
return exactly the same number of
sheets, either of perfect stamps or
spolled paper, and no “seconds” or
sumples are given away to visitors.—
