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John D. Rockefeller has preson.tecl 
to Yale university, one million dol­
lars of his "Tainted" money. The 
gift was accepted with thanks, and 
no quibbling. 

The "Johns" are "it" in the offi­
cial family of Governor Hock, of 
Kansas. Here is tho proof: John is 
the first name of the bank commis­
sioner, live stock commissioner, state 
accountant, state grain inspector, sec­
retary of the board of control, regent 
of the agricultural college, state agent 
at Washington, member of the Hutch­
inson reformatory board, one mem­
ber of the grain commission, assist­
ant stato grain inspector, state archi­
tect and the governor's private sec­
retary. 

The University of Mississippi lias 
declined to accept a gift of §25,000 
tendered it by Andrew Carnigie. 
Governor Vardeman, a member of 
the board of trustees of that institut­
ion, says the offer was rejected as a 
matter of principle and, speaking for 
himself, added: "1 would rather see 
the walls of the State University and 
our colleges crumble into dust and 
the buildings be battered and grimy 
than that they should be built up 
and handsomely painted and fur­
nished by this money, which has 
been coined from the blood and tears 
of the toiling masses demanding the 
usury of self-respect, which we can­
not afford to pay." 

Charles F. Murphy, head of Tam­
many Hall, is now quite as great a 
nabob as his predecessor, Richard 
Croker. He moved to his new 
country place down on Rhode Island 
a few days ago, carrying with him 
all the accessories of social greatness 
—a string of horses, two automo­
biles, a yacht, a troop of servants 
and many other things regarding 
which he did not even dream 
twenty years ago, when he was con­
ductor on a horse car. Said one 
who had known him for many years. 
"He does not need a knife when he 
eats his pie now-a-days and it is 
Baid that he can make a salad dress­
ing all by himself. Croker never 
made such progress in the time.-Ex.

Secretary of State, John Hay ,died 
at his summer home in Newbury, N. 
H., last Saturday morning. His ill­
ness commenced last March, and is 
attributed to overwork. He had re­
cently returned from a trip to Europe 
and it was thought his health had 
been greatly benefitted thereby. A 

; week before his decease he went from 
Washington to Newbury and the fol­
lowing day was again taken ill, be­
lieved to have been caused by a chill 
contracted on his trip to Newbury. 
It was not, however, up to within 
half an hour before his death, con­
sidered that his illness was at all 
serious. 

He was a native of Salem, Indiana, 
where he was born on the 8th day of 
October, 1838, and graduated from 
Brown University in 1858. Two 
years thereafter ho was admitted to 
tlie Illinois bar. lie was one of Pres­
ident Lincoln's private secretaries 
from the time of his election to the 
close of his administration, after 
which he became editor of the New 
York Tribune. While serving as 
ambassador to England, in 1N98, he 
was appointed secretary of state by 
President McICinley, to which office 
ho was reappointed by President 
Roosevelt. 

; It is said of him"that, as secretary 
of state, the chief feature of his pol-
ieywas tho institution of truth-telling 
for lying.

Dr. Sciulder was speedily summoned 
and it required but a glance for him 
to determine that the end was but 
minutes away. The household "was 
aroused. Tim wife reached her hus­
band as he was breathing his last. 
The son. Clarence Hay. and the daugh­
ter, Mrs. James A. Wadsworth, of 
Goneson, N V., hurried Into the sick 
room, but they were too late. 

Heath was caused by pulmonary 
embolism, according to Dr. Scudder. 
The patient did not suffer greatly in 
his last nnmunts. Aside from great 
dilliculty in breathing there was no 
struggle. Stimulants were ineffective. 
The secretary lapsed into unconscious­
ness and seemed to fall asleep at last.

Plenipotentiaries Are Nnmed. 
Oyster Kay. X. Y., July 3.—rresi-

dent Iloosevelt has authorized the fol­
lowing announcement to be made rela­
tive to the pending peace negotiations 
between Russia and Japan: "The 
president announces that the Russian 
and Japanese governments have notl-
ned him that they have appointed the 
plenipotentiaries to meet at Washing­
ton as soon after the 1st of August 
as possible. The two Russian pleni­
potentiaries areAmbassador Muravieff, 
formerly minister of justice and now 
ambassador at Rome, and Ambassador 
Rosen, recently appointed to succeed 
Cassini at Washington. The Japanese 
plenipotentiaries are Haron Komura, 
now minister of foreign affairs, and 
Minister Takahlra, Japan's representa­
tive at Washington. 

and her crew, reinforced by sympath­
izers from shore, is still In control or 
the vessel. On the Georgi Tobiedono-
setfc, which cast in its fortunes with 
the Knbm Potemkine after Its arrival 
at Odessa and landed its officers, the 
more loyal or more timorous portion of 
tlie crew again gained the upperhand 
and agreed to surrender and disarm 
the ship. 

The rest of the squadron returned to 
Sebastopol without venturing to take 
up the gauntlet thrown down by tho 
mutineers on the Kniaz Potemkine. 
and Admiral Krugcr, after a council 
of war. finding that he could not de­
pend on bis crews, ordered the flres 
drawn beneath the boilers of his ships 
and gave permission to all the disaf­
fected otlicers and sailors to quit the 
vessels and go ashore. The sailors of 
Kkaterlna 11 were known to be so 
mutinous that the battleship was left 
behind when the squadron started for 
Odessa, the whole crew dismissed and 
the ship disarmed. 

The spirit manifested throughout 
the tleet goes far to explain the defeat 
In the Sea of Japan, as a large part of 
the erews, especially those of Admiral 
Xebogatoff's division, were drafted 
from the Kuxine sea, and evidently 
were not in a mind to offer a stout 
light. 

The proclamation attached to the 
dead body of the Kulaz Potemklnc's 
sailor, Omiltchuk, at Odessa, the text 
of which was received yesterday, con­
firms the statement of the authorities 
that the revolt was engineered by so­
cial revolutionists. The proclamation 
terminated with the slogan of the par­

tly: 4,One for all and all for one." 
This makes Uie situation more seri­

ous than would have been the matter 
of simple disaffection, and gives rise 
to the greatest apprehension that the 
revolutionary organization may have 
conducted an equally successful propa­
ganda among the soldiers, the results 
of which will be suddenly manifested 
when the army is called upon In some 
internal emergency. 

Troopi Shooting Down the Mob*. 
Odessa, June 111).—'The red Hag of 

revolution is hoisted at the masthead 
of the Kniaz Potemkine, Russia's most 
powerful battleship in the Rlack sea, 
which now lies In the harbor in the 
hands of mutineers. Tlie captain and 
most of the otlicers were murdered and 
thrown overboard in the open sea, and 
tho ship is completely In the possession 
of the crew and a few officers who 
have thrown in their lot with tho 
mutineers. The guns of the Kniaz 
Potemkine are trained on the city, and 
In the streets masses of striking work­
men who Tuesday tied before tho vol­
leys of the troops are now inflamed 
by the spectacle of open revolt on 
board an imperial warship, and are 
making a bold front against the mili­
tary. 

St. Petersburg, June 30.—An un-
Mmed dispatch, probably sent some 
time Wednesday night, received from 
Odessa, and which may have been de­
layed by the authorities, says: "The 
mutineers of the battleship Kniaz Po­
temkine still hold the ship. Rear Ad­
miral Krnger's squadron has not ar­
rived here. A great tire is destroying 
the shipping in the harbor and tho 
buildings along the shore, and in the 
streets a continuous rattle of small 
arms is heard. The military every­
where are shooting into the crowds, 
which are panic-stricken and madly 
rushing hither and thither for shelter. 
The number of victims is large. 

"A state of siege lias been declared 
In the city. The contiagratlon is sweep­
ing along the harbor front, the sail­
ors and strikers refusing to permit at­
tempts to extinguish the flames. Three 
uninsured ships of the Pan-Russian 
company have been destroyed. The of­
fices of the port administration, stores 
of the Pan-Russian. KoshUIn and Rus­
sian companies, and many private es 
tablishments and a great number of 
wood yards have been burned, and the 
tire Is now consuming long lines of 
railroad cars, containing cargoes un 
loaded from foreign ships. Many ships 
succeeded in leaving the harbor."

Sebastopol, July 3.—Tlie Black sea 
squadron which went to Odessa con­
sisted of two divisions commanded hy 
Admiral Krusrer and Admiral Vyshore-
vetsky, respectively. The former's di­
vision included the ltostislav and the 
Sinope, and the hitter's the fieorgi IV 
biedonosetz, the Tria Svlatitelia. the 
Dvenadzat Apostolotl' and the torpedo 
cruiser Kasarski. Several torpedo 
boats accompanied the squadron. 

On arrival In the roads the flagship 
signalled the Kniaz Potemkine to join 
the squadron, to which the battleship 
replied: "We ask that the admiral 
should come 011 board us." Xo answer 
beliiK Klven Hie Kniaz Potemkine 
cleared for action and steamed at full 
speed aloiifi the whole licet. She passed 
so close to the other vessels that even 
the features of iier commander, who 
wore a thick beard and was in civilian 
clothes, were clearly distinguishable. 
Several union;; the crews assert that 
they saw at least thirty men I11 civilian 
costume 011 board the Kniaz Potem­
kine. 

Admiral Krujier signalled to the 
squadron "Head for Sebastopol," and 
at the same time the Kniaz Potemkine 
displayed theslKiial "We remain here." 
Commander (.'azevitch, of the Georgl 
Pobledonosetz, signalled that tile ma­
chinery of the vessel was disabled. Ad­
miral Kriiger repeated his order to 
lijalie for Sebastopol, when the Oeortfl 
Pobledonosetz replied, "We renin in 
here." She then steamed alongside 
the Kniaz Potemkine anil hoisted the 
signal "We wish to hand you our olH-
lers." This was the last signal seen 
by the squadron before heading for 
Sebastopol. 

Odessa, July II.—Tlie crew of tlie 
Georgl Pobledonosetz, which joined the 
Potemkine in mutiny Saturday, has 
announced its intention of surrender­
ing. Tlie vessel's position in the har­
bor is dominated by heavy guns hur­
riedly mounted last week on a position 
I'omiiianiliug the harbor. The Kniaz 
Potemkine has sailed for unknown 
parts.

HIS RESIGNATION REQUESTED

Washington, June 30. — Charging 
him with changing his position over 
night "for mere lucre" and with be­
ing influenced "solely by personal ad­
vantage," Secretary Taft in his confer­
ence in New York on Juue 20 with 
John l-\ Wallace, chief engineer of the 
Panama canal, after administering a 
severe rebuke to him requested his 
resignation on the ground that "public 
interest requires that you tender your 
resignation at this moment, and turn 
over the records of your ollice to the 
chairman of the commission." 

This fact Is disclosed in an olllcial 
statement Issued from the ofliee of the 
secretary of war, "which reviews the 
relations of Wallace with tlie war de­
partment and the commission since the

INDICTMENTS IN LABOR CASES 

Head of a lirlck Company, and Numerous 
Leaders of Unlmu. 

Chicago, July 1.—The Cook countv 
grand jury which for a month lias been 
investigating the causes and conditions 
of the present teamsters' strike, baa 
made its report and with it forty-nine 
indictments against meu connected in 
various ways with recent labor trou­
bles in Chicago. The following are the 
men indicted: Ccorge C. Trussing, 
president of the Illinois Ihick com­
pany; Charles Hank, president of the 
Brick, Stone and Terra Cotta Work­
ers' union; P. J. McMahon, president 
of the Prick, Stone and Terra Cotta 
Teamsters* union; John firay, general 
purchasing and distributing agent of 
the Illinois Itriek company. 

These four indictments are based on 
charges of conspiracy to injure tlie 
business of independent brick concerns 
whose interests lay in directions oppo­
site to that of the Illinois Hrlck com­
pany, which is the so-called "brick 
trust." A number of officers of Inde­
pendent brick companies testified that 
$25,000 had been paid to Gray for ex­
penses in connection with calling 
strikes against their plants. 

The following were indicted for con­
spiracy to injure the business of Mont­
gomery Ward & Co.: Cornelius P. Shea, 
president of the International Prother-
hood of Teamsters; .leriinlah Mc­
Carthy, business agent of the Truck

of the Express Wagon Drivers' union; 
Hugh McGee, president of the Truck 
Drivers* union; Harry Lapp, president 
of the Paggage and Parcel Delivery 
Drivers' union; Stephen Sumner, busi­
ness agent of the Milk Wagon Driv­
ers' union: Joseph W. Young, business 
agent of the Paggage and Parcel De­
livery Drivers' union: W. J. Gibbons, 
president of the Teamsters' Joint 
Council: Albert Young, ex-president of 
the International Brotherhood of 
Teamsters. 

In addition to the Indictments 
against the above true bills charging 
intent to commit bodily injury and 
assault with intent to kill were re­
turned against thirty-two members of 
the Teamsters' union and sympathiz­
ers with that organization who have 
at different times participated in the 
rioting incident to the teamsters* strike.
