" CAN YOU SOLVE THISY .

A Problem That Scems Simple, but
That Will Invite Discussion.

How much greater than three-fourths
is four-fourths?

At first sight It seemns an easy ques-
tion, but put it to your arithmetical
friends and you will probably find that
it will divide them Into two partles,
one contending that the answer i# ono-
fourth and the other as positively af-
firming that it s one-third, while both
will be ready to prove the accuracy of
thelr respective solutions.

The party of the first part (to use a
legal phrase) may argue thelr point in
this way:

Five shillings is the fourth part of a
pound. If you have 15 shillings, or
three-fourths of a pound, and some-
body gives you another fourth part you
have a soverelgn—ergo, your four-
fourths is one-fourth greater than
three-fourths.

But this will not suit the other party
at ull, and they will proceed scornfully
to polut out that the arguwment is all
wroug, since if you have 15 shillings
and somebody {8 generous enough to
add 5 shillings to it the donor is on-
1y giving you one-third of the amount
you ulready possess (5 times 8 equals
10), therefore your sovereign 18 only
one-third more than your 15 shillings.

It Is a pretty problem, and expert
accountants have been known to wran-
gle over it for hours.—London Answers.

SCIENTIFIC FARMING.

The Way Long Tongucd Bees Saved
Auntralinn Clover,

A clerk In the department of agricul-
ture sald:

“So you think that sclentific farming
is a bluff? You demand some lllustra-
tions of the goed that 18 accomplished
by the sclentific method? Very well.

“When clover was first introduced
into Australia It grew there beautiful-
Iy, but It never seeded. The soll was
all right. The climate was all right.
What, then, was the trouble?

“A sclentist studled the matter, and
this Is what be found:

“He found that the native Australian
bees hind tongues too short to reach
the clover's pollen forming organs.
These organs In red clover are hidden
deeply in the heart of the tubellke
petals and they can only be fertilized
by the long tongued bumblebee. If
red clover 18 not visited by Bumble-
bees, who bear the golden pollen
grains from one blossom to another, it
never seeds—It cannot be grown, The
sclentist, aware of the fact, soon put
his finger on the barren Australian clo-
ver's trouble., He Imported a lot of
long tongued bumblebees. These bees
flourished, and Immediately Australian
clover, which had promised to be a
fallure, became one of the country's
richest and finest crops.” — Chicago
Chronicle,

GOLDFISH IN JAPAN.

The Demand For Them Appears to
De Almost Without Limit,

Although the goldfish occurs In a
wild state In Japan, It I8 probable that
China some 400 years ago furnished
the stock from which the wonderful
varietles of Japanese goldfish have
been bred. It 1s reported that In feudal
days, even when famine was abroad In
the Innd and many people were stary-
Ing, the trade In goldfish was flourish-
Ing.

The demand at present appears to be
without limit, and the output shows a
substantial increase each year. Many
thousand peopie make a living by grow-
ing goldfish for inarket, and hundreds
ot peddiers carrr the fish through the
streets and along tho countsy roads In
wooden tubs suspended from a shoul-
der bar.

The leading goldfish center s Kori-
yama, near the anclent capital of Nara.
Here are 350 independent breeding es-
tablishments, whose yearly product
runs far Into the milllons. One farm
which I visited was started 140 years
ago. At first it was conducted merely
for the pleasure of the owner, but it
eventually became a commerclal enter-
prise and Is now very profitable.—Na-
tional Geographic Magazine,

African Grosbecks.

The soclal grosbecks of South Africa
live in Iarge socteties, They select a
tree of conslderable size and literally
cover it with grass roof, under which
thelr common dwelling 18 constructed.
The roof serves the double purpose of
keeplng off the heat and the rain, and
400 or G600 pairs of birds are known to
have the same shelter. The nests in
this acrlal dwelling are built In regu-
lar streets and closely resemble rows
of tenement houses.
