W * Crop Bulletin 

Des Moines, Iowa. 
For the week ending Sept. 25, 1905. 

Following heavy showers on the 
18th, which caused some local dam­
age in western districts, the past 
week brought 0 days of ideal weath­
er for the belated portion of the corn 
crop. The daily mean temperature 
has been 3 to 5 degrees above nor­
mal in the larger part of the state, 
and sinco the 19th tho sky has been 
practically cloudless. Good prog­
ress has been made in threshing, fall 
plowing and cutting corn. Reports 
indicate that more than the usual 
acreage of corn will be put into 
shock in the central and western 
districts. In all the best corn dis­
tricts of the state, where tho crop 
received timely cultivation, it is 
practically safe. For the state at 
large, 85 to 90 per cent is now well 
matured. The immature portion 
neods frostless weather for tho bal­
ance of the month, and probably 
some of it a little beyond. Conser­
vatively estimated, the amount of 
corn now mature is fully equal to 
the state average for the past fifteen 
years.

Cruelty to Aulmals. 
Colonel Martin, resldeut near the city 

of Galway, ou the southern border of 
Counemnra, Ireland, was probably the 
a.-st lo start the worthy humanitarian 
crusade against cruelty to animals, Tho 
surprised British bouse of lords shout­
ed Insult and derision at Lord Ersklue 
when In 1811 he voutured to gently 
plead the cause of dumb brutes. The 
British house of commons would have 
treated Martin In the same manner 
when he Introduced bis bill for the pre­
vention of cruelty to animals but for 
wholesome regard for his dueling repu-
tatlou. 

"Dick .Martin's act," as the humani­
tarian statute was knowu, was passed 
In 1822, "a memorable date In the his­
tory of humane legislation." On June 
24, 1824, Colonel Martin and a few 
other benevolent Individuals met lu 
Loudon and formed tho first society for 
tho prevention of cruelty to animals. 
Forty years later the movement spread 
to America. Iu 1800 Ucnw Bergh 
formed the New York society.

A Lout Cmttom* 
Among the lost customs of merry 

Englaud is that of the milkmaids' pro­
cession. It was a May day obscrv 
mice. The mauner of their going was 
as follows: They borrowed a great 
quantity of silver plate—not sliatn 
plate, real gold plate—dishes, butter 
boats, cream Jugs, taukards, etc. They 
built up the plate round an obelisk, 
crowuing the whole with a tea urn 
They arranged the most showy flowers 
of the season betwe<4k and about the 
silver. 

This obelisk was carried by two 
chairmen lu gold laced hats and fol­
lowed by a troop of handsome milk­
maids dressed in pink and blue gowns, 
"drawn through the pocket holes,' 
whatever that* means, with high heeled 
shoes, mob caps, lappets of *|uce on 
their shoulders, nosegays in their bos­
oms and flat "Wofllngton hats" cov­
ered with ribbons.

The procession stopped 
before the doors of the customers and 
the milkmaids danced.—London Queen. 

A GrfWHome Tradition About 
llnttle of Solwny. 

Thwv is an undent and grewsome 
tradition connected with the story of 
the battle of Sohvay. This battle was 
fought ou the •'debatable" borderland 
between ICngland aud Scotland iu tho 
year 1."»-I2. A troop of horsemeu heav­
ily mounted and heavily armored was-
put to r un. in the panic of their flight 
they ran headlong into a peat bog. The 
bog trembled beneath the feet of their 
chargers and opened and swallowed 
them, horses aud horsemen, arms aud 
armor. To support tills tradition moro 
than *J00 years later, at the end of the 
eighteenth century, a digger of peat 
cainb upon oue of the troop—a man and 
his horse, both In complete armor and 
pioserved from total decay fcy the anti­
septic qualities of the peat. Auother 
story of that peat bog of tho Solway 
frith is that In November, 1771, the 
bog, surcharged with the moisture of 
heavy vains, rose, swelled aud burst 
like a torrent, sweeping along with It 
trees ami houses and destroying thirty 
small villages. 

Mauy thousands of acres of peat are 
found in the m>rth Ucnuaii lowland, 
lu Ireland estimates place the lowlaud 
bog area at 1,570,000 acres and the 
highland area at 1,25-1,000 acres. Rus­
sia is said to have 0,700 square miles of 
pe.it. Several million acres are lu 
Norway and Sweden, France and Hol­
land. The United States and Canada 
also have extensive tracts. Peat has 
been used by iirtisaus for ages lu the 
manufacture of tools. Hy burulug peat 
the old steel workers produced the flu-
est grades of iron and steel on accouut 
of the Intensity of the heat produced 
ami the absence of anything detrimen­
tal to the metal. The elastic and keen 
Damascus swords are believed to have 
been made by the use of peat. 

Peat Itself Is tho product which re­
sults from the partial decay of veg­
etable material ~ mouses and other 
marsh plants—which grows and dies 
iu b:>ggy places where the water 
stands. It Is chiefly composed of sphag­
num, or bog moss. This moss has pe­
culiarly absorptive properties owing to 
the cuplike arrangement of Its parts, 
which take up and hold water like a 
sponge. Sphagnum continues to grow 
after Its roots have become detached 
from the ground. These two qualities 
explain why bogs occasionally slide 
from their old beds.

Tlic Mace. 
The tuueti wus originally a potent 

wcupou of offense, originating doubt­
less In tlmt earliest and most common 1 

weapon, the woodeu club. It wus un 
esseutlal part of u kulgbt's accouter-
mont, belug useful at close quarters.1 

For ready couveuieuce It was bung at 
bis saddlebow. Says au aucieut poem: 

And with his Heavy mase of stole 
Then ho g&vo tho kylng his delo. 

Tbe besague and bastou were varied 
forms of tbc mace. The inaee used ou 
horseback was a small weapon, usual­
ly of steel. That used on foot was 
much louger aud commonly of wood, 
with head armed with Iron rings and 
spikes. It was carried by the escort 
of magistrates aud others as a ready 
protection against violence. As socie­
ty quieted down aud Its original use 
fell Into abeyuuee tho thing assumed 

Barinl Armor and Shrouds. 

The custom of sewing up a corpse In 
flannel originated doubtless In the act 
of parliament, 18 and 19 Charles II., 
which was passed for the encourage­
ment of the woolen trade and required 
all bodies to be burled In woolen 
shrouds. Two amending statutes were 
passed — 1078 and 1080 — requiring at 
the funeral an affidavit to be delivered 
to the priest stating that the require­
ments of the law had been carried out; 
otherwise penalties were incurred. 
These acts were repealed by 54 George 
III., although long before that time the 
penalties for noncompliance with the 
law had ceased to be enforced. During 
the operation of the acts for burying 
in woolen the law was sometimes evad­
ed by coveting tbe corpse with hay or 
flowers, notification of which Is some­
times met with In the parish registers. 

Burial in armor was not at all un­
common lu the middle ages and was 
considered a most honorable form of 
burial. Sir Walter Scott in "The Lay 
of the Last Minstrel" thus refers to it: 

Seemed all on lire that chupel proud. 
Where Roslln's chiefs uncofllncd He, 

Each baron for a sable shroud 
Sheathed In his Iron panoply.

Fly Wheel IiiNavance. 
Fly wheel Insurance is almost pure 

mathematics. When a wheel Is 
volvod at a high enough speed the cen­
trifugal force exceeds the centripetal 
and tho wheej flies apart.. Solid cast 
lrou explodes when the speed at the 
rim Is roughly three miles a minute, 
thick rim explodes just as easily as a 
tliiu one of tho same material. Wood 
explodes at a greater speed, jointed 
Iron at a less. The underwriter allows 
a rim speed of a mile a minute, one-
third the explosion rate, as a safe limit 
for solid iron wheels. This permits a 
two foot pulley wheel sixteen revolu­
tions a second, while It keeps a sixteen 
foot fly wheel dowu to two. A Jointed 
wheel Is allowed still less. The under­
writer has only to name the number of j 
revolutions he authorizes and to pro-' 
portion his premium to the size of the | 
wheel. The larger the wheel, of course, 
the more destructive Its explosion.— 
Leslie Magazine. , 1
