RUSSIAN SAILORS
ENGAGE IN MUTINY

They Revolt, Get Drunk, and
Raise Cain in the Czar's
Naval Fortress.

TORCH 18 BROUGHT INTO PLAY

Insurrection Is Sternly Met and the
“Butcher’s” Bill Is Heavy.

Boldiers and Loyal Sailors on Guard
=Hebrew Appeal to President
Rooscvelt—Witte Nameos
Cabinet OMcers.

8t. Petersburg, Nov. 13. — The day
passed quietly. No excesses are pre-
ported from any part of the city, but
the Jews are still apprehensive.

Cronstadt, Nov. 11.—The mutiny
.here is entively suppressed. The mu-
tineers, who were holding out in the
castern section of the town, have been
arrested. ‘The disorderly elements are
under thorough control.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 10.—The fol-
lowing appomtments to the new min-
Istry are oilicinlly announced: Ivan
Shipoff, who was Count de Witte's us-
sistant In the ministry of finance and
his assoclate at Portsmouth, finance
minister; M. Kutler, assistant minister
of the interlor, minister of agriculture;
M. Timirinzeff, assistant minister of
finance, minister of commerce; M. Ne-
mechaiefl, president of the Southeast-
ern railroad, minister of communica-
tions; M. Filossofoff, controller of the
cmpire.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 10.—This city
was In a furor of excitement all of
yesterday and late into the night over
the news of the mutiny at Kronstadt.
Every one of the exaggerated reporis
of the affair received credence In
nmany quarters, and half the Inhabit-
ants of the capital believed that the
mutiny was successful, that the troops
sent from here had joined in the re-
volt, that fhe entire garrison of St.
Petersburg would follow suit today,
and that the town of Kronstadt had
been burned to the ground, together
with the smrcunding forts.

Truth Was Bad Enough.

Many of these sensational reports
were, of course, entirely false, but suf-
ficient detalls have heen recelved to
prove that about 3,000 sallors and a
battalion of artillerists from one of the
forts indulged In a mutiny which was
only put down by about 7,000 Cossacks
and troops of the Imperial Guard hasti-
ly dispatcehed from St. Petersburg and
from the garrisons near Peterhof, and
that machine guns had to be employed.
Before the urrival of the troops the
sailors, maay of whom were drunk
on liquor plundered from the spirit
shops, had eet fire to the market nug_
to several groups of housecs.

FIFTY THOUSAND VICTIMS

That Many Killed and Hurt in Russian
Riots—Horrible Scencs.

8t. Petersburg, Nov. 9.—The number
of killed and wounded In the recent
riots exceeds 050,000, the majority of
them being Jews. Twenty-eight cities
have been {he scenes of terrible out-
breaks and many thousands are roof-
less. Homes, shops, offices and syna-
gogues were pillaged and burned. It
is generally believed that the national-
ists, especlally those who occupied po-
sitions endungered by reforms, planned
and carried out the massacres. The
counivance of the police has been ab-
solutely proved.

At Tomsk, Siberln, according to the
latest reports received here, the whole
population of 40,000 and the military
stood by while 000 men, women and
children were burned in a theater.
The court house at Tomsk and the
mayor's residence, where the students
ond revolutionists took refuge from
the mob, were burned and those who
tried to flee were killed In the strects,

The descent of the butchers of Mos-
cow with their knives and axes upon
the students was one of the most lor-
rible chaptoers, but not as pitiful, how-
ever, as the attack of the “Black Hun-
dred” on a procession of school chil-
dren carrying red flags. When the
children sought to escape a cordon of
l:olice barrad the way and youthful
martyrs were beaten into insensibility,
and in some cases were actually torn
to pleces.

DETAILS OF THE REVOLT
Poor Food and Clothes and Not
Enough Fun the Cause.

Kronstadt, Nov. 10.—The heavens
reflected the glare of smoldering fires
as the Associated Press correspondent
approached Kronstadt at 8 p. m. yes-
terday. Upon landing, however, hur-
ried inquiry revealed the fact that the
troops and the loyal sallors apparently
had the upper hand. Fighting had
censed in the streets, and the town
was quiet, but fears were expressed
that there might be further trouble
later. Pateols are engaged in hunting
down and capturing the mutineers,

The outbreak started Wednesday
afternoon when the sailors of the “scv-
enth fort equipage” revolted and, it ig
rumored, killed some of their officers,
They marched out of the barracks and
fmmedintely  plundered four spirit
shops. Crazed with llquor they re-
turned and seized thelr arms, and then
went on the rampage, firing promiscu-
ously upon the troops and the loyal
sallors. Later they were joined by
many of thelr comrades and fighting
continued from midnight until yester-
day morning when the terror-stricken
inhabitants began to flee. The lowest
estimates place the number of dead at
fifty. Several reglments with eight
machine guns from St. Petershurg and
Oranienbaum were landed yesterday.

During the rioting Wednesday night
machine guas were employed against
the mutinous sailors, who had been
jolned by a battalion of artillerymen
from the fortress and which raised the
total number of mutineers to 3,000, It
Is diflicult to ascertain the number of
casualties, but oflicers place the fig-
ures at 200, The sailors say their
chief grievances are poor food and
clothing and an insufliclent amount of
liberty from barracks. Roughs Joined
in the pillage, but the workmen did not
participate in it

At this hour the city is full of re-
jnforcements from St. Petersburg, and

others still are arriving. Order has
been restorad and there was no re-
newal of the trouble during the even-
ing. Though a majority of the mutin-
eers has surrendered several hundred
are still holding out In the eastern
section of the town, They have thrown
up barricades, but are surrounded and |
machine gans are posted at all thol
streets leading to their stronghold. It
s expected that the remainder of the
mutineers wiil submit today.

APPEALS TO THE PRESIDENT

Simon Wolf Wants to Know How Long
the Jews Must Suffer.

Washington, Nov. 10.—Simon Wolf,
ex-president of the B'nal B'rith, has
scnt the following appeal to President
Roosevelt: “The ian that side-tracked
precedents by ending the coal strike;
that conjured peace between Russia
and Japan, and who has in a hundred
ways showed marvelous versatility and
courage, caa he not tuke the Initiative
and bring about concert of action to
stem the croelties In Russin?  How
long I8 this ghastly, fiendish holocaust
to continue?”

Wolf is now heading a movement to
ralse funds for the relief of the strick-
en Jews In Russia, pending any action
that may be taken by the United States
or other nations of the world. He
points out that 25,000 Jews have been
killed and 100,000 have been injured
during the recent massacres In Russia.
“We have got to raise millions of dol-
lars In this country and Europe,” sald
Wolf. “The situation is acute and calls
for our best and strongest efforts to
succor the persecuted Jews in the land
of the czar” g

A 1nass meeting ealled by represent-
ative Hebrew citizens  will be held
Lere this afternoon, In order to crys-
talize and centralize the relief efforts.
I'resident Roosevelt has made it-clear
that In the present circumstances this
government can take no action for the
relief of tha oppressed  Hebrews of
Russin, a8 the constituted authorities
of that country are unable to control
the element which is attacking the
Jews,

No Autonomy for Poland.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 13. — The dec-
luration of martial law throughout Po-
lund Is evidence of the determination
of the government to try to nip in
the bud the movement to regain the
autonomy which the kingdom of Po-
land possessed under the constitution
which” was suppressed after the revo-
Intion of 18G3. The ease with which
the Finns, striking at the opportune
moment, compelled the government to
make a complete surrender encouraged
the Poles to attempt a similar stroke,
and the government has recelved nd.
vices which leave no doubt that a
broad conspiracy was organized to
attain this end. The leaders of the
movement propose to adopt the tactics
followed in Finland.
