mens of this king of the grains were |
on exibition. Prof. Holden, of Ames,
gave one of his notable corn talks'
which was listened to with Yhe clos-

est attention for two hours and the

time seemed all too short. He men-

tioned the work of the corn root

worm which eats off the root of the

corn, and said he found indications
of its work in about two-thirds of
of the fields. The corn root worm

lives on corn roots alone and to erad-

icate him you must chunge the crop
until he is starved out. The worm

is as large as No. 40 thread and only
one-third inch long, and works just

under the surface of the root and
the little green beetle found in the
ear of infected cecrn is the breeder
of this worm; lays his eggs near the
roots in the ground and his ravages
will increase year after year until

you change to some other crop. The
plant root louse is also responsible
for much the same loss as the corn
roct worm and may be prevented in
much the same way. Corn is worth
122 million more than all other
crops. The Professor says there is
no use to plant it unless done very
promptly because it will come on to
ato to get pollenized and wont have
an ear on it and two good ears per
hill means 110 bushels per acre.
He demonstrated that there was a
difierence of twenty or more bushels
in the vield of different seed from
the same county under precisely sim-
ilar condition and similar stand.
Get seed from good yielding fields
and test before planting. e advo-
cated using the County poor farm to
maks tests of the yields of different
varieties of corn from all parts of the
county making of it a kind of test-
ing ground for the farm seeds of
the county so that the best yielders
may be selected for the common im-
provements of your farm yields

The interest in Prof. Holden’s re-
marks was intense and increasing
every minute till the darkness gath-
ered round closing a splendid day
and a profitable institute.

JEWISH HUMOR.

Its Flavor of Bitterness and Its Sate
ire of Judalsm,

Renan sald of the Jews, “The Sem-
itic people are almost entirely without
the power to laugh.” Suraly had he
looked for traces of Jewish humor in
the light which Helne casts back upon
its dark tradition be would never have
made so sweeping a statement. For
elght years Helne lay upon his “mat-
tress grave” in Paris suffering excru-
clating agony. He deserved, he sald,
to have awarded to him “the grand
medals of pain and misery.” Leopold
Zunz sald almost the same words of
the whole Hgbrew people, “If there are
ranks In suffering, Israel takes prece-
dence of all the nations.” The humor
of Israel Is flavored with bitterness and
plays round the greater subjects of
thought and of speculation; plays like
the humor of a man i{n pain,

Listen to the !ament of a satirist
born at Arles In 1287 who finds the
works of the Jewlsh law an intolerable
burden and seems to have come, like
Helne, to the Dbitter conclusion that
“Judalsm Is not a religion, it Is a mls.
fortune:

Oh, hapless gire, distraught with cares,

Whose wife to him male children bears,

For all of them, or rich or poor,

Have only suffering to endure. |

This is caused by the Jewish creed,

Whose yoke {8 hard to bear indeed.

Its many laws and regulations

Which are unknown to other nations

Every Hebrew must observe

‘With watchful eye and straining nerye;

E'en though he shares In public functions,

He still must follgw thelir Injunctions.
. . . - . L

The Bible Is not half enough;
Glosses there are and other stuft
In which he erudite must be,
Especially in theology,

In all the Talmud may relate,

In authors' quarrels and debate,
In things particularly small,

Of no significance at all.

One more medlaeval quotation, thls
time from the pen of a Barcelona Jew,
The lines can bhardly perhaps be called
lamorous, but they illustrate with a
certuin terse comedy the great value
set by the race upon three things—
money, knowledge and domestic hap-
pluess, If a man has none of them the
poet has no better advice to give bln
than to hold his tongue or to hang him-
self: )

‘What Is the most useful thing to any

man in life?

Knowledge or wealth or a good and lov-
ing wife.

But If none of these commodities man has
cver got

Then by Keeping golden sllence he might
impreve his lot,

And If he cannot do 80, that poor and hap-
less knave,

Then let him go away at once and dig
himself a grave.

On his deathbed Heine made his last
Joke, and it is typleally Jewish. *“Re-
viewing his by no means Irreproacha-
ble past,” he hoped that God might for-
glve Mm, “for c'est son metier’—(that 18
his trade). Another story Illusirates
yet more perfectly the bitter humor of
the Jew. It Is the story of a dying
rabbi “wbho had been all his lifetime
extremely religlous, but had likewlse
always suffered much want and mis-
ery. ‘Do you know," he said to those
in the sickroom, ‘if after all the sad ex-
periences I have had in the past there
Is no future life I shall be greatly
amused.' "—London Spectator, _

Colophon.

Colophon was a city of anclent Ionla,
nine miles north of Ephesus, and near
the sea. It was sald to be the birth-
place of Homer, and near it was a fa-
mous oracle of Apollo. The Greek prov-
erb, “To put a colophon to it,” mean-
Ing to end an affair handsomely, 18 ex-
plalned by Strabo as arising from a
beller that the cavalry of Coloplion was
80 excellent In quality that thelr charge
was always decisive in a battle. Hence
arose the custom of calling any device
or wonograin or printer's name or slgn‘
or date of printing in old printed books
a colophon in the sense of a delinite,
satisfactory end.

Tycho Brahe.

It was the great eclipse of Aug. 21,
1500, that turned Tycho Brale into an
astronomer., He was in his fourteenth
year at the time, a ‘Danish boy of no-
ble origin, and had been destined first
for the army and then for the law.
But the accuracy with which the
eclipse was predicted impressed him
with the belief that astronomy was a
divine thing, and thenceforward he de-
voted his life to it. The debt of as.
tronomy to ‘Tycho Brahe not only for
bis own work, but as the man who
shaped the genius of Kepler, can
searcely be overestimated.

Compoxite Pronoun Wanted.

The want of a cowmposite pronoun to
express both “he” and *“she,” and, what
18 sometimes more lmportant, to ex-
press neither he nor she, must have
emburrassed every one at some time or
aunother.  There are ungrammatical
ways of shelving the difficulty, such us,
for iustance, by traaslating the con-
venient I'rench “on" as “they,” when
we really mean one person who wmay
be cither masculine or feminine, The
lack of a portmanteau word to express
both sexes without specifying cither
did not, however, trouble the new mald
who approached her mistress with the
Ingenious remark, “Please'm, a friend
of mine has called—and may I ask it
to tea?’—London Chroulele,

For a ceutury past, probably longer,
the rule of the best printers and pub-
lishers*has been, “Three words In the
same construction are separated by
commas.” Two examples will Hlus-
trate the rule:

“John, James and Thomas have come.”

As 80 punctuated the first name Is
vocatlve, the second and third nomina-
tive, Two persous hage come,

“John, Jumes, and Thomas have come.”

And now the three names are all
nomiuatives. Three persons have come.

The two meanings can be indicated
otherwise only by a footnote, — New
York Times.
