In large accounting departments meu-
tal arithmetic is often used to a very 
large extent, and the one who cannot 
perform this task without resorting to 
liguriug the long way 011 paper has 
but a small chance of gaiuing a posi­
tion worth having. Here Is one little 
lesson lu lightning multiplication. Sup­
posing you want to multiply by 81. 
First, multiply units by units, thus: 
4x3 are V2, set down the 2 and car­
ry 1. Multiply tons by units and uuits 
by tens, adding the 1 to carry to tho 
first product, then add the two prod­
ucts together, thus: 4x5 are 20 and 1 
to carry, 21, and 8x3 are 24, and 21 
and 21 are 15, set down the 5 and carry 
4. Now multiply tho tens together and 
add the 4 you had to carry, thus: 8 * 
are 40, anil 4 makes 44. Set tills amount 
down lu the answer, and you will have 
the correct result—1,452.
