Results of Cream Gradmg

Phe farmers in onr torritory are,
generally  speaking, taking very
kindly to the new cream grading
system. They sce in this system
one that is certain to greatly benelfit
the dairy industry as a whole and
the individnal progressive farmer in
particular. The editor of a Sidney,
New South Wales paper, writing
about the grading system in use<in
New South Wales has the following
to say in his editorial colamns:

Grading and instruction have
been altogether responsible for the
improved quality of New Zealand
dairy produce. Without these .the
industry would still be in the back-
ward position it held previous te
governmental control being. intro-
duced. Grading affects every one
from the butter-maker to the cowboy.
Though the system is ndt complete
without dairy inspaction, whiclt is
still lacking, excellent results have
followed its introduction. Dairy in-
spection alone would be of little
value unless the miik was properly
treated at the creameries and factpr-
ies afterwards, but grading of pro-
duce and instruction to factory man-
agers have worked wonders in pro-
ducing a uniformly good article.

Grading has done a great deal to-
wards forcing the New Zealand
dairymen to supply pure milk. The
factory managers and buttermakers
have insisted on the raw material
being of good quality. This has
been necessary to enable them to
make a first grade product. Thus
prodncers have had to take more
than ordinary care to ensure the ac-
ception of their milk at the factories.
[nstruction has perfected tlie grad-
ing system as far as the manufactur
ing of produce is concerned. Instruc-
tion on the farms is now required to
perfect the system of production and
manufacture as a whole.—Farmers'
Tribune.

Hoven or Bloat in Cattle.

It is quite pusublo in sections of
our territory that have been favored
with abundant rainfall and a heavy
crop of clover that there will be cases
of bloating, especially among young
cows that are kept in dry yards dur-
ing the night, milked late in the
morning, and then turned out when
hungry onto fields of clover or alfalfa
when there has been a light rain or
heavy dew. Under these circum-
stances gas is sometimes formed
which distends and inflates the
stomach or psunch to a point where
the animal can scarcely breathe.
There is  pressure upon the heart
and upon the lungs. Circulation is
impeded, great weckness follows
and unless the animal is relieved
there is danger of suffocation.

The trouble is thet the farmer
wken in his corn field does not
notice anything wrong with his cat-
tle until it is too late for anything
elsothan the useof atrocarand canula.
The trocar is simply a small stiletto
or sharp pointed instruament, in fact,
an awl, while the canula is a sheath
which covers it, and which is forced
into the paunch with it and left in
the incision through the skin and
paunch for a time after the with-
drawal of the trocar, so that by keep-
ing the wound open the gas may be
allowed to escape.

The place to apply it is in the

middle of, the depression between
the last rib, the backbone, and the
point of the hind quarter on the left
side. The trocar and canula should
be in the hands of eyery farmer who
has any considerable amount of
stock.  But if an animal is seen to
be in distress and none is available,
take a common goose quill, cut off
the point and the feathered portion,
and take out the pith. Then take a
sharp pointed pen-knife, make an
ineision, put the goose quill in, and
hold it till the gas escapes. 1t will
be more pleasant” if you hold your
nose in the other direction.

Sheep are also liable to bloat, al-
though in our own experience with
sheep we have never had any trouble
with it except one day, in which
fifteen of them were affected and
three or four of them died. The best
way to handle sheep is to make a
bridle, using a little stick of wood
for the bit, and ordinary twine.
Inscrt the bit in the sheep’s mouth,
draw the twine up and tie it tnghtly
over the back of the sheep’s head.
We have had no success in using
the trocarwith sheep.

Although our cattle for the last

twenty vears lmu\ been ranging on
clover fields we haye had but two
cases of Dbloating, and these were
due to turning cattle into a heavy
field of mammoth clover, to which
they had not been accustomed. Our
rule has been to accustom cattle to
clover early in the spring, keep them
continuously in the fieid night and
day, and return the milk cows to
the fields as soon as they were milk-
ed after being brought in from the
clover pasture in the morning.

There are some things, however,
about bloating that are not easy to
understand. ~ Our loss in the case
of thesheep above mentioned occurr-
ed but once, and in this case the
sheep Liad been accustomed to the
pasture all season.  Why filteen of
them were affected that particular
day and no other days ount of several
years'we are at a loss to understand
—Wallace's FFarmer.

When Bur-
ton and’ Nis companion were visiting
the crocodiles’ tank they noticed that
these reptiles and certain islets of reeds
happened to make an almost continu-
ous bridge across the tauk. This
prompted the darving subaltern to haz-
ard the feat of crossing by hopping
from one crocodile to another. To the
amazement of the spectators he sue-
ceaded in this apparently mad attempt,
Sir Richard Burton had already suc-
cessfully performed an equally daring
feat.

Inside Your Bones,

People usually Imagine that thelr
bones are of solid mineral construe-
tion, without any feeling in them. As
a matter of fact, there are blood ves-
sels and nerves inside the bones just
as there are outside. During amputa-
tion of a limb much more pain is felt
when the bone is attacked than when
the flesh is belng cut through, Through
the marrow which i inside the bones
run the nerves and blood vessels, en-
tering the bones from the flesh without
by little holes. Nature adapts the bony
structure of varfous animals to their
habits in a very interesting manner.
Slugglsh creatures, like the sloth, have
solld bones, wherens the bones of the
deer and the antelope are comparative-
ly light, so that they may run fast, and
the leg bones of the ostrich are hollow.
You will find in the bones of any “skel-
eton the application of mechanleal
principles whieh have only become
known to man through the processes
of laborlous and long cousidered in-
vention,

A Fluger Pillory.

The finger pillory Is still preserved
carefully In the parish church of St.
Helen Ashby-de-la-Zouch and is thus
deseribed: “An anclent and rather sin-
gular curiosity 1s n finger pillory. This
instrument seems to have been used
for the punishment of disorderly per-
sons during divine service. It consists
of two upright posts about three feet
high, wbich support a beam of nearly
the same length, in which are bored
holes of varlous dimensions, cut first
horizontally, then perpendicularly, In
order that the first joint of the finger
may be Inserted and the finger retained
in an angular form. The culprit 1s then
secured by bringing down over the
holes another beam which s attached
by a hinge at the end to one of the
posts and fastened at the other by a
lock."—London Academy.
