John D. Rockefeller, who is gen­
erally believed to be the richest man 
in the world, returned to Ne.v York 
a few days ago He had been abroad 
on a vacation for a couple of month' 
but he was not greeted at tbe gang 
way when he landed by an admiring 
host of friends and neighbors. Only 
a few newspaper reporters were then 
to communicate to him the cheerinp 
information that for the time beinf. 
he had nothing to fear; that his at 
tornevs had accepted service of al l 
subpoenies directed to him, and had 
given bonds for his appearance in 

;<one of the criminal courls of 0!ii<> 
Xhoy only told him what he mv 
doubtedly knew, before I16 started foi 
hone, and protected by two Hobo 
ken detectives he hurried away ac­
companied by a son who had cqme 
to meet him.

Mr. Rockefeller with his humlivd-
of millions • cannot purch.we tli.u 
which ths pjople admire 'in Mr 
Brvan. 
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The Struggle at Des Moines Today. 

The struggle between the repub­
lican factions at Des Moines today 
will probably stand for years as a 
milestone in the political, history of 
the state. This could not be true 
if the present contest was simply a 
struggle between a number of men 
lor certain political positions. In 
that event it would make little dif­
ference who won or who lost, the 
flurry would soon blow over and 
normal conditions would quickly 
reappear. But the question at 
issue rises far above the heads of 
the several candidates, and its de­
termination is fraught with far-
reaching consequences. 

Shall corporations continue as 
the dominant power in Iowa repub­
licanism? That is the question 
which H so squarely before the 
republican convention at Des Moines 
today, that the answer cannot bn 
efaded. 

The question con be worded in 
different, ways: 

Shall this Btatebe a man-governed 
or a property-governed common­
wealth? 

Which shall ru'e, natural persons 
or artificial persons? 

Shall God-made men, or mon-
made corporations dominate in pub 
lie alTairs? 

These queMions would seem to 
admit of but one correct answer, 
the answer which has been contend 
ed for by real democrats for several 
years past; yet so great is the power 
of the artificial persons, the colossal 
giants created by statute, that the 
•lnswer of the Des Moines conven­
tion will probably be drowned ii 
fonfuBion. - £ *- J 

The differences bolwcon the "con 
tending republican factions at Des 
Moines are somewhat similar, and 
quite as radical anil irreconcilable, 
is those which divided the demo-
•ratic party just before the out­
break of the war of the rebellion. 

When Samuels of Iowa moved 
I ho substitution of the minority for 
the majority report, of tho resolu­
tions coiiimittce, in the democratic 
national convention which was held 
it Charleston in April 1SG0, he 
•epresented tho human side of the 
irreat quoslion then at issue. And 
II the surprise and coufusion of the 
•ilave holding forces, his motion pre-
ifliled by a small but substantial 
majority. This was tho opening 
•scene of the greatest of modern 
•vars. The delegates from the 
slave holding states refused to sub­
mit to the will of tho majority and 
•yithdrew from the convention. 
Th^jr referred the question then at 
issuer to (lie arbitrament of the 
sword, and by the sword it 1 
settled for all time. 

In the convention today Cummins 
stands for human rights, the same 
is Samuels did ;>G years ago. And 
Cummins like Samuels has the sup­
port of a majority of the delegates 
elected by the people. Tho corpor-
ltion forces appear just as 
lefiant and uncompromisingin Iowa 
today as the old slave power in 1800, 
but no matter what is done or left 
undone by the Des Moines conven­
tion no public disorder of any con­
sequence is possible. • 

Governor Cummins will bo re-
'loininated by a majority of the dele­
gates regularly elected, but this may 
not, be accomplished in the regular 
>vay. The corporations have com­
plete control of the republican or­
ganization, and may favor a repe-
'ition ol the Sampson act in prefer­
ence to an unconditionil surrender.

St. Petersburg:. .Inly 80.—A plenary 
meeting of the St. Petersburg council 
of .workmen** deputies, representing 
130.000 workmen, wns held at Terioki, 

little town across the Finnish border 
whU'h is now the Mecca of all op-
poueuts of the government. The mem-
bers agreed that a general strike, 
though It must be declared later, ut 
the present moment would be untime­
ly. The afternoon was spent In dis­
cussing other measures, and an ex­
pression of views as to the attitude to 

tnken by the workmen on the dis­
solution of parliament. Many of the 
delegates favored a glgautlc one-day 
strike, but no decision of this point was 
reached. 

There Is much jubilation among tbe 
revolutionists over the escape from 
prison ut Sebastopol of Samenkoff 
who is believed to have been &n ac­
complice in the attempt last May on 
the life of Genoral Neplueff. This es« 
c-n|>e sets at liberty one of the most 
dangerous revolutionary organizers In 
Russia. 

The censorship on foreign newspa­
pers, which for a number of years 
blocked out all articles distasteful to 
the government, but which was prnc* 
tically abandoned this year, Is being 
restored. "The classic caviar" (ar­
ticles are blocked out with a mixture 
of caviar printers* Ink and sand) 
adorns column after column of the lead, 
lug foreign periodicals now received In 
Russia. 

St. Petersburg, July 80.—A rumor 

has reached the Associated Press that 
General Trepoff has been killed. It 

could not tie confirmed, and probably is 

a revival of the false rumor current 
last week. ' f 

Foltava, Russia, July 80.—A grave 
dutbreak has occurred in the Sevskl 
regiment, following the arrest of a pri­
vate of the First battalion, who was 
discovered with some other soldiers 
in a shed where the revolutionists are 
in the habit holding meetings. After 
the arrest the entire First battalion, ac­
companied by a large crowd, paraded 
the streets in defiance of the military 
authorities. The soldiers proceeded to 
the artillery barracks, where they 
seized several guns and marched with 
them to the prison where the political 
prlsoucrs are confined. At this stage 
all the remainder of the Poltava gar­
rison was called out. The loyal troops 
fired on the' mutineer^ j^vith machine 
guus as they were eugaged in breaking 
down the gate of the prisou. Several 
men were killed or wounded, and the 
outbreak was suppressed.

Peasants Attack a Monastery/ ' 

Yokntciinoslav, Jujy 30.—While the 
train upon which a correspondent of 
the Associated Press was traveling 
from Kharkov to Yeknterlnoslnv was 
passing the great monastery erected 
near Horky by Alexander III to com­
memorate the escape of hlmself^and 
members of the? Imperial family from a 
railroad wreck In 18^8, firing and cries 
for help were heard. The train was 
stopped and n monk came on board. He 
said the peasantry was attacking tire 
monastery and that the monks were 
defending It. He had managed to es­
cape to summon help. He was brought 
on the train to Yekaterlnoslav, whence 
he telegraphed the governor of Khar­
kov, asking that troops be sent to the 
monastery. Xo further details of the 
affair have been received. The peas­
ants apparently have seized the tele­
graph lines. 

Bold Deed or the Reds. 
St. Petersburg, July SO.—A party of 

men armed with revolvers forced their 
way Into the Roussel printing estab­
lishment here. They made the fore­
man a prisoner and prevented the com­
positors from leaving the building. 
They then had printed 150,000 copies 
of the Viborg manifesto of the lower 
house of parliament. Strangers calling 
nt the establishment while this work 
was being done were detained to pre­
vent their giving alarm. While this 
was transpiring within the printing 
works a religious procession, escorted 
by policemen both mounted and on 
foot, drew up to a church Immediately 
opposite, but no one was aware of 
what was passing Inside the establish­
ment. 

TRAIN ROBBERS ARB BUSY 

One Band Attacks a Guarded Train— 
Fatal Fight Follows. 

Warsaw, July 30. — Two daring 
tralu robberies were committed In Bus 
slan Poland, one of them resulting In a 
considerable loss of life. A train from 
the frontier station Herby, bound for 
Czenstocliowa, was carrying money re­
ceived from the customs house to the 
branch of the Imperial bank, under 
protection of seven frontier guardsmen. 
General Zukat, chief of the frontier 
guard; General Weltenrlng, chief of 
the customs service of Warsaw; Col­
onel Itrr.czlckl, and Captain Laguma 
were passengers. 

Fifteen persons hoarded the train at 
a way station. They evidently bad 
been waiting for It, and made an at­
tack on the guardsmen, who were ro-
inforeed by the officers named. A reg­
ular tight followed In which the two 
ixeiieials, two olliclals, live soldiers niul 
one robber were killed and Colonel 
nrxexlfklntul one robber wounded. The 
io;ibeis escaped, taking $8,000 and tho 
•inns of those who had attempted to 
defend the tralp against robbery. 

The second robbery was committed 
on the Warsaw-Vleutm railway, six 
miles from Warsaw. While the train 
was under way unknown persons pulled 
•he danger signal, causing It to stop. 
Uobbers who were aboard jumped out 
and seized the locomotive and de­
tached the mall car from the train add 
ran it down the line. They secured ?37,-
tr.O of government money. The train 
was without a guard, and hence there 
Wiis no tliilitlng and no casualties.

GORKY MAKES AN APPEAL 

Wants to Know If There Are Living 
Men In This Country. 

New York, July 30. — Maxim Gorky 
has made public an appeal directed to 
the people of the United States to 
"help the people of Russia to free its 
body from the parasites which suck its 
life's blood." He takes for his text 
"the czar has dispersed the duma.' 
Some characteristic phrases are these; 

"The Russian government will now 
Inaugurate a i»ollcy of brutal and bee 
tlal reprisals. The hangmen and 
thieves surrounding the throne and 
supporting it wltli bloodstained hands 
have of late heard many bitter aud In­
sulting truths from the lips of courage-
ous and honest men. 1'hey will avenge 
themselves for it and their vengeance 
will-be severe. 

"The black, blood-sonked wings of 
death will flutter over the country for 
months. The exhausted earth will 
swallow thousands of corpses of men 
whose only crime was the desire to live 
a human life. • • • Are we civil­
ized people or are we not? • • 
If such crying horrors occur as those 
which we now witness in Russia true 
men and women cannot remain quiet 
at their sight." He closes with an ap­
peal for help for Russia and asks; "Are 
there in this country living men, and 
will they hear me?"
