What "I'ante" In. 
"Paste" from which Imitation pre­

cious stones arc made is widely known, 
but few are acquainted with the in­
gredients, though it is generally un­
derstood that tlie paste gains Its bril­
liance from the load It contains. For­
mulas vary for the paste, but all con­
tain rock crystal, red lead, carbonate 
of potash, borax and wlilta- arsenic. 
It la required that these articles shall 
be of a high grade of purity, as there 
is a considerable waste, so that the 
gems made from "strass," as the com­
position Is technically known, are by 
no moans inexpensive. The load gives 
to the strass its brilliancy, while the 
rock crystal contributes brilliancy. A 
paste diamond cannot scratch glass 
and Is thus easily detected, but colored 
stones are made of crystal alone that 
are considerably harder than glass, 
tn the making of these a crystal stone 
is hollowed out and filled with some 
colored liquid, the orlflctf being closed 
with a plug of crystal, which Is ground 
down so that there Vs no ttvicc of tho 
junction. 

Why the V.aai* Didn't Ilatoli.: 

A famous Michigau egg raiser occa­
sionally sells UJU:O of his product to 
his grocer, and some smart town peo­
ple who thought they could get his 
eggs for hatching cheaper by buying 
from tlie grocer were disappointed 
wheu they found that none of the 
store eggs hatched out. Some one told 
the old man about the disappointment, 
and he expressed no surprise. He only 
said: "They should come to mo for 
their setting eggs. Whoever hear o' 
buying settin' eggs in a grocer bhop:

All four epicures manfully ate 
their six snails."

If 
t£e bread is underbaked some of the 
yeast may remain unklllod, and such 
bread by being kept may have more 
of its starch dutnged into sugar. Thor­
ough baking kills all yeast, and keep­
ing of such bread docs not causo any 
ripening. Stale" bread is more digesti­
ble than new broad solely because It Is 
more easily masticatcd. 

Children nnd Influence*. 
The reason why children so easily 

contract tho mien, gestures and habits 
of tbelr surroundings Is that they have 
no power of resistance—everything 
outside tbein is stronger than them­
selves, and they have to borrow from 
all outward Influence's for their own 
growth; hence they are good, cheerful 
and contented or bad, morose and dis­
couraged, just according to their sur­
roundings.—Marenholtz-Bulow. 

A CuriouM Watch.

No part of the 
continent seems less likely to be slmk 
en than the Mississippi basin.

Regions covered with thick layers of 
clay, sand, gravel, glacial drift, etc., like 
much of tho basin of the upper Missis 
slppi, are less likely to suffer severely 
than those where solid rock comes to 
the surface, for the loose material acts 
as a cushion to deaden tho vibrations 
which come to the surface from the 
solid rock below.—Tho World Today.
