DKAH SHIS: — I don't know as 1 
can writ® anything to interest you 
but thought I would try. 

During the past summer a few 
days were quite hut, ami some were 
piito warm. The weather at llie 

present lime is must, lovely. 1 was 
told it was 112 = one day last, sum­
mer butuurtherinometorsriiid l(l.Sc, 
The most of the time it was from 
00 ° to 10-1 ° and not so very many 
days of that heat. For all it*was so 
warm men worked out in the sun, 
and there was not one fatality or 
heat prostration in this valley that 1 
read or hoard of, and there aro sev­
eral cities and towns, even iho' it 
was callod the hottest sinner in the 
'momory of the oldest inhabitant." 
What caused the heat was the unus­
ual number of electrical storms on 
the desert over the mountains, which 
drove the heat there over into this 

alley. Many times the storms caine 
over this Bide of tho mountain tops 
and once or twice the rain camo into 
the towns nearest tho foot hills, and 
we could see the lightning and hear 
the thunder and we thought suro it 
was coming bore, but it "passed by 
on the other side". For several 
days in succession we saw the im­
mense "thunder heads" looming up 
from behind the mountains from 8:00 
to 11:00 a. m , then would come the 
heat, but as there was always a wind 
we did not mind tho heat so much 
We have never suffered with the heal 
here as those stifling days back in 
eastern Iowa when tho thermoniclor 
was 80° or less. And growing? 
Well, you never saw anything grow 
as everything does hero. Grapevines 
on our homo place that have several 
bunches of grapes, were little short 
sticks stuck into the earth a year ago 
last spring. Our peach and pear 
trees that were not much more than 
little twigs with roots on one end, 
set out a year ago last spring, every 
ono bore fruit this year; one 
tree having over 30 Tho trees are 
now from 10 to 12 ft. in height, li 
should think. Everything grow;-
accordingly. Our blackberries are 
now bearing their second crop this 
year. Wo liavo had strawberries olT 
our vines for the table sinco last 
April—I do not count the few we 
had in February and March—and 
there aro now on the vines blossoms 
and berries from the smallest green 
up to the ripe oi.es. I picked qts 
a day or so ago and two or three 
days before that I picked 3 qts. A 
J. got a lot of sawdust and put it 
between the rows, which I think 
benefitted thein. We had several 
hundred pounds of onions which wo 
sold to a peddler. Wo have cat 
bage, tomatoes, sweet potatoes, me 
OIIB, etc., which aro doing well. 

One would think there would be 
swarms of flies, but thero are com­
paratively few; fleas aro not known 
hero. 

We have had, I believe, but one 
rain here since last spring. Thougl 
Coltonites, who have been sojourn­
ing in the mountains, have experi­
enced several, and some severe ones; 
but aB all sorts of conveniences are 
provided for those who enjoy the 
mountains during the summer, they 
delight in any sort of weather that 
comes along. Some of our school 
teachers were up thero during their 
vacation this summer. One of them 
told rae there was frost up there a 
good many nights, and that the air 
was very bracing. They paid §S.00 
per week and everything furnished. 
There are camping places all along 
tho canon, from the mouth of the 
canon to the top of the mountains, 
and some of the purest and coldest 
springs of water, with the lovliest 
of mountain scenery. 

li. A. Stone and family, and the 
general foreman of R. R. machine 
shops at San Bernardino, with his 
family, took a pleasure trip into the 
mountains not long ago and reported 
a fine time. One item of their sight 
seeing was "Little Creek I'nlls," of 
over 100 ft., sheer fall, which alone 
paid them for all tho journev there 
It would take about six hours to get 
as far as they wont from hero. Tlio 
canon is from a few rods to a mile 
wide; people have farms in diflorent 
places up the canon, so it is very 
pleasant for thoso who go sightseo 
ing or camping. 

Wo aro just as much in love with 
Colton, and still think it tho health­
iest town of any around here. It is 
near to tho inonutains, near to hot 
Sulphur Springs and if anyone wants 
to visit the different coast resorts, 
2 or 3 hours ride will take them 
there--some of Colton's citizens vis­
it both places in one season, and 
some summers it is the mountains 
and we know if consumptives,' or 
thoso threatened with that dread dis 
ease, would only come out here in 
stead of going elsewhere, they could 
have tho benefit of tho above men 
tioned remedies and would be bene 
fited if not cured. Wo know sever­
al hero who wero nearly gone when 
they came hero .-5 or -1 years ago and 
aro now well. This" place is far 
ahead of Colorado, tlio' that is a 
good place. It is dry and bracing 
thero but it gets so cold. Here it is 
dry and warm and during the rainy 
season one can bo careful and it 
does them no harm. I know where­
of I write or I would not wnto it. 

There are small orange groves as 
well as largo ones, where thero might 
bo an opening for ono who wanted 
to rent for a trial. Tho gentleman 
A. J. works for nearly all the time, 
has several such small places. Ho 
is ono of the kindest of men, and 
tlio' he must bo up towards tho mil­
lion mark, yot he is as friendly to 
tho poor as to tho rich. 

The little book by the "Chamber 
of Commerce, ' which I encloso will 
give you a brief mention of this 
place. The man with horse and 
buggy in orange grove IB perfect, 
tho' somo ol tho illustrations fall far 
short of the original. 

A. J. brought home an orange, 
last ovoning, which measures l(ij 
inches around it and 10 | endwise 

The school houses spoken of in 
the above mentioned book, aro near­
ly completed and will bo roady 
when school opens. 

^LIATKII. I juBt showed this orange 
to^iSil&^ofr-oijr-Jiusittoss merchants, 

and he said he had seen them larger 
than this one. I also asked what 
his opinion was in regard to this 
city as a health resort for easterners 
and ho said it was one of the best in 
the world. By the way he is one of 
the Stickney brothers who lived 
near Elder Abbott in eastern Iowa, 
who used to preach in Delawaieaud 
Delhi and named their youngest 
daughter "Cora" after a sister of 
tl<6 Stickney brothers. Their father 
died a few years ago but their 
mother is still alive and well, and 
enquired of UB about Elder Abbott 
very earnestly/Vltfhed very much to 
learn his address so to write to him. 
Ono of the oldest Stickney brothers 
has traveled all over the west and 
was years in Alaska, where he is 
still owns a half interest in a mine, 
but is now partner with one of his 
brothers in business here. He told 
us that Colton was the prettiest and 
healthiest town he had seen in all 
his travels, so that corroborates 
what any one can say in praise of 
Colton. 

Since writing you before I have 
seen a variety of marble of Mt. 
Slover, just at the edge of town. 
Thore are all colors you can think 
of and is certainly a most wonderful 
ilace. The little book tells nbout it 
)ut it would take columns to tell all. 

One of our County servers (have 
forgotten what his office is) who has 
filled the same position for years, 
told UB Mt. Slover was worth mil­
lions of dollars to thiB city. The 
main roads through the country are 
oiled from one town to another, so 
one does not have to ride through 
sifting dust clouds. 

We have never prospered in any 
place as we have here. A. J. has 

he can do all the time at $2.00 
§2.44 per day, and more than he 

can do, and B. A. Stone has been 
forman of the machino room of San 
Bernardino 11. U. machine shops for 
some time and all tho time he puts 

over time ho gets "time and a 
half," so you see he is getting along 
all right and is a general favorite in 
tlio shops. You would never hear 
liim say a word, but we have been 
told by others who work there. 1 
have just whispered,this about By­
ron, so you mustn't tell it. 

Tlioy are grading and oiling 
tho new streets as fast as they nan, 
itnd as I have said before," such 
streets aro all the time after they 
:ire oiled, just as the streets of Man 
eliester are just after they are sprink­
led before they get dry, only here 
they only have to oil the streets once 
a year and sometimes not that much. 

I forgot to say that we never teltthe 
least tremor of the earth here at the 
time of theSan Francisco earthquake 
last spring and we have not had 
any here sinco. Earthquakes have 
never done any damage here. No 
otic hero knew of San Francisco's 
terrible calamity until we read it in 
tho paper. People hero seem to 
think the stricken city will never 
be what it once was, at least taking 
many, many years to be built as it 
was. 

The enclosed pod of Chinese 
"string bean" I send you was grown 
in tho garden of one of our neigh 
bors. The grass I enclose is a nui­
sance; springs up everywhere and 
anywhere like weeds ana is almost 
impossible to get rid of it. I don't 
remember the botanical name, but 
everybody calls it "tli9 Devil grass." 
The enclosed had roots longer but 
broke off as I was pulling it up. 
The tiny stem is the grass going to 
seed. I do not know how long it 
would grow, but I have seen it sev­
eral feet long, and many feet broken 
off besides. Some people let their 
lawns grow to "devil grass," as it 
takeB less water, and looks all right 
during summer, but during winter 
it shows dead loaves as the enclosed. 
This sample has not hqd much wa­
ter BO it does not look so fine 

People are returning from moun­
tains and seashore now, and families 
are coining from the east to settle 
here, and for all there have been 
so very many IiouBes built here the 
last two years, 1 do not know of a 
vacant house but several are now 
being built. 

I hope I have not over-wearied 
you. 1 only intended writing a short 
letter but there are so many inter­
esting things to write of nnd I only 
mention a few. 

They are now building an elec 
trie railway from the Arrow Head 
Sanatarian Hotel, which 1 mentioned 
in a former letter (whero they have 
hot sulphur springs, boiling mud 
springs, etc.,) to tho top of th 
mountains and on a lovely plalea-
just below a high peak 111 a beauti­
ful grove, is "Squirrel Inn" a large 
hotel and quite a settlement during 
summer, where I believe the railway 
is to terminate. 

Well, I might as well stop here 
as any where. I cant begin t > tell 
half of the wonders and beauty of 
this sunny land. I am glad and 
thankful we are here; no cold freez­
ing winter, 110 cyclones, or tornadoeB 
and a lovely climate. 

Hope everybody is prosperous and 
happy in and around the old home 
place.

Kietce has arrived here nnd brings a 
report from Kamtchatkn of the dis­
covery July 17 at the mouth of the 
Kaicha river of the bodies of eleven 
Japanese and the burnt remains of a 
ship. Rain had washed away the 
mounds covering the dead and the bod­
ies were exposed nnd decomposing. The 
ship has been Identified as the Ivayctsu 
Maru, which has been reported missing 
since July 1. 

Rloodstained fragments of garments, 
and bayonets ond swords also were 
found. According to natives at the 
mouth of the river the Kayetsu Maru 
was surprised by Russian soldiers dur­
ing the night. The crew waB killed 
and the ship was burned. It was a fish 
poaching "Incident"

The company has been ex­
hibiting at Fort Wayne, Ind. The 
coach bearing the performers and em­
ployes, along with the private ear of 
the manager nnd thlrty-iiv«> other 
show ears, was being delivered by tt.e 
Wabash railroad to the Rig Four, tho 
final destination being Marion, Ind. 
\\ bile backing the cars onto the Rig 
Four "Y," the coach struck a detail 
and fell over an embankment, being 
partly held to Its perilous position by 
a telegraph pole. The coach was bad­
ly damaged, all the windows and doors 
being destroyed. In the scramble to 
leave the car fifteen of the occupants 
were injured. 

Had the coach not been held sus­
pended by the telegraph pole It is 
probable there would have been a 
large loss of life, as the car would 
have fallen thirty for-t or more.

Officers in Quarlermiuter's Depart­
ment and Civilian*! Aro 

lf Implicated. 

Manila, Sept. 20.—Captain Ira Fred-
endall, of the quartermaster's depart­
ment, was charged in the court of first 
Instance In this city with mlsai>propr!-
atlon of public funds. 

The filing of thesu charges Is th«> 
culmination of extensive investigations 
by ihe insular authorities into an al­
leged series of frauds perpetrated by 
members of the quartermaster's de­
partment in the Philippines. The in­
quiry resulted in the discovery of 
padded payrolls in quartermaster'^ 
shops and grafting in the lease of 
lighters. Roth officers and civilians 
arc Implicated and court-martials will 
follow the court proceedings.

Three Killed and Six Hurt NrnrZanes-

Xanesville, O., Sept. 21.—Three men 
were killed nnd six injured in a col­
lision between a freight train and a 
work train on the Cincinnati anil 
Muskingum Valley railroad at Rock 
Cut, ulne miles north of this city. 

A pathetic feature developed at tlio 
hospital, where It was learned that 
James Rushing, oue of the men in­
jured, is the father or David Rushing, 
a boy employed as a water carrier, 
who was killed. The elder Rushing 
sustained serious cuts on the head and 
as soon as his wounds were dressed 
at the hospital he hastened to an un­
dertaking establishment, where he in 
keeping a lonely vigil beside the body 
of his son.

The meth­
ods of execution comprises hanging, 
shootlug, floggiug and burning at tho 
stake.
