It provides in brief that all
persons who served ninety days or
more during the civil war or the
war with MeXico, and were honor-
ably discharged, shall, upon making
proof of that fact, after reaching the
age of sixty-two years, be placed up-
on the pension roll. The pensions
will then be graded as follows:
Sixty-two years. $12 per month,
seventy years $15 per month, sev-
enty-five years or over, $20 per
month.—Monticello Express.

% Saturday morning’s Dubuque
Times Journal gives an account of a
fierce fight in a Rhomberg Avenue
street car Thursday evening in
which Mr. E. I, Cruise, who was
motoneer of the car, figured much
to the credit of himself and his em-
ployers.

It is claimed on the part of
the prosecution that there was an
over-insurance on Magee's property,
and that one Charles Dawson, who
was in Magee's employ, and who
lived above the shop or meat market
had made a written statement that
Magee had offered to pay him for
setting the property on fire. Magee
denies this, and does not believe
that Dawson will make any such
statemen's when placed on the wit-
ness stand. The Cedar Rapids pa-
pers, which appear to have received
ail their information from those in-
terested in the prosecution, referred
to Magee as a thoroughly bad man.
This is most certainly an exaggera-
tion. Mr. Magee spent his youth
in this vicinity and lived upon a
farm near here until a few years ago.
e has an honest father and a good
mother, and previous to leaving
Monticello, had none other than the
best of a character and reputation.
We do not know of his surroundings
or associates since he left Monticello,
but from our former knowledge of
the man, we would be very slow to
believe this serious charge, unless
it was proven bevond a reasonable
doubt. He should certainly have
the benefit of the presumption of
innocence until proof establishes
otherwise.

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Sell your Mining Stock.

Collier's Weekly: Collier's for
January 12 brings some sound ad-
vice to the American public. It
urges the small investor to look with
suspicion upon the well-engraved
mining stock certificates that flood
the market. It says: :

“If you have bought mining stocks,
gell them. Offer them back to the
man who sold them. Offer them at
10 per cent less. Offer them at 20
per cent less. This will accomplish
your own disallusionment, and save
you money, for you might have
bought more. It will also effect ex-
posure of the person who sold you
the stock. Are you thinking of buy-
ing shares in the Poodle dog Inﬂ'u-
ted or Hoptoad Jump Along? Don’t.
And this ‘don’t’ is without qualifica-
tion of any kind.” To women chiefly,
wives of husbands of higher wage-
earning class, this paragraph is com-
mended. Not that it is their folly
we inveigh against. They are the
ones who know the value of savings

excusable folly. If you are tempted
by the full-page advertisements pub-
lished by the newspaper partners of
mining swindlers, don’t! If some
acquaintance.is urging you to buy
shares, he either profits by the sale
or i8 himsell deceived. Daniel Gug-
genheim is the greatest minerin the
world. He aud his six brothers own
mines that aggregate a billion dol-
lare. That family knows more about
mines than most of the rest of the
world combined. The other day
Mr. Guggenheim uttered a solemn
warning a gainst‘the flimsy character
of the mining stocks now finding a
ready market.” ‘One in 300, he
said, ‘is a conservative estimate of
the proportion of prospects that
eventnally fuallfill their promise.’
Within a week alcer he uttered that
warning Mr. Guggenheim made
public annoucement that he lad
himself been canght. He had
bought a famous a1 d widely talked
of mine, and when he discovered he
had been deceived, he backed out of
a trap at a cash loss of $2,500,000.
When Mr. Guggenheim said one in
300, be referred to the more or less
reputable mines whose shares are
sold on regular exchanges. 1f he
had included the mines whose shares
are advertised at 5 and 10 cents in
the Sunday papers, he wonld have
'said one in 30,000, If this para-
graph prevents the swindling of a
few uninformed persons, preserves
the savings of a few families from
the advertisements about to acquire
them, it will have done well.”

Denatured Alcohol.

Internal Revenue Commissioner
Yerkes, answering an inquiry re-
cently as to how many gallons of
denatured alcohol that will approxi-
mately be needed in the industries
for 1907, says:

“Having absolutely nothing to
base an estimate npon, it is not pos-
sible for me to make an estimate as
to the quantity of denatured alcohol
that will be consumed in that way.
No formal applications have as yet
been made by distilleries for ap-
proval of denaturing honded -ware-
houses. Such applications could
not be filed for the reason that the
proper blanks have not as yet been
placed in the hands of collectors.
At present there are forty distiller-
ies in the United States manufac-
uring what might be termed com-
mercial alecohol.”

In reply to a criticism of the law
on the ground that regular distiller-
ies only can engage in the manu-
facture of denatured alcohol, enab-
ling the whiskey trust to secure
practically a monopoly, Mr. Yeirkes
said:

“This oflice knows of no process
by which alcohol can be manufac-
tured except by distillation, and as
regular distilleries are the only kind
reco.nized by the law, alcohol man
ufactured under the supervision of
his department must be manufac-
tured at regular distilleries. There
are absolutely no limitations as to
the size of a distillery that can be
operated under the law. There are
over 1,000 distilleries in operation
now at each of which the daily
spirit producing capacity is less
than 30 gallons. Many of these were
set up on an outlay of less than
$200. So far as the internal reve-
nue laws are concerned, either in
theory or practice, the smallest and
crudest distillery can produce al-
cohol, if as a business proposition it
is deemed advisable tq do so. The
small distilleries have always been
treated by this department with the
same consideration as the larger
ones.

“If a farmer or other person de-
sires to go into the business of man-
ufacturing denatured alcohol, at a
plant however small, he will be re-
quired to construct his plant in the
manner perscribed by the general
laws and regulations. He will be
required to give a bond, the effect
of which is to prevent him from de-
frauding the government of the tax
ot any distilled spirits produced by
him. He isrequired to establish a
distillery warehouse; to deposit the
spirits produced by him in this
warehouse; to establish adenaturing
bonded warehouse, and to pay tax
or denature, just as he may wish,
the alcohol produced by him. All
of this will be done under govern-
mental supervision, but the govern-
ment pays for this supervision. The
manufacturer of alcohol does not
bear one cent of it. There is no ob-
jection to a farmer manufacturing
his alcohol in his ‘back yard' pro-
vided he wants to establish a dis-
tillery there. If you will take the
tiouble to investigate you will find
in my opinion, that the laws and
regulations relating to the manu-
facture of alcohol in Germany do
not differ to any great extent from
the laws and regulations in this
country.”
