The report
that Secretary Root has ‘“ideas of
his own” and has therefore become
distasteful to the President and that
Secretary Bonaparte is paymng but
little attention to the business of his
department, is the way changes are
generally heralded in advance.

The Republican nominees for
President and Vice-President have
been decided upon by President as
Taft and Hughes. It is interesting
to know that Boss Cox of Ohio has
by acting with the President been
able to bring about this happy fam-
ily arrangement by backing his fel-
low townsman for the nomination.
Itsa cold day when “Coxey old
boy” gets left in a political deal and
he is now in a fair way to take the
place of “my dear Hariiman” as a
welcome guest at the White House.
Politics certainly do make strange
bedfellows.

The New York World pretends to
have reliable information that Thom-
as Fortune Ryan, of Virginia, is in

the field as a candidate for the pres-
idency. The grounds upon which
thig information is based are not
exposed, but it is incidentally men-

THE ISLAND OF FIRE.

Java's Geological Eccentricity the Lake
of Boiling Mud.

The greatest natural wonder in Java,
If not In the entire world, Is the justly
celebrated Gheko Kamdha Gumko or
“home of tlie hot devils,” known to the
world as the “Island of fire.” This geo-
logical eccentricity is really n lake of
bolling mud, situated at about the cen-
ter of the plains of Grobogana, and is
called an island because of the great
emerald sea of yegetation which sur-
rounds It and gives it that appearance.

The “Island” Is about two miles In
clrcumference and is situated at a dis-
tance of nlmost exactly fifty mlles
from Solo. Near the center of this geo-
loglcal freak immense columns of soft
hot mud may be scen continually vis-
ing and falling like great timbers
thrust through the boiling substratum
by glant hands and then quickly with-
drawn,

Besides the phenomenon of the boll-
ing mud columns, there are scores of
gigantic bubbles of hot slime that fill
up like huge balloons and keep up a
series of constant explosions, the in-
tensity of the detonations varying with
the size of the bubble. In times past,
80 the Javanese nuthoritles say, there
was a tall, spire-llke columns of baked
mud on the west edge of the lake,
which constantly helched a  pure
stream of cold water, but this has long
been obliterated, and everything |Is
now n seething mass of bubbling mud
and slime, a marvel to the visitors who
come from long distances to see it.

Foundation of Japan.

Every Feb, 11 is celehrated in Japan
the great annual festival of Kigenset-
su, the auniversary of the foundation
of the empire by the first emperor,
Jimmu-tenno, B. C. 660. The Japa-
nese reckon their present era as from
this date, and it was on Feb, 11, 1880,
that Mutsuhbito, the one hundred and
twenty-first of the dynasty, promul-
gated the present constitution of the
empire of Japan, the fundamental prin-
ciple of which is clearly stated in its
first article, “Thg, empire of Japan
shall be reigned over and governed by
a line of emperors unbroken from ages
eternal.””
