The Planting of Evergreeris In Iowa. 

The Experiment Station of the 
Iowa State College at Ames is now 
issuing a bulletin (No. 90) that de­
scribes the best evergreens for.Iowa 
farms. 

A general resume of tree growing 
In the state, the reasons why more 
treeB should be grown, the methods 
of planting, cultivating and pruning 
the different species, and their ad-1 

aptation to the various localities are 
the main subjects treated. It is a 
handsomely illustrated pamphlet 
containing much valuable informa­
tion, and is a splendid addition to 
every farmer's library. This bulle-
is for free distribution, and may be 
had by applying to Prof. Chas. F. 
Curtis, Director of the Experiment 
Station, Ames, Iowa. 

Weed Investigation at Ames. 

The importance of the invasion of 
new weed pests into Iowa with seeds 
brought from other states is fully 
explained in bulletin No. 88 just 
published by the Iowa Experiment 
Station. During the year 1900 
about four hundred samples of clov­
er, alfalfa and timothy seed were 
sent into the Station by farmers from 
all parts of the state to be tested for 
adulteration, impurities and vitality. 
Seeds of dodder, Canada thistle, fox­
tail, sheep sorrel, dock and plantain 
were some of the impurities revealed 
The average germination of the al­
falfa samples was 57 per cent. Tim­
othy seed on the market show the 
status of these seed is very low also, 
the percentage of plump-appearing 
seed being close to 61 per cent. Of 
one hundred and thirty samples of 
clover examined only 2 per cent 
were found to be pure, the average 
impurity being about 2 per cent. 
This very interesting bulletin may 
be obtained by writing to director 
Chas. F. Curtiss, Iowa Experiment 
Station, Ames, Iowa.

The law of the roads as to auto­
mobiles has been enunciated for the 
first time by the supreme court of 
Iowa. The owners of automobiles 
have the same right in the road and 
on the streets as the drivers of hor­
ses or persons riding bicycles or 
traveling by some other vehicle. 
But they are to use this means of 
locomotion with due regard for the 
rights of others having occasion to 
travel on the highways. In the case 
before the court H. M. Cramer ran 
his car up to a blacksmith shop be­
fore which was hitched a team be­
longing to Hugh House and stopped 
his machine but did not stop the 
sparker. The moment he stopped 
the machine the House horse reared 
up, broke away and ran. House 
sued for damages and recovered. 
The supreme court says that no 
case was made for the jury and re­
versed the judgment of the lower 
court. It decides that Cramer had 
a right to be there,, that he did not 
display negligence and that no fair 
recovery is possible.—Esterville 
Democrat.

"That there shall be established 
at Iowa City, the present seat of 
government of the state of Iowa, an 
institution to be called the "State 
University of Iowa." 

The second section of this act 
gave to the University "the public 
buildings at Iowa City, together 
with the It'll acres of land on which 
the same are situated:" and tho 
'Old Capitol' has ever since that 
time been the center of the Uni­
versity. 

The third feature of this occasion 
—and the one of greatest interest 
to the alumni—is the celebration in 
honor of Dean Amos Noyes Currier's 
forty years of service in" the Univer­
sity. Dean Currier came to the 
University as Professor of Latin and 
Greek in 1807; and since 1887 he 
has been Dean of the College of 
Liberal Arts. 

Bishop William Fraser McDowell 
of the Methodist Episcopal Church, 
formerly Chancellor of the Univer­
sity of Denver, will deliver the bac­
calaureate sermon Sunday, June 9. 

"Iowa's" commencement of this 
year marks not only the. completion 
of sixty years of University history, 
but the close of the most prosperous 
year in that history. The enroll­
ment for. tho year has numbered 
2072—over ;100 more students than 
were in attendance two years ago— 
and the University will confer about 
325 degrees this year, including 
some 30 advanced degrees. 

There will he a general railroad 
rate of a faro and a third for the 
round trip to Iowa City for the 
commencement, with special excur­
sion rates from certain points.
