AT A UNION'S MERCY

Fact That Is Demonstrated by the
Strike of Scavengers at
New York.

SITUATION GROWING CRITICAL

=

Garbage Accumulating and No One to
Haul It Away.

Sentiment of Honor Said to Prevent
Men from Taking the Work—
Ice Men and Employers

Still Apart. 25

New York, July 1.—New York city
Is experiencing an impressive demon-
stration as to what extent the com-
fort of the millions is dependent upon
the handrul, comparatively, of citizens
ordinarlly engaged in collecting gar-
bage and delivering ice, Two thou-
sand garbage collectors angd an’ equal
nuriber of fce wagon drivers are on
strike and the clty is in perll of an
epldemic of disease, The garbage sit«
wition is the more serlous, and un-
less speedlly remedied the possibilities
of evil are startling. The health  de-
partment, which upon direction of
AMayor McClellan assumed 1esponsib-
ty when the street cleaning depant-
ment proved unequal to the emergen-
¢y, 18 exhausting its almost unlimite]
resources, but the best that Dr. Dar-
lington could promise was that 2060
men would be at work this morning.
Sentiment Said to Cut a Figure.
Such a force will make little head-
way, as 755 carts are requived to re-
move each day's accumulation and the
work I8 six days behind. The great
obstacle encountered by the depart-
ment Is the deep-rooted sentiment
among men who work for wages that
one may nuot honorably take the place
of a striker. Thousands of men, enough
to many times fill the vacant places,
are to be found who want work, but
not under the conditions presentel
