EIGHT PERSONS ARE DROWNED 

AU Women and Children — Steamer 
Burns in l<ake Cayuga — Several 

Persona Severely Scorched. 

Auburn, X. Y.# July 29.—The steam* 
boat Krontenae was burned ami 
iKJirhetl opposite Farley's point at 
Lnke Cayuga aud eight lives were lost. 
The victims were all women ami ebil-
iren passengers, ami all were drowned. 
Several other passengers were severelj 
burned before the boat coultl be 
beached. The following were drowned 
and tiiejjodiejfi subsequently recovered:

The grand-
mother of tlie little Able girl lies in n 
serious condition at the home of the 
Dills family, suffering from shock, lu 
mid-lake fire broke out in the engine 
room, and fanned by a stiff northeast 
wind spread quickly tt>«the afterward 
section of the boat.

Five Blocks Wiped Out, Including 
Many Residences — Homeless 

Cared for by Friends. 

Victoria, U. C., July 25.—The great­
est fire in Victoria's history occurred 
in the evening, destroying five blocks 
and many detached buildings. Starting 
in the unused boiler room of the de­
funct Albion works, the lire wiped out 
the shacks of the tenderloin, bounded 
by Herald and Chatham streets to 
Government street and was carried In 
a swirl of tlyiug embers from block 
to block, until five blocks had been 
wipe dout. From Storer street t.> 
Quadra, four blocks eastward, and b-« 
tween Herald and Chatham and 
Pioneer streets, scarcely anything es­
caped, and beyond the Hying cinbi-is 
curled- the fire on to another bloi-k. 
a number of scattered fires starting :»t 
distances of several huudred yards 
from each other. 

Firemen aided by'the soldiers of the 
garrison and a host of volunteers 
fought desperately, pulling down many 
buildings in the path of the fire, which 
w,as eventually brought under control 
at 7 p. m. The loss is estimated . t 
$2f»0,(XKl The police procured blankets 
and tents for those rendered homeless, 
but not one application for shelter wu 
received, all those burned out being 
sheltered by friends and at tho hotels. 
The tenderloin was almost completely 
wiped out and three churches were de­
stroyed. the other hulldiugs burned be­
ing.residences.

Doubtless the reason why artlticlM 

files were originally invented was be­
cause It was impossible to use the 
smaller and more delicate uatural flies 
as baits on the hook. The first Uy 
fisher cast his eyes about him iu search 
of something that would answer in 
lmltatiug the files upon which the trout 
were feeding. Feathers were natural­
ly the first materials thought of, aud 
the old red cock's hackle was the first 
of all the artificial iusects, the old, old 
Adam of them all. The breed has 
been Increasing for several huudred 
years and numbers 2,000 or more at 
the preseut day. Of salmon files alone 
there are several huudred patterns. 
These belong to the lure order mostly, 
as do many of the large files used'for 
bass and trout. The little old red hac­
kle remains a good fly to this day and 
is put upon bodies of many colors, pea­
cock liar) being perhaps as well liked 
as anything; red wool is favored bv 
many.—Forest and Stream.
