On his recent trip through the
northwestern and Pacific coast states
Secretary Straus’ attention was di-
rected to the increasing immigra-
tion of women for immoral purposes.
The Japanese and Korean Exclusion
league informed him that hundreds
of Japanese women are being
brought to America surreptiously
and held in practical slavery and
sold by their importers.

Secretary Straus ordered a rigid
investigation, and it was discovered
that the “‘white slave” traffic was
far more widespred than had been
expected, involving the importation
into America not only of Japanese
women, but of women from France,
