It was the unanimous 
sentiment of the bankers of the threG 
cities that the restrictions imposed 
would be but temporary and all agreed 
that the banks are perfectly solvent

west the Omaha Clearing House asso­
ciation has decided that Clearing 
House certificates will be Issued as a 
protective measure. The association In 
a statement says: "So far as local 
conditions here are concerned not the 
slightest cause exists for the action."

WILL TRY TO WIN IT BACK 

Aero Club of America to Challenge 
Again—German Winner Wants 

the Lahm Cup, Too. 

New York, Oct. 25.—Steps have bean 
taken already to try to bring back to 
the United States next year the blue 
ribbon of the skies. Directors of tin? 
Aero Club of America have authorized 
Cortlaud F. Bishop, president of the 
club, to challenge the winner of the 
recent race from St Louis, entering 
three teams for the competition, which 
will be held next year in Europe. The 
pilot of the French balloon, "L'Isle de 
Prance," has demanded official meas­
urement of the relative distances from 
St. Louis of the French and German 
balloons. 

Oscar Krbsloeh, the apparent victor 
in the balloon race from St Louis for 
the, Bennett cup, announces his deter­
mination to challenge Immediately for 
the Lahm cup, to make another flight 
before his return to Germany, and, If 
possible, to take back with him not 
only the international trophy and tlie 
Lalim cup. but also a new world's rec­
ord for distance. 

Washington, Oct 25.—The official 
air line measurement of the flight of 
the two prize winning balloons in the 
International race from St. Louis, as 
compared at the geological survey fol­
lows: St. Louis (Forest Park), t > An­
bury Park, 873.4 miles; St. LouU 
(Forest Park), to Herbertsville, N. .1., 
807.4. The Tommem lauded at An­
bury Park, the longest distance trav­
eled by the competitors and the Vislo 
de France landed at Herbertsville, 
next in distance.

Chicago, Oct. 2(1.—With hardly a dis 
senting voice, the trust conference 
called by the National Civic Federation 
adopted as its consensus of opinion a 
set of resolutions covering the conclu­
sions reached after four days of dis­
cussion. These resolutions, when pre­
sented by the resolutions committee, 
were discussed in a desultory fashion, 
and adopted, and then the conference 
adourned sine die. Albert Shaw, tlie 
New York editor, put the resolutions 
on their passage with an appeal for a 
'spirit of compromise." "1 know that 

some of you a:e disappointed not to 
see your pet ideas incorporated," he 
said. "I know I am. But I feel that 
tills statement represents our common 
rround. Let us, therefore, put aside 

our pet predilections ami agree upon 
this simple platform. With harmony 
we may then get something done." 

Uompers' itcplieg to a Critic. 
The resolutions committee was 

unanimous on the propositions agtvel 
to. After they were read to the confer­
ence several of the labor delegates 
seized the opportunity to criticise them 
on minor points. Delegate Bessette 
complained because they didn't men­
tion "government by injunction." "Let 
me call your attention," said Samuel 
Compels, who was one of tlie resolu­
tions committee, "to the fact that con­
gress is petitioned to appoint a com* 
mission to look into the whole situa­
tion, with every power to investigate 
government by injunction as it affects 
labor combinations." 

Objects to Making Distinctions. 
Delegate (Jinn, of Massachusetts1 

head of a «.*hool book publishln: 
house, raised a point, 'in making a 
distinction between 'trusts' and com* 
binations of labor, farmers and of 
trades," ho said, "you are weakening, 
if 'trusts' are an evil, then they should 
be attacked, regardless of the form in 
which they.appear. I, for one, am op 
posed to truckling to any set of men.'

SUBSTAN'CK OP THE RKSOLVES 

New Hallway and Trust legislation 
Asked—Important Investigation. 

The "nub" of the resolutions 
adopted by the conference is tills: 

"Immediate legislation to legalize 
tariffs between interstate railroads 
with approval of the Interstate com­
merce commission. Amend the Sher­
man anti-trust law so that It will pro­
tect rather than jeopardize' legitimate 
business interests. 

"Appointment by congress of u non­
partisan commission, representing cap­
ital, labor and the consumer, to inves­
tigate and report such legislation as 
shall conserve healthful competition 
said legislation to protect trade unions, 
farmers' organizations and trade or­
ganizations whose objects are lu the 
public interest. Said commission to in 
vestigate: 1. Advisability of llcensln. 
corporations d'dng interstate business 
of a certain size. The wisdom 
prohibiting the right of one corporation 
to hold the stock of another. 

"Work of the department of com­
merce and labor to be extended by 
laws requiring corporations to publish 
their accounts, capitalization, opera­
tions. freight rates and selling price; 
'States right' question to be left to tho 
United States supreme court." It was 
decided that the sub-committee should 
present these resolutions to congress 
ami lo President: Roosevelt. 

Before the presentation of the reso­
lutions there was a lively debate be­
tween the "stand-patters" and th'o tar­
iff reform forces. The delegates 
listened good-humoredly and applaud 
ed as their favorite arguments ap­
peared. Byron W. Dolt led off with a 
discussion on "Is the Tariff the Mother 
of Trusts?" "No," he said, "tariff Is 
not the mother of trusts. Monopoly 
K But the tariff is a mother of trusts.' 
Free-trade England, he said, had only 
thirty-live t,-lists, while the United 
States staggered along under V.K». 

Wilbur F. W-ikcmau, of New Yorfc 
replied on behalf of the stand-patters, 
Tie said the tariff was synonymous 
with patriotism and high wages.
