BOEHARA TOWN OVERWHELMED

More Than Half the Inhabitants Are
Buried Alive When a Mountain
Topples Over.

Tashkend, Russian Turkistan, Oct.
21.—The little town of Karatagh, in
the Hussar district of Bokhara, has,
been overwhelmed and completely de-
stroyed by a landslide that followed
the earthquake of Oct. 21, According
to the latest reports of the disaster n
majority of theinhabitants of Karatagh
lost their lives,

Karatagh has about 2,500 dwellers,
and there is reason to believe that
about 1,500 were buried alive. Among
those who survived the disaster are the
governor of Karatagh and his mother.
Karatagh Is remotely situated, and it
takes a full week for news to get out
from there, but according to one couri-
er who has come through an enormous
section of the Karatagh mountain,
which practically hung over the town,
broke loose and thundered down upon
the village.

Gillette, ex-vice president of the Mu-
tual Life Insurance company,who was
sentenced to six months’imprisonment
for perjury before a grand jury, has
been released on bail. Justice Dowling
has granted a certificate of reasonable
doubt, which permits an appeal to be
made to a higher court for a new
trial.

EGIDU OF NINEVEH.

The Most Ancient Banking House of
Which We Have Record.

There was a kind of public record
office attached to the palace and tem-
ple at Nineveh, in which It was cus-
tomary to deposit important legal and
other documents, such as contracts
and agreements for the purchase and
sale of property, marriage settlements,
wills, ete. Among these there were
discovered official statements as to the
history and transactions of the emi-
nent banking house of Egidu at Nine-
veh. Assyrian chronology proves that
these refer to a date about 2,300 years
before the Christian era, when Abea-
ham dwelt at Ur of the, Chaldees, as is
stated fn Genesis. We may therefore
claim for this firm the reputation of
being the oldest bank in the world at
least of which we have any record or
are likely to have. The accoants are
very voluminous and cover the trans-
actions of five generations of the house
from father to son. The firm grew rap-
idly in importance during this peried,
during which they attained great
wealth, for they succeeded in securing
from the king the appointment of col-
lectors of taxes, a position which in
the east always leads to fortune. They
afterward farmed the revenue for sev-
cral of the Assyrian provinces with
very great gain to the firm--1. P.'s
London Weekly.

Corrected In Rhyme.
Thackeray was much pestered by the
autograph hunter, says Hodder in his
“Recollections.” He disliked above all
things to write in an autograph album
and often refused those who asked him
to do so sometimes rather brusquely.

COSTLY LESSON ISDRIVEN HOME

Position of Trust Companies Held.
Largely Responsible.

President Urged to Call an Extra Ses«
sion of Congress—Representas
tive Fowler Advocates a
Credit Currency.

Now York, Nov. 4.—The conditions
avhieh have had to be met in the re-
cent crlsis have given a strong im-
petus to the movement.for providing
incrensed bank cyrrency, and s expect-
ed to Induee early actlon by congress
ta anthorize new forms of bank note
issues,  The experience of the country
in a period of high prosperity and ne-
tive business and industry, and with
the Dbanking position sound and
solvent in coming almost to adead-
lock for lackof means to make banking
resources quickly available for the
necds of the circulation has made a
deep Impression in  Inculeating the
need of an  emergency circulation
which ean expand quickly in such time
of need,

Position of the Trust Companies.

In another direction it is practically
cortain that measurcsof correction will
he adopted for the trust company po-
sition at New York, which is now seen
to have proved the weak link in the
finineinl chain. Here again the solven-
ey of fustitutions did not avail to meet
sudden demands of depositors without
reconrse to the bankg for assistance,
the assistance thus rendered proving
the strain that precipitated the erisis,

Discontent Has Been Voiced. -

The Clearing House banks for sev.
eral years have voiced thelr discontent
with the trust companies’ position,
which was due to the great growth of
these institutions and thelr undertak-
ing of purely banking functions in the
aceeptance of large deposits subject to
check and to payment on demand with-
ont obligations to maintain cash re.
serves in the proportion enforced on
the banks. Efforts of banks to coerce
the trust companies In this regard led
to the withdrawal several years ago
of most of them from the privilege of
clearing through the banks,

Extra Session of Congress Urged.

Apropos to this subject of financial
stahility o Washington dispateh says it
has been Jearned there from undoubt-
ed sources that President Roosevelt is
now being urged to call an extra ses-
slon of congress to deal with the finan
cial sitnation. The request comes from
und represents the judgment of the con
eervative leaders in the financinl world,
who have represented the present sit-
uiation as one compelling action of a
character  which will  afliomatively
cradicate all ground for suspicion of
industrial methods in the United States,
On the other hand there are those, it s
said, who have told the president that
an extra session might do harm by

CREDIT CURRENCY THE CURE

Representative Fowler, of New Jersey,
1s of That Opinion.

New York, Nov. 4.—That permanent
relief from the present monetary strin-
geney ean only be had through a sys-
tem of eredit currency adequate to
meet the rmnh'mn(-nls of trade, and re-
deemable In gold coin, was the opin-
ionexpressed by Representative Fowler,
of New Jersey, chairman of the bank-
ing and currency committee, which
will, at the coming session of congress,
endeavor to have a law passed provid-
fng for credit currency issued by the
national banks. In discussing the mat-
ter FMowler sald that evidence of the
essentinl soundness of underlying busi-
ness conditions was abundant, in spite
of which® public confidence has been
shaken aid eredit seriously affected.

He said to the Associated Press:
“Ihe cange of the currency stringency
is that theye s scattered broadeast
throughont the country—at the mints,
in the wheat, corn and cotton fields, in
the pockets of the people or locked up
— about $1.560,000,000 of the reseive
money of the TUnited States, wost of
whichi under a proper condition would
be in the banks serving as reserve,
¢ & & If these reserves now  seat-
tered brondeast over the land were in
the banks where they properly belong
there would have been no money pan-
fc this fall.”

Powler said that during the past
four months $250,000,000 of reserve
money hig been sent from banks into
the country distriets, and went on: “If
the banks of the country in which the
$250,000,000 had been deposited had
been  authorized to create bank-note
credits as well as bank-book credits,
and they had proceeded to convert this
£250,000,000 of bank-book ecredits Into
bank-note credits, the hank would not
have been affected in any degree or in
any way whatever, and the whole coun-
try would have been amply supplied
with curreney with which to transact
a'l the fall business,

“How could this have. heen done?

Simply by authorizing each bank to
issne enshiers' checks payable to bear-
er, which is a current credit—that Is,
credit that passes by mere delivery,
requiring no Indorsement. By this
process the $250,000,000 of bank-book
credits would have heen converted into
. bank-uote credits, and as the reserves
!required .for both forms of credits
should be the same there could hava
| been no change whatever in the situa-
tion. The bank debt is the same, the
amount of the reserve is the fame. It
has been only o matter of bhookkeep-
ing."

“Cleverality.”

There 18 an story that’ Charlotte
Bronte when a girl of sixteen broke
out angrily at sowe oue who sald she
was always talking about clever peo
ple, such as Johnson and Sherldan.
“Now, you don't know the meaning of
clever,” she said. “Sheridan might be
clever—scamps often are—but Johnson
hadn’t a spark of ‘cleverality’ in him.”
That remark reglly gives the essence
of Johnson and the key to the great
qualities of his work, for In his case
even more than in most the prose was
the man. Whoever wants “cleveral-
ity” had best leave Johnson alone. The
slgnal merit of Johnson's writings is
that he always means what he says
and always says what he means, He
may often have talked for victory, but
except perhaps In the political pam-

phlets he always wrote for truth.—|
