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The New King and Queen of Sweden.

King Gustavus V., who took the
oath of office within a few hours of
his fathers death, on December 8,
has suffered something his father's
fate as Crown Prince. Overshadowed
by the more brilliant gifts and more
attractive personality of the parent,
hie has for years always been spoken
of in a rather disparaging manner
in Spfeden, while in Norway he
hatvested outright hatred in return
for his determined upholding of the
union. On frequent occasions dur-
ing the last decade he has acted as
vice-regent while his father was sick
or traveling and icjthis way he has
found chance to dlsplny qualities
that have gradually changed the
popular regard of him from one of
suspicion toone of hearty respect.
His nearsightedness, his reserve of
manner, his very sincerity and seri-
ous mindedness have militiated
against him, but it [seems probable
that he will prove the very best ruler
Sweden could desire at the present
juncture. He is slow to make up his
mind, and will not do so until he
has searched every phase of the
problem before him, but once he has
come-to a conclusion he pursues his
path without looking to the right or
left.

The new queen was the Princess
Victoria of Baden, through whom,
by a strange play of circumstances,
the claims of the extinct House of
Vasa,—the last direct descendant of
which passed away a few days after
king Oscar, in the person of Carolo,
Dowager-Queen of Saxony, and
daughter of the deposed King Gus-
tavus Adolphus IV, of Sweden,—
may be said to have [§ become
joined with those of the reigning
house of Bernadotte, and through
her, her son, the present Crown
Prince, is a descendant of both
those houses.—I'rom *‘Oscar IIL,
Sweden’s Democratic Monarch,” by
a Swedish-American in the Ameri-’
can Review of Reviews for January

The primary election law pro-
vides that a canidate can spend
money to any extent in but one way
and that publishing the announce-
ment of his candidacy through the
newspapers. Rather the law pro-
hibits a candidate from hiring any-
one to do any work for him, make-
ing two exceptions of hiring persons
to circulate his petitions will not
amount to a great deal and will
be soon concluded. Paying for
space in the newspapers will be
limited only by the size of the

ketbook of the candidate and

and the numbers of newspapérs in

his district and the number of
columns of space they have.

Some are convinced that the new
Towa primary law will result in the
campaign being on a higher basis.
They say that it will be a campaign
of education and that it will result
in practically every newspaper in
the state printing both sides of
every question. LEvery candidate
will feel free to go to any newspaper
with his side of the question in a
political announcement  when he
knows that the newspaper can
legitimately charge him for it and
the law expects him to pay for it.

The thing that i3  bothering
some of the politicians is how can
headquarters be opened when the
law prohibits paying anyone for
his services ontside of the news-
papers and the persons who solicit
signatures to petitions? The can-
didste in fact is somewhat at the
mercy of his friends. He cannot
legally open a headquarters of his
own and conduct literary bureau in
bis own behalf, doing the regular
campaign work of writing letters
and the like unless those who work
for him donate their seryices, or
else unless his friends who are not
candidates come to his relief and
contribute enough to pay expenses
of the campaing. There is nothing
in the law to prohibit those not
candidates but friendly to a candi-
date contributing to the expenses of
his headquarters.—Waterloo Times
Tribune.

Governor A. Cummins, it is re-
ported, may resign and deliver the
reins of government into the hands
of Lieutenant Governor Garst, who
is a candidate for the Republican
nomination for governor. This move,
it is said, i8 being seriously consid:
ered by the governor as the most
advantageous, in view of the situa-
tion on the political checker board
in lowa. QGoyernor Cummins would
gain a great deal by resigning. It
would, in the first place, remove him
from the embarrassing position of
appointing himself to the United
States senate in case any casualty
should remove Senator Allison. Then
it would give Lieutenant Governor
Garst an inside track for the pomin-
ation fight, which Cammins wishes
him to win; and it would relieve
Cummins from the affairs of state to’
devote all his time to his campaign
for the nomination on the Republi-
can ticket for United States senator.
The rumored effort of Leslie M.
Shaw to get the lowa delegation for
the presidential nomination puts an-
other interesting phase in the Towa
situation.  Politicians who claim
they are in position to know, declare
that Shaw is an avowed candidate
for the Republican nomination for
president and will ask the Iowa del-
egation,

~Priscllla H, Drone {n the Churchman,
Wood for Paper Costs
Millions,

Twenty-Six

Mo-day there is a general com-

plaiat among publishers that print-
ing paper is constantly growing
dearer. In tho Mididle West many
Jocal papers are roising their sub-
scription price 50 per cent in order
to pay for the paper. From the time
when Gutenberg first used movoble
type 1unds of wool to the present
day of metripolitan papers, some of
which consume the product of acres
of spruce in a single edition, print-
ing has in very Lirge degree depend-
ed upon the forest.
In face of a threatened shortage
of timber, the amonnt of wood con-
sumo | each year for pulp has in-
croased since 1899 from 2 million to
34 million cords. The year 1900
murked an increase of 93,000 cords
in the imports of pulpwood the
lngcst average value per cord for all
kinds, and a consumption greater
by 469,053 cords than that of any
preyious year.

Spruce, the wood from which in
1899 three-fourths of the pulp was
manufactured, is still the leading
wood, but it now produces a little
less than 70 per cent of the total.
How well Spruce is suited to the
miunufacture of pulp is shown by
the fact that during a period in
which the total quantity of wood
used has doubled and many new
woods have been introduced, the
proportion of spruce pulpwood has
remained nearly constant in spite
of the drains upon the spruce
forests for other purposes. During
this time three different woods,
from widely separated regions, have
in turn held the rank of leader in
the lumber supply.

Since 1899 poplar, which for years
was used in connection with spruce
to the exclusion of all other paper
paper woods, has increased in total
quantity less than 100,000 cords,
and is now outranked by hemlock.
Pine, balsam and cottenwood are
used in much smaller smounts.

New York alone consumes each
year over a million and a quarter
cords of wood in the manufacture of
pulp, or more than twice as much as
Maine, which ranks next. Wiscon-
sin, New Hampshire, Pennsylvania,
and Michigan follow is the order
given. Sixty per cent of the wood
used in New York was imported
from elsewhere, and even so the sup-
ply appears to be waning, since the
total consumption for the State
shows a small decrease since 1905,
whereas the other States named have
all increased their consumption.
Other States important in the pro-
duction of pulp are: Massachusetts,
Minnesota, Ohio, Oegon, Vermont,
Virginia, and West Virginia.

The average cost of Pulp deliver-
ed at the mill was $7.21. The total
value of the wood consumed in 1906
was $206,400,000. The chief item
determining the price of paper is
the cost of pulp. An exampleof the
increased price of paper is found in
the case of a publisher of a daily in
the Middle West, who recently paid
$1,200 for a carload of per. The
same quantity and grade of paper
cost a year ggo but $800.

The chemical process of paper
making, which better preserve the
wocd fiber, are gaining over the
mechanical process. 1In 1899, 65
per cent of the wood was reduced by
the mechanical process; in 1906, less
than 50 per cent.

All importations of wood for pulp
are from Canada, and comptised, in
1900, 739,000 cords, nearly all of
which was spruce. Four and a half
million dollars’ worth of pulp was
n |importantin 1906, a slight falling
off from 1905,

THE DRAGON FLY.

Before Taking to the Air It Lives In
the Water.

The dragon fly lives in the water dur-
Ing one stage of its life and in the air
during another. The eggs are lald on
the leaves of water plants. When the
larva of n dragon fly appears it Is a
very queer creature indeed. In the
first place, It wears a mask, which
eonceals Jts mandibles, or jaws, and
when it sces anything that It would
llke to capture for Its dinner it sud-
denly unfolds this mask and throws it
forward. It has two sharp claws that
Instantly scize the prey.

It also draws in and sends forth wa-
ter, moving in this way, and taking in
the air in the water for breathing pur-
poses. I'or nearly a year it lives In
the water world. Then on spme fine
May or June day it climbs up the stem
of some tall water plant that rises
above the surface and in about two
hours throws off the old ugly body and
darts away—an inhablitant of the alr
world for the rest of its life—on four
gossamer wings, glittering with many
beautiful colors like'those of shining
silver and bronze.

It flles ns swiftly as a swallow -and
has a long, slender body and large
eyes, cut with many sides like a dia-
mond, and on a sunshiny day you may
see many of them catching thelr prey
on the wing. If you should put it back
into the water world of its childhood
It would die.

THE OYSTERMAN.

His Work Is Hard, and the Returns
Are Often Meager.

The life of an oysternian Is by no
means an easy one. At the first sign
of dawn In all kinds of weather except
when the river is frozen the oysterman
leaves his home and if the breeze s
falr salls to the oyster grounds. If not
he rows the six or eight miles to his
working grounds. Arrivihg there, he
drops his anchor and puts his tongs
overboard.

All day long he manipulates them
with varying results. Sometimes he
finds n particularly good bed, and the
tongs will bring up oysters each time
they are put overboard, but more often
there are more stones and shells in the
tongs than there are good oysters, and
the day’s work I8 poor.

The cateh Is then culled—that is, all
undersized oysters and shells are clean-
ed ont and thrown overbourd. At lenst
this Is what Is supposed to be done;
but, judging from the cargoes often
brought here, the law Is very often a
dead letter. YWhen the catch 1s culled
it is sold to the river boats and by
them brought to market. Few oyster-
men market their own catch, but some
own the river boats In which they are
brought to market.—\Washington:Star.
