A FEAT IN PHOTOGRAPHY. 

Daring Descent to Get a View of an 
Qsprey's Nest.

being not far from the neat as seen 
from below. So i retraced my HjL&s 
and, regaining my rope, was liamed 
up for a third time. During this, op­
eration I passed a ledge where a pere­
grine falcon was nesting. The old 
female swept close aroiihd with .shrill 
cries and eventually alighted on the 
sandy shelf of rock wlUiin a few feet 
of me and. with outspread wings and 
every feather standing oil end, low­
ered her bead aud screamed furiously, 

have no doubt 1 was close to her 
ouiig, but I had more serious work In 

hand, and so I left her alone. 
I now made my fourth and last 

descent and found myself immediate­
ly over the nest, but before I could go 
down to it the party handling the rope 
had to work their way down toward 
me. since the rope was too short. Fi­
nally I reached the nest, an enormous 
mass of big sticks measuring more 
than live feet across and doubtless the 
result of many years' work. Iu it were 
two eggs much incubated. By stand­
ing on a ledge close to the nest and 
pressing the camera between my body 
and the face of the cliff I was able to 
take some long time exposures with 
fairly good results. It was near sun­
set, and the cliff was In deep shadow, 
which did not facilitate uiy task. Be­
tween the shaly nature of the cliff, the 
slippery terraces covered with loose 
soil and stones and the detestable 
prickly pears I never had a more un­
pleasant or arduous task on a cliff be­
fore. liut I have lived to endure worse 
experiences, although not so painfully 
protracted as were these. 

My very curt entry in my diary sum­
marizes the whole job thus: "Bad shale 
cliffs, vertical and dangerous. Height 
over sea, 100 feet. Top of cliff, 310 
feet. The worst bit of rope work I 
ever did." 

With regard to the prickly pears, It 
was many months before the last of 
the poisonous spines I had collected in 
various parts of my body consented to 
come out, and then ouly after first fos­
tering.-—London Saturday Review.

HER FIRST SPEECH. 

it Wasn't the One She Learned, but 
It Won the Crowd. 

It was the first appearance in public 
of Ada C. Sweet of Chicago, United 
States commissioner of pensions under 
President Grant and one of the first 
women in the movement for equal po­
litical rights for the sexes. When the 
civil war broke out she was living with 
her parents iu the village of Lombard, 
now a suburb of Chicago, and was 
ihosen to present to the boys of the 
Lombard company u silk tlag which the 
womeu of the place had made with 
their own fair hands. 

The literary woman of the village 
had written for the occasion a beauti­
ful presentation speech, in which the 
soldiers were adjured to "take the fair 
Hag into which your wives, daughters 
aud sweethearts have sewed fond btipes 
and tearful prayers for your safe re­
turn, carry It through the smoke and 
shell of battle free from the stain of. 
dishonor and the rents of defeat "and: 
bear it home victorious ut the end of 
the war." 

"I thought." says Miss Sweet, "that 
I had learned that piece up and down, 
backward and forward, inside and ouV 
hut on the great day itself, when the 
band ceased playing and nu awful 
hush fell upon, the crowd and every 
face was turned expectautly tip to 
mine, it was different. I opened my 
mouth—and* paused. The literary-lady 
creaked forward in her chair ajul whls-
pered«loadJijr. 

thresh ine like 
*n knife, hut left me still speechless*- \ 
set :^y ; teeth, ~stepped decisively for-
ward and* pushed the flag iuto the. 
hands of the nearest soldier. Then 1 
spoke. .Every word of that speech had 
left me, but I knew what it meant. 
" 'Soldiers of Lombard,' I said In a 

desperate voice that must..have been 
heard to the utmost confines of the 
crowd, 'here's your flag! Don't get it 
dirty! Don't tear it! Aud be sure to 
bring It back!' 

"A shout rose from that crowd such 
as no orator before or since has ever 
evoked from a crowd in those-parts. 
The first thing 1 knew 1 was riding on 
the shoulders of two soldiers, while 
the whole company pressed about me, 
with waving hats, and my father was 
leaning over toward me from the back 
of tils big horse and calliug me his 
'own origiual girl,' while the teal's 
rolled dowu his cheeks with laughter. 

"As long as I lived in the village of 
Lombard I never dared to meet square­
ly the vengeful eyes of the literary lady 
who had written that presentation 
speech."—St. Louis Republic.

province of New York, died ou July 1 
1731. In the New York Gazette of May 
8, 1732, is the following advertisement 
the first of the kind: 

"On Thursday, June 1, at 3 o'clock 
In the afternoon, will begin to be sold 
at public auction a collection of valua­
ble books belonging to the library of 
Ills excellency John Montgomerie, Esq., 
lato governor of New York, etc., de­
ceased.

Not the Same Thing as the Prooess 
Usually Followed. 

The proper method of gargling Is 
thus described by a writer In the Med-
lcnl ltecord: 

"Tbe patient (at Urst uuder the guid­
ance of a physician) .should sit well 
back iu a chair, take a swallow of wa­
ter iu tbe mouth and bend the bead as 
fur back as possible. 

"Now be must protrude the tongue 
from the mouth (the tip of the tongue 
may be grasped with a handkerchief) 
and In this posture with protruding' 
tongue he must try to swallow tbe wa­
ter. Tbe physician should control tbe 
patient's vain efforts, for It Is Impossi­
ble to swallow under such circum­
stances. 

"The patient has tbe sensation as it 
he actually had swallowed tbe water. 
Now he must start to gargle, to exhale 
air slowly. One can see plainly the 
bubbling of tlie fluid In the wide open 
pharynx. 

"After gargling thus for awhile the 
patient Is ordered to close the mouth 
and quickly throw head and body for­
ward. Thereby all the fluid Is forced 
thtough the clioanoe and nostrils, 
washing the throat aud nose from be­
hind aud expelling all the accumula­
tions that lulV. been present with great 
force. 

"This should be repeated several 
times, as tlie llret trial is uot always 
successful and satisfactory. It Is an 
act that must be learned. 

"When properly executed the sensa­
tion, as the patient will assure you, Is 
that of great relief not had by any 
other method. It will be wise for the 
practitioner to try tbe method first 011 
himself. Even small children wbo are 
ut all clever learn the method readily 
aud rather enjoy It."

We may therefor* 
substitute the equivalent chemical ex­
pressions for tbe ordinary terms we 
have .employed and say that orange, 
cinnamon, violet aad musk owe their 
perfume to aldehydes and acetone*, 
aromatic liquids derived from the alco­
hols, just as tbe artificial essence of 
pineapple comes from butyric ether. 
We have, then, to ask whether the Ira­
nian body can produce odorous com­
pounds of tbe kind we have mentioned 
and under what conditions. As a mat­
ter of fact It does produce a certain 
number of such compounds In the de­
struction of organic matter, which Is 
the constant condition of life, in par­
ticular acetones and the volatile, fatty 
acids, butyric, formic, acetic, etc. If 
the process of combustion Is normal all 
these constituents are burned up, com­
pletely oxidized, and give as a residue 
water, carbonic acid and urea. But let 
some slackening occur In the Inmost 
nutrition of the tissues and the sam* 
constituents will escape through the 
breath, perspiration and tbe skin."

MAGIC MIRRORS. Hi 

Peculiar Effects In 80m. of the Pi 
iih.d Bronx. R.fl.etor«. 

Now and then mirrors of a curloue 
kind iire seen In Europe.' They are 
called "inafelc mirrors" and are of Jap­
anese origin, made not of glass silver­
ed, but of cost bronze, polished on the 
face and bearing on the back raif 
patterns. Inscriptions, symbolical de-
slgus, crests or pictures. When ex­
posed to a bright beam ot light from 
tbe sun or from an electric lamp they 
reflect In the light from their polished 
face the Image of the pattern on their 
backs.. 

Tills Is a purely optical property and 
has of course nothing In common with 
tbe fortune telling magic crystals ot 
tbe astrologer or the alleged magic 
mirrors of necromancy, yet it long puz­
zled tbe scientific optician and even 
now Is little known or believed. The 
researches of various scientific 11 
have established the fact tbat the phe­
nomenon Is due to very minute differ­
enced of curvature In the polished face, 
differences so minute that they do not 
affect tbe ordinary uBe ot tbe mirror 
as a looking glass and that can be de­
tected ouly by delicate optical tests. 

The only remaining mystery has 
been as to bow these delicate differ­
ences of curvature were produced in 
exact correspondence to the pattern on 
the back. The makers themselves are 
often In Ignorance ot the magic prop­
erty and do not know which of their 
mirrors possess It and which do not 
The mirrors are cast In molds and aft­
erward polished by hand, and It is 
held by scientific men that the differ­
ence of curvature la caused by the met­
al's yielding unequally under that pres­
sure of tl^K tools used in scraping and 
polishing, tbe thin parts naturally 
bending more than the thick. This ac­
counts for the mirrors' becoming 
magic.—Chicago News.
