times a most sacred thing, His eyes
seemed dimmed for a moment, as
he said, “Then I lose my vote?” and
with a marked tone of grief. After
a short conference, the judges, in
their’ kindness, marked his ballot
“Defaced” and gave him another,
and his appreciation was more than
evident. However, it was neccessary
for him, after having been in the
booth for several minutes, to call
two of the judges to assist him in
looking over the names of the can-
didates and inform him as to the
proper method of voting.
