It is true
the president and Secretary Taft
have never advocated the popular
election of senators. They seem to
tike the Hamiltonian, rather than.

object the election of senators by
the direst vote. Tt has five times
been endorsed by the national house
of representatives—three tinies when
the house of representatives was re-
publican.

Republicans ‘‘In Full Retreat.’’

Under the caption, “In Full Re-
treat,” Bryan, in the next issue of
the Commoner, will discuss the re-
publican convention as follows:

“Republicans who attended’ the
national convention as spectatorsand
joined in the demonstration in favor
‘of President Roosevelt and Senator
La Follette, must have felt indignant
‘as'they watched the panic-stricken
delegates running over each other-
in their effort to get. away from. the.
¥ r:r*én‘szw}e‘zafﬁfe;'s&?of‘?&m%;
had been endorsed by the President
himself.  Congressman Cooper of
Wisconsin, representing the La Fol-
lette men, brought in the  minority.
report signed by himself alone,while
fifty-two members of the committee
signed the majority report and one
signed the minority.. The republi-
can party will find the ratio of fifty-
two to one very embarrassing to
deal with in the coming campaign.

“Cooper’s report contained a de-
_ claration in favor of publicity as to
the campaign funds. It was lost,
880 to 94, more than nine to one,
and yet the president has been ad-
vocating legislation in favor of pub-
licity a8 to the campaign contribu-
tions, and Taft wrote a letter to Bur-
rows advocating the passage of the
publicity bill. How fortunate it
was that Taft’s letter was finally dis-
covered and published: Burrows,
the man to whom the Paft letter was
addressed, was temporary chairman
of the convention, and the conven-
tion over which he presided turned
down the publicity plank nine to
one. Who will deny that, on this
subject, the republican party is re-
treating?

“Another plank of the La Follette
platform authorizes the ascertain-
ing of the value of railroads. This
plank was lost, 917 to 60, nearly 15
to 1, and yet President Roosevelt has
advocated  this very proposition.
Here i8 a retreat on the railroads
question. In another column refer-
ence is made to the injunction plank,

Tho injunction plank adopted by the
republican convention is a retreat

{rom the position taken by the pres:
ident and from the position taken by
Taftin his speeches although neither
of them went as far as they ought to
have gone in their effort to preyent
what is known as ‘government by
‘injunction.’ Here is the third retreat.

“The president has advocated the

income tax as'a means of preventing
swotlen fortunes and of equalizing
the burdens of government. The
republican platform is silene on the
ubject. ~ Was the president right
iu the position he took?

Millions of
republicans have' enlisted at -the
president’s ‘call “to arms and are
ready to march forward; will they
furl ‘their hanners and ‘turnjpback
merely because the president acqui-
esces in the sounding of a retreat?”

Samuel Gompers, president of
the American Federation'of Labor,
left Chicago indignant at 'the treat-
ment received by his cause, and by
himself personally. Here are some
of the things he said:

YAfter the treatment accorded me
by the resolutions committee—
which was most. shabby—and "the
absolute ignoring of our wishes in
making up the platform,” said Gom-
pers, “one would have thought the
attitude of the party had been ade-
quately expressed regarding labor.

“Ividently afraid, however, that
some one might still suspect them of
being in slight measure favorable to
our cause, they finally clinched the
matter by nominating Sherman,
With that accomplished none of the
enemies ‘of labor need have any fear
in supporting the, Republican can-
didates and platform.

“For President a man is nomi-
nated who, while ‘a Federal judge,
used the powers of injunction
against the labor interests whenever
he saw fit, and for Vice-President we
are offered the owner of the Utica
ice trust, a man who has always
talked and voted against everything
that was even slightly to benefit the
union labor cause. :

“With such candidates,  and such
a platform, can any one' be sur-
prised that the Federation /of Labor
is going to Denver to submit their
demands to the Democratic conven-
tion? Tt is certain that we cannot
be treated any worse there.”
