Living Lights of the Sea. 
One of the marine curiosities fished 

from the bottom of the Indian oce; 
by a dredging vessel chartered by the 
Calcutta Society of Natural History 
was a mammoth sea crab, which con­
tinually emitted a bright white light, 
similar to that seen in the spasmodic-
Sashes of phosphorescent luminosity 
kindled by the common fireflies. The 
oddity was captured 111 daytime and 
placed in a large tank, nothing pecul 
tar except Its Immense size being no­
ticeable in the broad glare of the 
tropical suu. At night, however, when 
all was in pitchy darkness, the crab 
surprjsed the naturalists by lighting 
UP the tank so that all tho other sea 
creatures, great and small, occupying 
the same tank could be plainly seen. 
When tho luminous crustacean was 
prodded with n pole he emitted flashes 
of Jlght, which enabled the experi­
