John Porter was born in Colchest­

er, Vermont, May 14, 1822. And died 
very suddenly at the home of his 
son E. B. Porter, June 27, 1909. Aged 
87 years, 1 month and 13 days. Mr. 
Porter came west in 1854, settling 
in Garden Prairie, Illinois. He was 
married to Anvernette Boomer July 
1, 1846. From Garden Prairie he 
went to Chicago, where he built and 
sold many houses in what is now 
the heart of that great city. Thence 
he went to Waukegan, 111., and Bel-
vue, Iowa, and came to Delhi in 1854, 
Witfi the exception of one year 1859 
which he spent at Pike's Peak, he 
has resided continuously in the one 
home at Delhi for 50,years.
