THE TAX ON SALT. 

Ono of the Thingo That Started the 
Frcnch Revolution. 

Before the French revolution the 
government established warehouses at 
which the inhabitants were compelled 
to purchase their stores of salt. These 
warehouses were numerous in some 
provinces and few iu others; but, 
whether sufficient or insufficient for 
the needs of the population, they were 
often situated at a considerable dis­
tance from the towns and villages, 
whose inhabitants had to trudge miles 
along bad roads to buy their salt. 

But this was not all. It wan Pre­
scribed by law that the head of every 
family must lay in his stock of salt not 
at such times us might suit his own 
convenience, but on one stated day iu 
the year. Should lie fail iu this ob­
servance he was fined, and lie was also 
fined if lie purchased a smaller quan­
tity than the law prescribed. 

His hardships (lid liot stop even 
there. On maUin? his annual purchase 
he had to state the different purposes 
for which the intended to use the salt 
during thfr ensuing year, and in the 
event of his being discovered salting 
his soup instead of his pork according 
to his statement or his porlf Instead of 
his soup on the day he had named he 
was also liable to a fine. His kitchen 
was never secure from the intrusion of 
the inspecting otflrcr, and woe to the 
housewife who was detected in any 
petty infraction of this law.

art pretenders. This particular one was 
sold to Louis XIV. of France for $12.V 
000. 

Stolen with other jewels In 1702. the 
Sancl disappeared for thirty-six years. 
A Jeweler came by it, and Prince Dem-
Jdoff purchased it for his wife. Twen­
ty years later she let it go to Jamset-
;lee Jeejeeboy. a rich merchant of Bom­
bay. Again It appeared at a Paris 
jeweler's shop and was sold to the 
inaharajuh of Puttllala. He. too, caiuc 
upon hard times. It was from a Lou­
don jeweler that William Waldorf As-
tor bought it for his son's bride.-J-

' THE SPIDER
