It was a revelation t
me, Though I had known=that cli-
mate is but a smal]l per cemt in the
treatment of tuberculosis, yet I was
not prepared to find that itds of so
little value unless other things arc
equal,

sumptives going to these climates
were sooner or later disillusioned anc
that climate was a mirage in the des-
ert, and instead of securing rellef and
betterment the conditions were*such,

DOCTORING EGGS TO ORDER

Proprietors of Cuban Restaurants Are
by No Means Absolutely Devold
of Guile.

“I have been taking fruit and some
salt fish for my hreakfast practically
every morning,” sald the young man
in the window seat of the restaurant,
sipping his coffee with an air aof con-
tent. “It's fine to be in a place where
one can get the sort of breakfast one
wishes, instead of eternal soft holled
eggs that form the only provendes one
may get in the morming. That soft-
bolled egg statement takes in a:large
part of the globe, but my grievance
at the moment Is sgainst Havana,
where I have been kept for two or
three months. The eggs are not even
what we would call soft-boiled, but are
in Spanish parlance, pasados por
agua, or passed through water, and
are not even heated. In the Quban
capital I got en tp a shrewd trick of
what we would call the Yankee vari-
ety. Many fussy patrons of Cuban
cafes wish to make sure that they get
fresh native eggs, not imported onea
of unknown age. Cuban eggs always
are laid {n muddy nests and by the
mud stains they may be _reconlud.
I noticed that a walter from one or
the big places in the Prado went into

filled a tray with nice fresh Cubag
mud. After placing this eut or sight
behind the bar, he cg:alnlly arranged

upon, gt white eggs, preaumnhlx fresh.
from ‘their coverings of lime. Whens
ever g partijcular customer in this
testaurant made a special demand for
some Cuban eggs he was sure to fingd
what appeared to be the real article,
