QUEENSLAND'S WATER TREES 

Wise Provision of Nature That Is One 
of th< Curiosities of the 

Region. . 

One of the curiosities in natnrai his­
tory in the colony of Queensland is 
the provision by nature of a supply of 
water, in the roots of certain trees. 
On these roots the aborigines former­
ly depended for their water for sev­
eral months of the year. 

There are several kinds of trees in 
Queensland from which water can 
be obtained, Including three species 
of eucalyptus, and the kurrajong. The 
eucalypti consists of a gum, which Is 
the largest, of the back country trees, 
a box and mallee. The llrst named is 
the most preferred, as yfelding the 
greatest quantity. This tree resem­
bles the red gum. In appearance, the 
leaves being a little narrower and of 
a silvery color. It grows chiefly on 
sandy or light loamy, soil and throws 
out numerous lateral roots at a depth 
of about nine Inches from the sur­
face of the ground. The position of 
these roots was ascertained by the 
blacks by repeatedly Jabbing the 
points of a spear or sharpened stick 
in the soft earth at a distance of about 
six or eight feet from the trunk of 
the tree. The soil was then removed 
with a wooden shovel for some 20 
feet or more and the root cut oft at 
either end. This was then cut up 
Into lengths of about 18 Inches, the 
bark knocked off and the lengths stood 
on end In some receptacle to contain 
water. In many cases the blacks used 
a bag made of the entire skin of the 
male wallaby. As soon as all these 
pieces were placed un end the opera­
tor. beginning with the first placed, 
put the end in his mouth, and by a 
vigorous puff expelled the remaining 
water. The size of the roots chosen 
was, with the bark on, about the thick-
hess of a man's wrist. The larger 
ones being more woody and less por­
ous, contain little or no water. The 
water is beautifully clear, cool, and 
free from any unpleasant taste or 
imell.

METH0DS OF THE HOOKWORM 

Parasite a Moat Obnoxious* Quest In 

f Body. 

The hookworm's motto might well 
be, multum In parvo; compacted 
within Its ttny body, leBs than an Inch 
long and looking like a bit of soiled 
coarse thread, are well-developed or­
gans—mouth, esophagus, intestinal ca­
nal, various glands, etc., to which the 
female adds capacity for several thou­
sand eggs. 

The mouth is cup shaped and bor­
dered by a flattened rim that can be 
squeezed up snugly against the intes­
tine of its host during feeding, and 
the strong, muscular esophagus thus 
becomes a powerful and effective suc­
tion pump. Inside the mouth are two 
pairs of sharp 'chltlnous lancets, and 
prominent at the rim is a single 
stlletto-like fang, the 'conical dorsal 
tooth/ with a long gland at its base. 
When the hookworm is ready to eat, it 
presses its mouth disk against the in­
testine, draws a tiny piece of the mu­
cous membrance into its mouth, and 
punctures it with its lancets and 
fang. Through the minute holes thus 
made the blood is sucked out. The 
punctures are' repeated many times 
in the course ot a meal, finally rid­
dling the bit of mucous membrance 
with holes, if q,ot actually gougin» it 
out. After the .worm has dropped off.

It is possible that 
some may see a reference to this 
widespread fiction in the Roman folk 
story "Filiriasrata." Rut there cad be 
but little doubt that the origin must 
be sought for in some of the oldest 
and most universal of primitive be* 
llefs, those, namely, which related to 
the sympathetic connection between 
the fertility of certain forms of plant 
race. The subject Is, however, at 
once too largo and too recondite to be 
more than referred to. The associa­
tion of parsley with death is more ex­
plicit. It Is pointed out that the 
name of the ill-fated son of Lycurgus, 
from whose blood the plant was fabled 
to have sprung, has the meaning of 
'doom bringer," and that this in itself 
indicated parsley as essentially a 
death plant. It was therefore in prac­
tically universal use for strewing the 
grhves of th© dead—so universal, in­
deed, that it became a conventiona1 

phrase with regard to,any one in "ar-
ticulo mortis" that the next thing he 
would need would be parsley (for his 
grave)—"to be In need of parsley" 
came to be a recognized periphrasis 
for "to be on the point of death."— 
London Globe.

JAPAN MUSHROOM GROWING 

Attention Paid to the Preparation of 
the Soil—The Main 

Crop. 

The Japanese have an Interesting 
method of growing a kind of mush­
room known as the wood mufehroom, 
agaricus shitakc. 

friiis species, which is much prized 
as a food in Japan, is related to the 
so-called lioney fungus, a species very 
destructive to the roots of trees and 
woody plants. This latter species, it 
may be noted, is one of the causeB of 
phosphorescence in decayiug wood. 

The Japanese method of growing 
their mushroom seems to consist en­
tirely in preparing the ground for It. 
A coppice of red oak, beech or chest­
nut of some twenty years growth is 
cut down just after the fall of the 
leaf. The wood is then left lying for 
10^ days. It is then cut Into lengths 
of three or four feet and the logs are 
iacerated with lafge pruning knives. 
Spores settle on the wounded parts 
and the mycelium of the fungus 
spreads through the tissues of the 
wood. 

Next year a crop of mushrooms 
springs up. The production of mush­
rooms may go on for six years, but 
the main crop is gathered the second 
year. The attempt is now being made 
to cultivate tbe wood mushroom in 
Germany in the Japanese manner. 

" First Uae of Iron. 
As a result of his interebting Investi­

gations, Dr. Rldgeway concludes that 
the smelting of iron originated in cen­
tral Europe, and especially In the rer 
gion known as Noricism, equivalent to 
modern Austria and Havaria. 

In Egypt it can be traced back to 
the ninth century B. C., and in Libya 
to about 450 J3. C. First mention of its 
use in China goes buck to 400 H. C. 
while in Uganda it is said to have 
been in use only some five or six cen­
turies. 

The above date for the first use of 
iron in Egypt refers to the metal ob­
tained by smelting. The use of nati7e 
iron in the form of meteorites dateB 
back to remote antiquity. The weapons 
made from these were obtained, like 
flint implements, by chipping. And it 
is interesting to remember that recent 
investigations have shown that the 
iron of many meteorites is a'sort of 
natural steel. 

A Careless Messenger 
After a messenger boy had eaten 

bis lunch In a Pearl street restau­
rant in the New York financial dls« 
trict, Harry Hohrer, the manager, 
found a package on the table, and op­
ening It he discovered that it con­
tained $23,000 in currency and ulso 
sufficient negotiable securities to 
make a total of $50,000. From the 
papers in the package be believed the 
valuables belonged to the state bank, 
a few doors away, and hurried there 
with the money. The cashier quickly 
Identified the parcel and Bohrer wae 
flven a reward. 

A Noble Tree. 
I wish those persons who view 

Chantilly, and are fond of fine tree, 
would not forget to ask for the great 
beech; this is the finest I ever saw 
straight as an arrow, and as I guess, 
not less that 80 or 90 feet high; 40 
feet to tbe first branch, and 12 feet 
diameter at five from the ground. It 
is in all respects one of the finest 
trees that can anywhere be met with. 
Two others are near it but not equal 
to this superb one. The forest around 
Chantilly is immense, spreading far 
and wide; the Paris road crosses It 
lor ten miles, which is Its least ex­
tent. — Arthur Young. "Travels in

DEPOSIT EGGS |N THE SEA 

Manner In Which Eele Are Bred la a 
Recent Discovery Made 

by Scientists. 

The. Straits of Messina ate channels 
of. imm«nse depth, through which a 
wide tide surges, ami owing probably 
to irregularities at the bottom there 
are whirling eddies which have the ef­
fect of bringing up l'rom the depths be­
low many marine creatures which are 
rarely seen except In the deep sea 
trawls. 

It was here that the larval form of 
a fresh water eel was first discovered, 
an incident which threw a blaze of 
light on the life history of a very mys­
terious fish. 

All kinds of theories had been given 
forth with regard to the propagation 
of the eel. Some naturalists declared 
they bred in fresh water, others that 
they visited the estuary-for spawning 
purposes, hut thanks to the discovery 
off Messina* and later captures of the 
eel in its larval form It is now prac­
tically certain that after mature eelB 
drop down our rivers in autumn they 
hie them to exceedingly deep water in 
the sea and there deposit their eggs/ 

From the egg comes a little ribbon* 
shaped creature, the larval form. In 
due course this changes into an eel of 
still smaller size, stvange to say, and 
these small eels or elvers afterward 
usceud our rivers and there remain 
until they reach maturity, when they 
in their turn descend to the sea and 
history is repeated.
