U. S. Supreme Court Denies Writ
of Certiorari.

DOES NOT EXPLAIN REASON

80 Soon as Tribunal’s Order Is En-
tered Aged Prisoner Will Be
Taken to Leaven-
worth,

Washington, Jan. 18.—It' was Chief
Justice Fuller in person who sent in
the order that lett only an appeal to
the president between John R. Walsh,
the former Chicago banker, and the
Leavenworth penitentiary.

The order was sent down at 2:30
o'clock, and three minutes later a tele-
gram had been sent to the district at-
torney at Chicago that his victory in
the famous case was complete: Mr.

John R. Walsh,

to him as soon as it was handed down.
Also Mr. SIms had left instructions for
a certified copy of the order, in the
event it was against Walsh, to be hur-
rled to Chicago as soon as possible
after that order was entered, and the
first train westward bore the docu-
ment that is virtually Walsh’s commit-
ment to the Leavenworth prison.

The order of the court goes to the
clreuit court of appeals at Chicago,
and as soon as it is entered a man-
date will be sent down to the district
court, where Walsh was tried, and as
soon’as that is issued the commitment
of Walsh will issue, and unless there
be an appeal to the president he will
be sent at once to Leavenworth. The
effect of the order ‘entered was that
the'court declared that Walsh had had
a fair and impartial trial, despite all
his complaints of prejudlce the admis-
slon of improper evidence and the
lonl briefs of Attorney John S. Miller.
