LOCUSTS SAID TO BE COMING 

State officials have S6nt out a 
warning to Iowa farmers to be on 
their guard against the arrival in the 
spring time of the seventeen-year lo­
custs, which will make- their appear­
ance in these parts shortly after a 
prolonged absence. . 

It is stated by authorities that 
some time within a few weeks the lo­
custs will come from the south and 
deposit their eggs to be hatched in 
the early spring and even now the 
state entomologists are urging. the 
farmers to give their trees a coat 
which will prove a tenefit to them. 

The farmers throughout the state 
are warned by the officials to guard 
against these destructive vermin and 
to put a coating of some material ob­
jectionable to the locusts that , will 
drive them away. In their report the 
entomologists call special attention to 
the injury wrought by these pests, 
which have destroyed many trees and 
killed off hundreds of new orchards 
and:nurseries. 

Gypsy and brown tall moths are al­
so other destructive lnsectsi that have 
of late made their appearance in 
West Virginia. These moths are gen­
erally found in England and they like 
locusts, prove very destructive to the 
fruit treeq, and the farmers attention 
is also called in the report to keep 
a carefi^l-t lookout for these insects-.
