The tariff tangle with Canada 
iwhich President Taft has taken In 
hand is bf importance chiefly "because 
of the multitude of American farmers 
that are crossing into the Canadian 
northwest. Most conservative esti­
mates of their nhmber place it at 
160,000 for 1910. Some say as many 
as 250,000- will oross. These are all 
expert farmers and their places'In the 
United States are being Oiled by un­
trained men from Europe and from 
the cities. Canada Is gaining rapidly 
la agricultural Importance and within 
a. few years the .United States will 
have to call on the Dominion for 
wheat. Production of wheat in the 
United States 1b not keeping pace with 
the population. A tariff war would 
complicate the problem of getting 
food. Even, now 'Canadian "termers 
are getting higher prices for their cat­
tle on the hoof, and Candlan house­
wives are paying leas for meat tn the 
butoher shops than farmers and house­
wives are receiving and paying- In the 
United States. The tariff on cattle 
and wheat must be removed' as be­
tween the two countries before long."

The Week 5 
in Congress 

In the Senate Thursday a spirited 
debate on the provisions of the rail­
road bill authorizing the making of 
rates was engaged in by Senators Clay, 
Brlstow, Cummins, Crawford, Bailey, 
Aldrlch, Borah, Root and ' Heyburn. 
The small number of Democratic 
members In attendance in the House 
during most of the session made it Im­
possible for the insurgents to' score 
victories over the regular Republicans. 
An amendment was adopted to include 
telegraph and' telephone companies 
within the scope ot the Interstate com­
merce law. 

The first test vote on the railroad 
bill was had in the Semite Friday and 
resulted tn a victory for the adminis­
tration members. The Cummins 
amendment, which would require all 
traffic agreements made between rail­
roads, and all rates, fares and charges 
to be approved In advance by tbe In­
terstate Commerce Commission', was 
defeated by a vote of twenty-nine to 
thirty-five.' Eleven Republican's, most 
of them from the Insurgent ranks, 
and eighteen Democrats, voted for the 
Cummins provision. All of the' votes 
against It were cast- by Republicans. 
In the House the railroad bill was 
under consideration 'also. Numerous 
amendments were offered, most of 
which werfe voted down. An amend­
ment making provision that the physi­
cal valuation of' railroad properties 
shall be ascertained was offered by 
Mr. Madden of Illinois and adopted 
after an extended discussion. The 
provision adopted - yesterday for the 
inclusion of' telegraph and telephone 
companies Within the scope of the In­
terstate Commerce law was further 
amended so as to permit of different 
charges being made for press dis­
patches and for night'messages than 
are made for commercial dispatches. 

Vhe acceptance by Congress ot i 
statue of Francis H. Pierpont from the 
State of West Virginia, for'the per­
manent exhibition in statuifry hall at 
tbe capitol, was the occasion of eulo­
gies In the Senate "Saturday. The 
House accepted the Pierpont statue 
and heard eulogies. Several hours 
were also devoted to the. passage of 
several private claim bills. > 

In addition to considering the 'rail­
road, b(ll two hours, the Senate Monday 
discussed at length and passed the bill 
creating a bureau, of mines In the In­
terior Department The Mil had re­
ceived the sanction ot the House and 
now only requires the signature of the 
President The long and short haul 
amendment to .the railroad bill. pre­
pared by Senator Dixon was the sub­
ject of lively debate it was "suspen-
sion day" in.the House and numerous 
bills were passed. Among them were 
measures to Increase the personnel of 
the engineer corps of the army, to pro­
vide for additional lighthouse equip­
ment • and to 'build a monument at 
Midway, G^., to the memory-of Gen­
eral" Stewart, of revolutionary fame, 
the: great-great-grandfather of former 
President Roosevelt.

53,971 members were benefited and 
432 were not. Three hundred and for­
ty-one of these strikes were won, fif­
ty-seven were compromised and 104 
were lost" At the close of the year 
there were still sixty-four strikes 
pending., 
, United Brewery Workers at Cincin­
nati have gained a' flat increase of tZ 
a week, affecting about 1,300 men. 

The railroad telegraphers of the en­
tire New York Central system have 
reached an agreement with the rail­
road company by Tyhich they will de­
ceive a salary increase of 10% per 
cent, amounting to almost $200,000.
