Result Close on Head of Ticket,

Des Moines, Nov. 9.—The result in
Iowa yesterday is in doubt, still. The
returns received during the night of
election were favorable to Claude R.
Porter and the democrats claimed his
election as governor over. B. F. Car-
roll by a large majority.

As the returns continued to come
in, however his lead diminished and
it beecame apparent that the chances
of his election might be totally ax-
tinguished whan the final returns
were at hand.

The democrats early claimed the
victory and Mr. Porter was telephon-
ed that he was a winner. Some of
the republicans conceded that on the
face of the returns Governor Carroll
was defeated. The governor, himself,
went home at 9:30 o'clock. His rep-
resentatives, hm\c\er, never gave up
the claim that he would be found to
have won when the final returns
came in.

It was apparent that the remainder
of the republican state ticket would
ber elested unless unexpected slumps
showed up in the unexpected places.
The expected slaughter of Thorne
and Cosson was apparcnt in some
sections of the state, but did not pos-
scss the size that it was thought the
2u! would attain.

The slow voting of the day was fo)-
lowed by delay in reporting the re-
sult, The dispatches disclosed the
fact that only now and then was a
straight ballot cast.

Pepper Wins in Second.

It was apparent early that the Sec-
ond district was lost to the republi-
cans, unless a better showing was
made in other counties than was
made in Scott, and the democrats re-
newed confidently their claim that I.
S. Pepper was elected over Charles
Grilk,

In the Sixth district the returns
were s0 meager that a definite pro-
diction could not be made early, but
It was believed that Kendall would
be elccted. .

S. F. Prouty was elected in the
Seventh by about 2,500 plurality over
Clint L. Price.
