Washington.—Richard A. Balltngers 
resignation as secretary ot the In­
terior was accepted by President 
Taft and Walter L. Fisher of Chicago 
was Tuesday appointed aa his suc­
cessor. 

Mr. Ballinger tendered his resigna­
tion In a letter on January 19, being 
on the condition of his health. The 
president replied at once, expressing 
his confidence in Secretary Ballinger, 
his reluctance to accept his resigna­
tion, and requested the secretary to 
remain in office until the close of the 
session of congress. Immediately on 
the adjournment of congress Secre­
tary Ballinger renewed hla request 

Tuesday President Taft in a letter, 
formally accepted the resignation and 
Mr. Fisher was appointed as his sue-, 
cessor, his commission being signed 
Immediately by the president Mr. 
Fisher will take office Immediately. 

The correspondence between the 
president and the secretary Is not 
voluminous, but displays beyond ^ques­
tion the confidence which Mr, Taft 
has reposed in Mr. Ballinger through­
out the long siege and the Indignation 
with which he has viewed the attacks 
on the secretary's personal and offi­
cial integrity. 

"I have had the fullest opportuni­
ty," the president says in his letter 
accepting the resignation, "to know 
you, to know your standards of serv­
ice to the government ant the public, 
to know your motives, to know how 
you have administered your office and 
to know the. motlveB of those who 
have assailed you. 

"I do not hesitate to say that you 
have beeen the object of oie of .the 
most unscrupulous conspiracies,, for 
the defamation of character that his­
tory can show." 

And in the conclusion of his letter 
the president declares that "every 
fiber of my nature rebels against such 
hypocrisy" (referring to, the attacks 
on Ballinger's character), "and nerves 
me to fight such a combination and 
such methods to the bitter end, lest 
success In this .instance may form a 
demoralizing precedent. But person­
al consideration for you and yours 
makes me feels that I have no right 
to ask for a further, sacrifice." 

The president goes on to declare It 
evident that he has been himself the 
ultimate.object of the attack, and says 
that to insist on Mr. Balllhger's re­
maining in office "with the prospects 
of further efforts against you.

Elgin, Aurora, Jollet, Rockford, Ben­
ton Harbor are only a few of the 
cities and towns that were shaken as 
was Chicago. 

With the first shock men, women 
and children fled from their homes in 
terror. Some of them had reached 
the open air when there came the sec­
ond rocking of the buildings' and the 
quivering of the earth beneath their 
feet Then it was that terror took 
possession^ of hundreds of thousands 
of people. They were sure that Chi­
cago, the suburbs—Michigan even— 
Indiana, or whatever part of the sur­
rounding country they happened to be 
in was to be visited by an awful catas­
trophe. ' 

The sickening, swaying, quivering 
motion of the earth ceased as sud­
denly and as mysteriously as it had 
come, and then self-posBeBSlon re­
turned to most of the frightened ones. 

In one Instance at least In the case 
of on aged woman in, Elgin, the Bhock 
was fatal. Her weakened heart ceased 
beating forever jiist as the explosion 
shock swept over that city. Fright as 
much as anything else killed her. 

The principal damage done, as far 
as could be learned last night—always 
excepting the havoc wrought by the 
explosives in the immediate vicinity 
olf the wreck of the powder mills-
came from broken windows. Panes 
of glass innumerable were shattered 
In all sections of the bity. Windows, 
picture glasses, china, glassware and 
other things fragile altd breakable 
were smashed to atoms. 

In Pleasant Prairie scarcely one of 
the 700 Inhabitants escaped injury and 
some of them may die. Buildings were 
swept to the ground almost like a set 
of dominoes and the first of the res­
cuers found the streets filled with half 
crazed women and children, while the 
inen worked furiously to release oth­
ers from the debris of their devasta­
ted homes. • 

Nearly the same conditions obtained 
at Bristol, the force of the explosion 
sweeping across the prairie like a ter­
rific gust of wind, before which 'build­
ings and trees bent, broke and fell. 

In Evanston, on the north, and in 
Hinsdale on the west the flash that 
came with th«; 'explosion so many 
miles away was plainly seen by 
number of persons. 

A remarkable feature of the explo­
sion is that Its effects were distinctly 
felt in Indiana, even as far south as 
Indianapolis, and in many of the In­
diana cities the shock seemed to be 
just aB severe, if not more severe, than 
it was in the immediate neighborhood 
of Chibago. 

In Michigan City many windows 
were broken, buildings were rocked 
and people rushed to the streets as 
they did in Chicago and In the sub­
urbs. Meetings in churches and audi­
ences in theaters left those , buildings 
and could not be Induced-to return. A 
number of young women telephone op­
erators fainted from fright and tele­
phone service was demoralized for a 
time. In the districts of the city pop­
ulated largely by people of foreign 
birth, there was general exodus from 
homes, and policemen were sent Into, 
these districts to Induce the frightened 
women and children to return. 

TwelVe.hundred prisoners in the big 
Indiana state penitentiary were also 
badly frightened. A smoker In the 
Elks' club was broken up summarily 
when the balls on the billiard and pool 
tables began to play queer pranks, and 
when gas and electric light globes 
fell with a loud crash. 

South Bend and Goshen were two 
other Indiana cities in which the 
shock of the explosion was distinctly 
felt, in Gary a woman in the Orpheum 
theater was Injured when some per­
son cried "flre!" and a rush was made 
for the exits. The big steel plant of 
the United States Steel corporation 
was shaken; glasB was broken and a 
number of lodge and. church meetings 
were broken up.. InEast Chicago and 
Indiana Harbor telephone operators 
ran from their offices, thinking there 
had been an earthquake. '

10,000 Strikers In Chicago. 

Chicago.—A genera] strike of build­
ing trades, tielng up the entire build­
ing industry in Chicago and Involving 
probably 10,000, workers was called 
Wednesday ae the result of the filing 
of a petition for an injunction by the 
steamfitters, against which organiza­
tion the plumbers, members of the 
Building Trades council, are fighting. 
By ordering a general sfrlke before 
the injunction,proceedings, instituted 
before Judge Grldley, could be heard, 
the officials of the trades council exe­
cuted a coup. 

Legislature Is Held Legal. 
Columbus, O.—The present session 

of the Ohio general assembly Is consti­
tutional. The supreme' court handed 
down that ruling Tuesday, thus making 
all acts of the legislature effective. 
There had been a question as to the 
constitutionality of the session. •
