An ordinance relating to the system of 

water-works in the city of Manches­
ter, Iowa, providing for its manage­
ment, and establishing water rates, 
rules, regulations and penalties for the 
government of water consumers, llcens 
eil plumbers, and others using water 
from or doing work in connection with 
said system of water works, and to re 
peal ordinance No. 194, being chapter 
XXXI1 of the revised ordinances of 
tliu city of Manchester, Iowa, 1U0S. 

Be it Ordained by the City Council of 
the city of Manchester, Iowa. 

Section 1. MANAIiKMlON'T, OFKICliHS 
•AND TUIOIit DUT11CS. First. Tiler.-
shall be appointed by tlie City Council of 
the eity of Manchester, Iowa, a super 
intendenl of the system or water-works 
of said city, who shall, before entering 
upon the discharge of his duties, Kive a

Sixth. Kvery service pipe, must be at 
least one-eivrhtli Inch' larger in diameter 
than the taps through which they ar< 

ii pp I led and must he laid tho same depth 
below the surface of the ground as t" 
main pipe in the street. In all cases they 
must be so protected as to prevent rup 
ture by free/.lng. 

Seventh. Persons taking water in«;st 
keep their service pipes and all fixtures 
connected therewith in good repair, and 
protected from frost, at their own ex­
pense. 

KU'hth. No person shall make any ex­
cavation In any street or highway or al 
ley for the purpose of laying water pipes, 
or tap any water or service pipe laid down 
without written pcrmisisou from the 
water works committee or superintendent.

Ninth. In making excavation In the

Tenth. No person shall leave any exca­
vation made In the street highway or al 
ley or other public place, open at any 
time without barricades, and during the

Kleventh. After service pipes are laid, 
in refilling the opening, the earth must 
be laid in layers of not more than nine 
inches In depih. and ench layer thorough 
ly rammed or puddled, to prevent settl­
ing: and this work, together with the re 

lacing of sidewalk, ballast and pavlm 
must bo done so as to make the street 
at least as gooil as before it was dis­
turbed and to the satisfaction of the wat 
er-works committee. No opening of the 
streets or alleys for tapping of mains will 
be permitted when ground Is frozen. 

Twelfth. Should any, excavation In any 
street or alley be left open or untlnlsh-
ed for a period of twenty-four hours, or

All applications for the lntr«Mluc-
tion of water into any premises, or for 
the extension of any water pipe, shall 
hf* made by the owner or tenant, with 
the written consent of the owner, upon 
printed blunks for the purpose, to be 
had of the superintendent of water­
works. 

Second. The applicant must subscribe 
and agree to be hound by such rules 
and regulations governing the use of 
water and service pipes, as may then 
he In force or mav be adopted from 
time to time bv the cltv council. 

Third. When the applicant has com­
plied with all the rules and regulations 
incumbent on hint to perform, a permit 
will then be issued, signed by the super­
intendent, and authorizing any duly

All water meters shall be 
furnished and installed by the city, ami 

hall remain at all times the property of 
the city. The actual cost of setting and 
onnecting each meter shall be paid by 

the consumer of water. 
Section 12. Officers an 1 employee of tl e 

city are prohibited from allowing credit 
to anyone on water rents and charges. 
Contracts or leases may be transferred 
by the parties desiring to vacate prem­
ises, to the parties about to occupv same. 
No deduction from water rents shall 
be made by reason of the breaking of 
iny main pipe, service cock, or any 
other interruption of the supply, or by 
reason of the breaking of machinery or 
stoppage for necessary repairs or on ai> 
ount of private water pipes that mav 

be frozen. 
Section III. WATER SUPPLY TO 

OONTACTOKS ONLY. No occupant or 
owner of any premises to which water 
is supplied, will he allowed to supplv 
water to other persons or families, or to 
permit the same to be taken, or use or 
permit the same to be used for any pur­
pose other than stated in his application, 
without special permission of the super­
intendent. Any consumer violating this 
rule will be charged double the usual 

ites for water so taken or used, and 
If such extra charge Is not paid on de­
mand, the water shall be cut off from 
the premises. 

Section 11. Parties desiring an inter­
mittent water supply, and not connected 
with a service pipe, will be charged such* 
rate as the water-works committee may 
direct. Persons intending to build or 
repair any building, for Which the water 
Irom the system is to be used, but not 
Irom a service pipe, shall make applica­
tion to the superintendent, giving the 
certified statement of the architect or 
builder, of the number of bricks, perches 
ot masonry, yards of plastering to be laid 
and other uses of the water.
