Only 8 -Per Cent. of Those Who
Visit Switzerland.

We have been telling ourselves so
long that our American tourists keep
up the European hotels and that but
for them 'Europe would become bank-
rupt, we have come to " Dbelleve it
Some figures on the gubject now come
from Switzerland, the ‘‘Mecca" of all
Americans after ' they have reaped
their Teward for virtue by visiting
Paris. %

Swiss hotels entertain about. two
million tourists annually, and {f those
who stay at  pension and boarding
houses are included the number . of
guests reaches three million. Of this
number 22 per. cent. are the Swisa
‘themselves. The Germans, who are
often pictured as stay-at-homes, con-
stitute 40 per cent., then. come the
English, 17 per cent.; the French, 15
per cent., and the -Americans, who,
with their eight per cent., are only one
per cent. ahead .of the Italians.  So,

Men Seek Riches Washed Into Bed of
Colorado River for Centuries—
Drer'ges Reing Installed.

Venver, Colo.—Endeavors - at. last
are: being made to compel the Grand
canyon of the Colorado to give up
the gold which has been washed into
its: bed for centuries. Several con-
cerns are preparing to conduct op<ra-
tions on a large scale to overcome ob-
stacles to get these riches.

It-has long been known that there
was much gold in the bed of the Colo-
rado canyon. . ' Explorers who have
been in various parts of the great
reported deposits of

ly ran to a great depth and that prom-

ised -values, although we!l distributed

in the sand and gravel: Attempts have
been made to interest capital in plans
to get out. this wealth, but heretofore
there has been no: success, because
propositions easier to get at and in-
volving smaller expenditures of money
and risk have attracted most of the
capital available.

In recent years, however, several
syndicates have been formed to iget
out the gold.. One, backed by eastern
cagﬂal. has been at work for some
time at Lee's ferry. This is a desolate
place, far from any railway, but it has
offered the best opportunity for such
work, being at the point where the
river runs out of the sand hills after
cutting through them for hundreds of
miles and running for a few miles
-about at a level before dipping into
the marble canyon.” Dredges have
been. installed here after being hauled
far over the desert Black sand im-
pregnated with gold and platinum and
gravel having small nuggets of gold
in it have been found here, and the
enterprise promises to be lighly prof-
table. This sand and gravel runs to
a depth of from thirty to sixty feet
before bedrock is touched, and . the
dredges can take it out in great quan-
tities.

Above this point, in Utah, where the
