SPECIAL WASHINGTON CORRES-
- PONDENCE.

By Clyde H. Tavenner.

Folowing. almost on the heels of
statements by various trust magnates
that the present high cost of living
is not due to trust control of indus-
try, comes the testimony of Albert
H. Veeder, formerly an attorney for
the beef trust, who admitted on the
witness stand at thepackers trial
in Cplcuso that he had drawn up &
ontract by which the packers pro
posed to sell $591,000,000 worth of
watered stock to the public.

This c(mtract, Mr. Veeder teatitled,
was drawn. in 1902, and by iis terms

{he plants of. the-Armour, Switt: -and:

Morris companles were 'to’ be consoli
dated. The' contract showed that

while the actual \capital of the three
concerns, on a liberal estimate, was
not more than $182,000,000, the new
company was to be capitalized at
$773,000,000.

This particular trust scheme  did

not go through. Because of the mon-
ey stringency thu* Jear the packers
were unable to borrow $90,000,000 of
New York bankers, and as a conse
quence the plan was abandoned. An-
other contract was drawn up for a
new organization, and it is charged
by the government that the packers,
through this organization, violated
the Sherman law. It is on this
charge that they are now being trled.
Just how much watered stock the
beef men did finally sell to the pub-
lic is expected to be disclosed be-
fore the trial is over.

Mr. Veeder's testimony throws
light on the methods of the trust
magnates, and it is not unreasonable
to assume that other trusts did just
as the beef trust did. The packers
have never been accused of being
more greedy than the steel magnates,
or the wool trust owners, or the own-
ers of any of the big trusts. Common
belief places them all in the . same
class. They borrowed money from: the
same banks, and the same lawyers
helepd them all to organize! It is
not unreasonable to assume there-
fore that their methods were identi-
cal.

Democratic leaders in  Congress
have made the statement over and
over again that the people of the
coumry are paying dividends, jn
the form of high prices, upon mil-
lions and millions of watered stock.,
They have also pointed out . that.
nothing has so alammed the trusts as
re- | the proposal to find-out;. thromgh gov-
ernment authority,' just what - their
real assets are. *The trusts propose
to fight this proposal to the last
ditch, and their reason is not far to
seek when such evidence as that of-
fered by Mr. Veeder is at hand.

Mr. Taft and his followers have
stated that the cure for such prach
tices is to divide the watered stock
into several parts, but not to do
away with it. The democratic pro-
gram, as announced by the House
leaders, calls for the squeezing of
this water out ot the trust capitaliz-
ation.

FAN YOUR SEED OATS.

Oata have a tendency to become
light and chaffy, even in those sections
best adapted to their growth. As one
goes south this is very pronounced, a
large number of seemingly good grains
being nothing but hull with no kernel.
Buch grains cannot, of course, grow.

The fanning mill should be in wider
use than now prevalls. It will take
out these chaffy and undersized grains
leaving only the good plump seed. The
fanning mill’ will_also take out large
numbers of weed seeds, which would
otherwise infest the fields.

By such thorough cleaning and
grading of seed an mcrease in yleld
and quality of snln produced can be

- BIRDS OF PARADISE.

'I‘holr Dancmg Parties and Arrows
" With Blunt Heads.

Birds of paradise molt about Janu-
ary, and in May, when they are in full
and gorgeous new plumage, the maleg
assemble efich morning for their danc-
ing parties.  'Certain trees are selected,
being chosen on account of widespread-
ing bra_ncbes and scattered leaves,
and in one of these trees from a dozen
to twenty of the birds will assemble.

their necks and elevate thelr exqui-
site plumes, keeping them in a contin-
val vibration. The birds hop or fly
from brnnch to branch apparently in
the greatest excitement, so that the
tree appears to be seething with gold-
en orange plumes. The long, plumy
tufts which are the pride of the bird
of paradise spring from the sides be-
neath each wing, and when the bisd
is in repose they are partly concealed,
but during the ‘‘dance’” the wings are
raised vertically across the back, the
head is bent and stretched out, and the
long plumes are expanded until: they
resemble two magnificent golden fans,
striped with deep red at the base and
fading off into a pale brown tint at
the finely divided points.

It is hard to determine just what is
the motive of the dance of the birds
of paradise, but the natives take ad-
vantage of the occasion to secure specl-
mens of the birds without injury:to
the feathers. As soon as it is found
that the birds have fixed upon a par-
ticular tree for their dances a native’
builds a lttle. hut or: blind of palm
branches among the leaves and hcre
ensconces himself just before daylight-
armed with a bow and a number of
arrows with a round knoh upon the
end, instead of a sharp polmt.” A boy-
waits at the foot of the tres. and when

their dance the hunter begins to shoot.
The blow of the blunt arrow stuns a
bird, which falls to the ground and
Is secured by the waiting boy, not a
drop of its blood * being shed and ‘the
olnmaze belng uninjund. The  other
‘birds ‘rhrely take' any notice of those
.that fall until-their number has been
vonsiderably. reduced.—unrper’s Week-
ly.
