Enough earsi to plant twenty acres 
uay be tested In a single day with a 
lome made tester. Take a box six 
•nches deep andabout two by three 
'eet In size. Fill the box about 
:alf full of moist dirt, sand or 
vawdust. . Press It? down-' so it wlU 
lave a smooth, even surface. Now 
;ake a white cloth about the size of 
he box, rule It off checkerboard 
'a&hion, making squares one and one-
lalf Inches eathi wa^r. Number the 
hecks 1," 2, 3 and " so on. Place 
his over the sand, dirt or sawdust. 
Take the ears to be tested and 

•Ither lay them out om the floor and 
uark^a nuimiber In front of each or 
ittacih a numbered' ts^g. Now take 
iff about six kernels from each ear 
not all from the same place, but 
t several points on all sides). Put 
hese kernels on the squares cor­
responding In number to those plac-

on the ears, of corn.* Be careful 
•.at to get them mixed. Keep the 
»ars numbered to correspond EX­
ACTLY With the numbers-on the 
iquflTes of cloth. 

After the kernels have been plac­
id carfully on the cjoth which cov-
rs the moist sand, dirt or sawdust, 
aover tih«m with another cloth, con­
siderably larger than the box; cov-
r this cloth with abouit two Inches 
f the same moist sand, dirt . or 

sawdust and keep the box In a waum 
ilace. It must not get cold. ' The 
ternels wlU germinate in four , to 
iix days. 

Remove the cover carefully 
ivoid misplacdng the kernels. 
xmlne them carefully. Some 
lave 'long sprouts but almost 
roots; others will not have 
it all, but the kernel® from

Don't plant seed, corn that will 
not grow. Seod corn Is in the worst 
condition known In 20i years. Not 
over half the seed that has been 
tested so far will grow at all. You 
are sure to lose money if you find 
•ten days after -planting that your 
seed corn' will not grow. That 1« 
Just what tens of thousands of Iowa 
corn growers are going to do this 
spring if they do not test every ear 
of their seed corn. 

There may be a loss o{ $70,000,000 
in the 1912 corn crop unlessi the 
farmers -test their seed before plant­
ing. This calamity, can be avoided 
by plantipg seed that will grow. 

The corn Is so 'bad this year that 
no man can Cell whether it will grow 
or not without making a germination 
test of every ear. 

An eaT has from> 800 to 1,000 ker­
nels. One dead or weak ear may 
ause a loss of 800 to 1,000 staiVks, a 
'os® of from 8 to 12 bushels. In the 
•rop. ' , 

The greatest danger is that thou-
huuVs of men will not test their seed 
torn because it looks alright, al-
hougii actuary it Is dead or too 

.veak Co plant. Iowa farmers will 
have to get their seed corn in Iowa. 
Ohio Is short; Indiana has lHUe sur-
plus; there Is a serious shortage dn 
lll:ioIs; Minnesota and Dakota wi'.l 
vaive hard-.work to get enough- for 
their own 'planting. Nebraska's seed 
orn Is toe poorest for years. Kan­
sas has a shortage and there Is 
practically none In Oklahoma. The 
business men of Des Moines realize 
that the prosperity of Iowa in 1912 
depends largely upon a good yield 

cannot be secured unless v^jorous 
xjed Is planted that wild give a 
rood stand. For this reason every 
affort Is being made to arouse the 
'armers and business men to the 
lecessity cf testing every seed ear 
>n every farm. 

Some communities will find that 
they have a surplust of good seed. 
Mease let us know of such cases so 
that we may notify other places 
where there is poor seed.

The ear® numbered corresponding 
to those on the cloth which showed 
Strong signs of life are the ones to 
preserve for seed. Every kernel from 
these ears should produce a stalk, ev­
ery stalk an ear. 

A number of more convenient seed 
corn testers are manufactured' f°r 
sale. They are all good—any im­
plement. dealer or seed house. 
know where to get them. 

Sun-Worn Curtains.

serve, cut away the sun-worn portions 
and sew across, then where sewn use 
a cord or ribbon, and. If neither ot 
these are at hand, make a couple of 
straps of old linen, and use them to 
tie the curtains back at the place they 
are spliced. Old linen bows, well 
starched, are neat.
