Toklo, Sept. On Sunday a dra­
matic chapter was written In the his­
tory of Japan. The assassination-of 
Mortlaxo, Abe, director of the political 
bureau of the Japanese foreign office, 
has inflamed the masses. 

Fifteen thousand persons gathered 
in maBsnieetlng in Hibiya park, call­
ing for miltary action against China. 
A majority of these marched to the 
foreign office and clamored, for admis­
sion. They demanded the dispatch of 
troops' to China to take such measures 
as were necessary to. obtain satisfac­
tion for the killing of Japanese at 
Nanking, or, falling this, the resignar 
tion of the minister of foreign affairs, . 
Baron Nobuakl Maklno. 

The speakers denounced the empti­
ness of Japanese diplomacy in connec­
tion, with California and China, and in­
sisted the insult to the Japanese fla.g 
at Nanking should be wiped out. The 
manifestation was clearly an explo­
sion of popular : resentment against 
the ministry in its treatment of the 
California and Chinese questions. < 

A score of agitators, including a 
girl, decried Japanese diplomacy and 
declared It had never contributed to 
the upbuilding of the empire and had 
always ended In failure. The inci­
dents In China were unbearable. 

REPORT VERIFIES CORN LOSS 

Government Upholds Trade Estimate' 
of Shortage Due to Drought—' 

, Wheat Increase ' 

Washington, Sept. 11.—Sensational 
losses in corn, a record yield of" wheat 
and the third largest crop of oata 
were features of the government Sep­
tember crop report issued by the, de­
partment of agriculture Tuesday. The 
figures are a remarkable' exact veri­
fication of (the populairly accepted 
trade'advices! 

The government report of August 
showed a loss as compared vyith the 
crops of 1912 of 453,000,000 bushels, 
but this loss was swelled by 321,000,-
000 bushels by the latest report, thus 
making, the shortage as compared 
with last year 774,000,000 bushels. 
Adding a loss of 10,000,000 tons of hay 
and the known shortage in pasturage 
meadows and fall forage in general, 
and the appalling importance of the 
situation begins to be appreciated.

The answer de­
nies that the compahy is party to any 
attempt to control prices or restrict 
trade and avers that it- controls only 
about 22 per cent, of the cotton thread 
industry in this country, and Including 
silk, linen and cotton yarn only ,15 per 
cent.

AFTER THREE HOUR8 OF FREE­

DOM FUGITIVE 18 RE-ARREST-
ED IN NEW HAMPSHIRE. 
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JEROME ARRIVES ON SCENE 

Governor Felker Declares; That He 
Will Honor Extradition Papers If 
They Are Sent to Him—Slayer Has 
Exciting Day. v. . 

Colebrook, N. H., Sept. 12.—Harry 
K. Thaw has shifted his "show" to 
this quiet little village following his 
unexpected deportation by the Cana­
dian immigration authorities on 
Wednesday. Thaw made,an aimless 
flight in an automobile when • he left 
Norton Mills, Vt., and was rearrested 
in this town by Sheriff Drew of Coos 
county.' / ',.r .. 

Sheriff Drew received a tolegrara 
from Attorney General Carm'ody of 
New *York, asking that Thaw be held 
until the arrival of officers with ex­
tradition papers. 

Thaw has already outlined plans for 
another prolonged legal battle to 
avoid extradition by the New York 
authorities. His first move after his 
arrest was to engage counsel knd to 
take steps for obtaining a writ of 
habeas corpus. The writ will be ap­
plied before Judge Robert- M. Cham­
berlain of . the superior court at Lan­
caster the county seat. 

William Travers Jerome, Thaw's an­
cient fofe, who was taken by surprise 
by the action of the Canadian author­
ities, is here from Manchester, this 
state, to take charge of the fight to 
enforce extradition. 

Meanwhile Thaw, who is only tech­
nically under arrest and not con­
fined In the jail, has communicated 
with'his mother and his lawyers in 
Montreal and Sherbrooke. 

Gov. Samuel D. Felker was at New 
Castle when he received news of , the 
arrest of Thaw. He said: 

"If the New York state authorities 
send officers here and the latter bear 
properly executed documents calling 
upon us to deliver Thaw to their cus­
tody, I shall probably sign the ex­
tradition warrant." 

Coaticook,. Que., Sept. 12.—Harry 
K. Thaw was taken from the immi­
gration station- to the Vermont border 
on Wednesday by Superintendent of 
Immigration Robertson. 

As Thaw left the station he yelled 
that it was kidnaping. Robertson's 
only' answer, was that It was entirely 
"regular." 

Robertson produced a warrant 
signed, by Minister of Justice Doheafty, 
who Is also acting minister of the in­
terior, ordering the ejection of fhaw. 

When word was received here from 
Coatjcook that Thay had been de­
ported it created consternation among 
Thaw's lawyers.

"My father, Mayor Gaynor, died on 
the Baltic at seven minutes to one 
o'clock Wednesday afternoon. 

"Death was due to heart trouble. 
He was sitting in a deck chair when 
the end came. A deck steward had 
been with him but a few moments 
before his death and had taken his 
order for lunch. The , mayor had 
marked the. menu to indicate the 
disheB he desired. >1 was on the boat 
deck. 

"I • went below at lunch call to tell 
father that his lunch was ready. He 
had been taking his mealB in one of 
the state: rooms. ' He was seated in 
his chair, apparently asleep. I shook 
him gently, but he did not respond. 

"His trained nurse, who had been 
with him ten minutes previously, was 
summoned, and the. ship's surgeon, 
Doctor Hopper, was called. The may-, 
or was given a hypodern^c Injection, 
and. artificial, respiration was resorted 
to. But it wa» quickly apparent that 
he yas . beyond, aid. " , ^ 

"The body was taken In charge by 
the ship's officers. It' was embalmed 
and placed in a sealed casket. . » 

"During the voyage his health had 
steadily Improved. • 

"On behalf of my mother, my fam­
ily and myself, r wish td express pub­
licly my deep gratitude to Captain
