U. S. MAJOR URGES STRIKERS IN 
COLORADO TO GIVE UP 

THEIR WEAPON8. 

WON'T SEARCH FOR THEM 

Army Officer Imjresses Upon the 
Men the Necessity for1 Surren­

dering Guns to the Fed-
. eral Troops. 

Trinidad, Colo., May 9.—Major 
Holbrook with his staff spent Thurs­
day among the strikers at Soprls and 
Segundo, Impressing upon them the 
advisability of peacefully surrender­
ing arms. 

Colonel Lockett will Issue his final 
proclamation calling upon citizens to 
surrender all arms in their possession 
forthwith. 

At military headquarters it was said 
no forcible search would be made for 
arms after the Issuance of the proc­
lamation. 

Colonel Lockett Informed District 
Attorney J. J. Hendricks that, while 
martial law had not been formally de­
clared, he considered the district un­
der the absolute authority of troops, 
but that that authority would be exer­
cised'only when it was found that 
county officers were unable to cope 
with any given situation. 

He told the district attorney that 
he had knowledge of certain saloons 
selling liquor, in spite of the strict 
prohibition imposed by the federal 
officers, and' that such sale must be 
stopped completely and Immediately. 
If the district attorney's office could 
not enforce - prohibition the - federal 
troops could and would. 

Urgent appeals were made by op­
erators in the northern coal fields to 
Colonel Lockett, commanding the fed­
eral troops in-the southern fields, for 
additional soldiers to protect mines 
there, which, they say, had been 
threatened by strikers. The opera­
tors reported that their strike break­
ers refused to remain at work unless 
additional protection was guaranteed. 

Denver, Colo., May 9.— Advices re­
ceived at the governor's office on 
Thursday were that the strike situa­
tion in the Routf county coal fields is 
tense. Capt. Ralph Dora, command­
ing the 20 guardsmen occupying that 
district, reported that the strikers 
had removed children from Oak Creek 
and that' the citizens feared an out­
break.
