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The City Council met in regular 
session in the council chamber on 

' Monday evening. AU of the council-
men, and Mayor Richardson, and City 

,Clerk Thomas Wilson and City At­
torney F. B. Blair, were present. 

A number of citizens appeared be­
fore • the council with petitions for 
improvements of one kind and an­
other. Denby Pride appeared before 
the council and asked that some re­
lief be given from a mopt aggrevat-
ing situation in regards to the drain-, 
age on West Marlon street. Mr. Pride 
stated that many of the citizens on 
that street- are troubled with water 
in their cellar? because of inadequate 
street drainage. The matter brought 
to the attention of the council by Mr. 
Pride was referred to the committee 
on streets and alleys, with power to 
act, 

W. D. Hoyt asked the council to 
makea more even distribution of 
the lights on West Union street. Mr. 
Hoyt stated that three lights are in 
close proximity at the east end of the 
street west of Franklin, while the 
lower half of the street has only 
one light, an-1 that beyond the M. & 
O. railway tracks. Mr. Hoyt's re­
quest was referred to the committee 
on lights, with power to act. Mr. 
Hoyt also asked the council to make 
a few minor improvements to (the al­
ley. back of the Hoyt Company's im­
plement building. This request was 
also given favorable consideration. 

S. H. Morgan, nightwatch, appear­
ed before the council, and again pe­
titioned the council for an, increase 
in salary. It will be remembered 

. that Mr. Morgan presented a writ­
ten petition several weeks ago, and 
•which . was'continued. He jgresenterf 
his reasons for demanding an in­
crease orally, and before adjournment 
of the council that body voted to 
increase his salary by |5.00 per 
month. •

Western paving Brlck. Manufacturing 
company of Kansas City, Missouri, 
appeared before the, council, with 
samples of paving brick,'and/ urged,:

the merits of the product which he 
pells. The sample which Mr. Jack­
son submitted for inspection is a vit­
rified. Vertical fibre paving brick, 
with - an ssphalt filler and coating; 
Mr. Jackson claims that the'asphalt 
filler and coating makes a noiseless 
paving. 

After idme discussion and ques­
tioning the council accepted , Mr. 
Jackson's invitation to visit r*6edar 
Rapids and Marlon and inspect for 
themselves paving which- has been 
laid in those cities ̂ this year and 
where the brick and asphalt filler 
and coating were used. The council 
and-a number of property owners in­
terested in the Main street paving 
are in . the cities named today, ^ and 
are making an inspection of the 
streets paved wi|ty this kind of ma­

^BOY HAS CLOSE CALL. 
Much excitement was Caused by the 

report circulated on the streets of 
Manchester late Saturday afternoon, 
that some one was accidentally shot, 
while hunting along the banks of the 

^Maquoketa river. Major H. G. Utley 
and M. P. Hennessey lost no time in 
getting to the scene where the shoot­
ing was supposed to have taken 
place. 

It developed that Floyd Payne and 
Raymond Mitchel, two boys, went up 
the river during the afternoon,, each 
carrying a gun. While in- the vicin­
ity of the camp along the river youngr 
Mitchel fired a charge at a mark on 
the building, the shot plowing their 
way through the pine boards, and 
several shot struck young Payne i'n 
his left arm and one of his legs. 
The lad receiving the shot 
called to his companion that he was 
shot, whereupon the Mitchell boy 
started for home to get assistance as 
fast as he could, never ascertaining 
the extent of the injuries inflicted. 
Upon reaching town he at once told 
Major Utley and his father, and an 
investigation was made. When the 
mep reached the camp1 young Payne 
had, also left for home, and all that 
the searchers could find was the .gun 
which young Mitchell carried and the 
hoy's hat, which he left when he 
started for help. When Major Utley 
and the sheriff returned home they 
found young Payne In the Utley res­
taurant extracting the shot.

Walter Hollar, the ten year .old 
grandson of itf. and- Mrs. Calvin 
Zarr of Delaware, was killed on the 
Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul 
tracks at Delaware last night at 
abiut half-past five " o'clock, the boy 
being struck by the south bound pas­
senger <raln. 

Walter Hollar and Raymond and 
Lester Ortberg were playing on the 
railroad bridge, .and were watching 
an Illinois Central freight train pass 
underneath the bridge, when the pas­
senger train came rushing down up­
on the trio. The noise- of the pass­
ing freight train prevented the boys 
from hearing the oncoming passenger 
train, and before the engineer of 
the ^passenger could stop his train, 
the'fearful tragedy had occurred. The 
two Ortberg boys managed to get to 
one side of the track, but young Hol­
lar wag struck and thrown a consid­
erable distance. The child's neck 
was broken, and his body tPrrlbly 
mutilated. Death seemed instan­
taneous. 

Walter came last week from 
Nashua, where his parents reside, and 
waB going to spend the (winter with 
his grandparents,, and attend the Del­
aware schools. He entered school on 
Monday morning, little realizing that 
his» school work should be cut short 
in such a tragic manner. The toy's 
grandmother, who saw the boys on 
the bridge, witnessed the fearfu' 
tragedy, but could not give the warn­
ing in time to prevent it. 

The parents were sent for and 
came from Nashua last night, and 
will take the remains of the child to 
their home today or tomorrow, where 
funeral services will be held, and in­
terment will be made.

REPUBLICAN RALLY. 
United States Senator Albert B. 

Cummins, and Hon. Burton E. Sweet 
of Waverly, made a tour of a part of 
the county on Friday of last week, 
meeting the republican voters in 
Earlville, Delhi and Hopkinton, dur-
ing. the day, and in. the evening two 
addresses were, delivered by the Sen-

"atof 'and Mr. Sweet in the Central 
Opera house. ' 

The party leaders had planned to 
make an extensive tour of Delaware 
county, but on account of the unfav­
orable condition of the roads only the 
places named were visited on that 
day. The party reached Hopkinton 
at about the noon hour, and following 
dinner Senator 6ammins and Mr. 
Sweet addressed a fair sized crowd 
of the voters of the southern' part of 
the county. The meeting at the op­
era homse in this city in the even­
ing was attended by several hundred 
citizens. S. W. Klaus of Earlville, 
chairman of the • republican county 
central committee, and a number of 
local politicians and candidates for 
county office accompanied the Senat­
or and Mr. Sweet on their tour. At 
the various, meetings held in the 
county Chairman Klaus presided and 
introduced'the two speakers. 

Burton E. Sweet, candidate for con­
gressman from the Third district, 
addressed ]the voters for upwards of 
an hour, dwelling at considerable 
length upon .the various phases of 
legislation enacted by the present ad­
ministration, and more particularly 
the tarif issue. Mr. Sweet also 
spoke of the terrible strife existing 
on the European continent brought 
about by the war among the leading 
nations of the Old World. 

Following the address by Mr. 
Sweet, Chairman Klaus introduced 
Senator Cummins, who occupied the 
attention of the voters for an hour 
or more. 

Following his preliminary remarks 
Senatoor Cummins waded into his 
subject, and toook to task the Wil­
son administration for certain legis­
lative acts, but was careful to avoid 
mentioning the administration's at­
titude in regard to the MexicaiPand 
European policies. 

Both Senator Cummins and Mr. 
Sweet were accorded close attention 
and were liberally applauded.
